The Bishop of Three Ri€ers on the Lib-
eral Leader.

Montreal, May 21.—Le Trifluvien, of
Three Rivers, a strong clerical organ,
publishes six columns of Bishop La-
Heche's sermon delivered in Three Riv-
ers on Sunday, after having read the
mandement. His lordship says: “The
debate which has taken place in parlia-
ment on the school question has elicited
opinions and doctrines absolutely: con-
trary to the doctrines of the church.
The state has not the mission to edccate
the child. In the 18th-century the re-
volting proposition was:laid down that
the child belonged to the state before it
belonged to the family. ~That is the
principle which has caused so much evil.
In Manitoba liberty of religious instruc-
tion has beenr frampled under foot.

“During the recent debate on the
school question, a French-Canadian
member, who styles himself a Catholie,
who is the recognized leader of a great
party. made up of Catholics and Pro-
testants, made the following declara-
tion: ‘While” I occupy a seat in  this
house, while I occupy the position I do,
whenever it shall be my duty to take a
position on any question whatever, I
shall take that position, not as a Catho-
lic, not as a Protestant, but as one ani-
mated by sentiments of justice, inde-
pendence of faith.’

“Tnere is the Liberal doctrine which
has been condemned by the church. The
man who speaks thus is a Rationalistie
Liberal. He formnulates a doctrine op-
» posed to the Catholie doctrine, viz.: that
the Catholic is not obliged to be a’ Cath-
olic in public life. " It%s a fundamental
error.”’
