PETERSBURG, Sept. 14—The 
question of the responsibility for the 
failure of General Kuropatkin to crush 
Gen. Kuroki Sept. 2 north of the Taitse 
River, which lost the battle of Liao 
Tang, continues to excite all-absorb­
ing interest in military circles, 
cording to a Russian correspondent, 
who throws the blame upon General 
Orloff, General Samsonoff, who com­
mands a- division of Siberian Cossacks, 
was ordered by General Kuropatkin, 
August 31, to occupy thé Tentai coal 
mines and hold the extreme left while 
he launched his main army against 
General Kuroki. During the night Or- 

I Joff, with the freshly arrived European 
reserve men, came up, and, being Sam- 
senoff’s senior, took over the command 
at this point. The next morning, be­
fore the arrival of the daily orders, 
Orloff, on his own initiative, decided to 
attack Kuroki’s extreme right, and 
directed Samsonoff to execute a flank­
ing movement with his Cossacks. The 
latter declined to do so until he had 
time to reconnoitre and also because, 
as the correspondent declares, Orloff’s 
reserve men, who had not previously 
been under fire, were already showing 
signs of nervousness.

“The Japanese extended northward 
and occupied the whole range of hills 
and the Tentai mines. Samsonoff’s 
sotnia of Cossacks dismounted and 
defended our positions with the utmost 
courage, but were gradually driven 
back.

"The enemy was now established in 
an extremely strong position on the 
hills, and it would have been too haz­
ardous for our left flank to have at­
tacked them, in view of tfie losses sus­
tained in the previous five days. We 
therefore withdrew to Talienko, and I 
decided to retire to Mukden, the re­
treat being accomplished on Sept. 7. 
The evacuation of Liao Tang began 
and was concluded the morning of 
Sept. 4. All our equipment was re­
moved, and th|e 
the commissariat reserves, which was 
sufficient to last the whole army eight 
days. These were all destroyed. The 
pontoon bridges were dismantled and 
carried off by the troops, while tem­
porary pontoons were burned and the 
railway'bridge wrecked. The army re­
tired in perfect order. The enemy at­
tempted to pursue, but were repulsed.

“Precautione were taken on Sept. 3 
and 4 to prevent a turning movement 
from the east. Japanese to the south­
ward took no vigorous initiative, but 
General Kuroki assumed the offensive 
to the eastward, 
holding positions at Talienko sustain­
ed a furious night attack,-which was 
particularly desperate on Sept. 5. We 
retained our position, but suffered 
heavy losses, one regiment, which bore 
the brunt of the fight, losing 500 in 
killed or wounded.

"By evening of Sept/ 5 the danger of 
a simultaneous attack on 
and left flank had disapeared, 
removal of artillery and transport was 
effected in the face of Immense diffi­
culties. Our retirement on Mukden on 
Sept. 7 was covered by a strong rear 
guard of cavalry. We abandoned 
nothing from Aug. 30 up to the time 
of our arrival at Mukden.

left flank, the second at Llandianslan 
in the centre and the third at Anshan- 
shan on the right flank. The same day 
the Japanese assumed the offensive 
along the whole front. At Llandianslan 
all their attacks were repulsed and on 
the left we retained our principal posi­
tion at Anping. After a desperate bat­
tle the Japanese, however, succeeded 
in securing thç position at Pettsu, thus 
threatening the line of retreat of the 
corps along the Tan river. Simultan­
eously a turning movement by con­
siderable forces of Japanese were ob­
served on the left flank of our posi­
tion at Anshanshan.

"Taking advantage of our positions 
at Laindlansian %nd Anping in order 
to gain time and inflict severe losses 
on the enemy, I withdrew all the army 
corps froityadvanced positions to Liao 
Tang.

In consequence of the mountainous 
■nature of the country on our front and 
the bad condition of the roads towards 
the south, the two days’ march toward 
Liao Tang was of the most difficult 
kind. Only after incredible difficulties 
was it found possible to drag all the 
guns without exertion and all our 
baggage through the passes. Some of 
the guns were carried through the 
mountains by the infantry. Difficult 
as was the retreat through the passes, 
under pressure from the enemy, the 
march across the open country was 
still more arduous. The left and centre 
forces succeeded in getting all their 
artillery aftd baggage to Liao Tang.

The march of the right column was 
especially difficult.

Thanks to the sufficient number of 
bridges and the manner in which the 
roads leading to them had been laid 
out, all the. troops destined to take the 
offensive were safely on the right bank 
of the river on the morning of Sept. 1. 
The enemy ’did not occupy our aban­
doned advance positions until the ev­
ening of Sept. 1, when they opened 
on artillery fire upon Liao Yang.
