THE TREATMENT OF CONSUMP-
TION.

T ——

The report of the Nova Scotia sana-
torium for treatment of tuberculosis
which the Star prints today, makes in-
teresting reading. The results achieved
in the Kentville institutien during .its
brief existence are highly creditable
to the management, and fully bear out
the forecast of those who advocated
its establishment. The medical super-
intendena admits that too many ad-
vanced cases have been received, that
patients suffering from consumption
in its incipient stage are the ones who
will chiefly benefit by sanatorium treat-

ment, yet he is able to report that the
imstitution has cured or helped many
who could scarcely be hopefully regard-
ed. The expense has not beemrgreaty
not as heavy as for ordinary hospita
treatment, while the returns from th
money spent cannot be overestimatec
The restoration to health of a numbe
of victims of consumption is only on
feature; of even greater value to th
province is the education of the peopl
as a whole by a diffusion of knowledg
regarding the proper course to pursu
in handling tuberculosis.

A day or two ago the Star referre
to the great loss of life in St. Joh
through consumption. The followin
table shows the number of deaths fro:
all causes, and from the various forn
of tuberculosis during the past eleve
years:—

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It *will thus be seen that in this co:

paratively short period 1,211 persc
have died from tuberculosis, of whe
at least 900 would now be alive if p
per treatment had been provided. D
ing the same years there were in
837 deaths from so-called infectic
diseases, the New Brunswick classifi
tion arranged by the provincial bo:
of health including diphtheria, scar
typhus and typhoid fevers, meas
and smallpox. One hundred of th«
deaths were due to an epidemic
diphtheria, and twenty-three to an o
break of smallpox. Twenty-fi
deaths from all these diseases is a f3
annual average, while one hundred
and ten occur from tuberculosis, This
3s in St. John alone. The province as
a whole can account for ten times as

many,

It is generally admitted by physicians
that consumption is contagious,
and, indeed, all -~ doctors call-
ed to attend such cases

insist in so far as they are able, on
cleanliness, and care in nursing the pa~-
tient. But in very many cases no phy-
siclans are consulted until death is
near, and by that time the harm has
been done. Families belonging to the
poorer classes very quickly give up
hope when they realize that one of
their number is a victim of consump-
tion. The contagion takes hold of
others, and as each in turn succumbs,
the belief grows that the disease must
go through the whole family.

Hence there appear to be strong
reasons why the provincial board of
health should place tuberculosis in the
contagious classification in order that
local boards might have power to
deal with it; power to spend money
in preventing the spread of the dis-
ease and to provide proper treatment.
Under existing regulations the St. John
pboard has no more authority to inter-
fere in the case of a consumptive even
when & whole family is exposed, than
it has in a case of lumbago. Yet the
local organization has certain powers,
which are not exercised as they should
be. The members of the board, busy
men, give their services free, and to
the best of their knowledge are im-
proving conditions here. The trouble is
that the knowledge brought to them is
not sufficient. They cannot be expect-

measures out milk, and is coughing
and breathing around the different ar-
ticles which other persons have to eat.
The board of health regulation pro-
vides that no one in whose family con-
tagious disease exists, shall sell milk,
but consumption, according to the pro-
vincial board of health is not con-

tagious.

John and the people living in that sec-
tion deserve most generous treatment
in accommodation furnished them.

Vital statistics for Massachusetts for
1905, just issued, show a low birth rate
and a high death rate, but an increas-
ing number of marriages. The number
of births registered in 1905 was 75,022,
which shows an increase of eight births
over the previous year. The rate was
the lowest of the five-year periods, with
one exception, 1876-80, for the previous
fifty years. The number of marriages
registered was 27,184, which was 1,191
more than the numbered registered in
1904, and 244 more than that of 1803,
and was greater than that of any pre-
vious year since the beginning of regis-
tration sixty-four years ago. The num-
ber of persons married for each thou-
sand of the estimated population was
18.10. The deaths reported were 50,486,
or 2,004 more than the number reported
in 1904, and the greatest number since
registration, except in 1900. It whs 4,037
more than the average mortality of the
twenty years ending with 1905. The
death rate for the year was 16.81 for
each 1,000 of the living population, On
the divorce question the report says
that of the whole number of divorces,
21,910, granted in twenty years, 70.04 per
cent. were granted on the complaint
of the wife. In 1905 the number of
divorces was 1,554, which is 144 less
than the number granted in 1904, and
167 less than in 1902, but it is greater
by 458 than the average in twenty
years. The rate of divorces to mar-
riages was 1 to 17.8.

Jews All Over the World Pre-
paring for Great Festival,

Immense Quantities of Unleavenod Bread
Used During the Passover Baked
In New York.

The feast of the Passover will be
celebrated by Jews all over the world
this month, and the people who are
busy making preparations for its ob-
servance are working night and day.
There is much ceremony .connected
with the Seder, or opening festivity,
which will be celebrated this year on
the evening of March 29, and there is
ceremony also in connection with
cleansing the homes, storing away the
ordinary table and kitchen utensils, so
that the ones dedicated to service for
the Passover time may not be con-
taminated.

There are hundreds of quaint obser-
vances in connection with the festival
commemorative of *“the deliverance of
Israel’s first born from the judgment
wrought on those of the Egyptians and
the wondrous liberation of the Hebrews
from Egyptian bondage,” but the best
known feature of the festival of a week
is the unleavened bread—matzoth—the
baking of which has kept hundreds of

| people employed for many months in

{about 40 bakeries in New York City.
| There is one large establishment

story building 100 feet long and 92 feet
wide, where nothing is done all the
year except to manufacture the crack-
ers which are used in lieu of bread in
the Passover season. This concern
.urns out about 2,500,000 pounds of

>assover time. This concern sells its
roduct not only to consumers and
ealers in New York but sends matzoth
> all parts of the United States, and
irge quanties to Cuba, Porto Rico
nd South America.
The prices range from 4 to 8 cents a
>und, and deliveries are made to deal-
's and consumers in all forms, vary-
ag from “loose” or unpacked and in
‘ough packing cases to pound packages
n fancy boxes. In many of the Jew-
sh homes the unleavened bread is
placed on the table only as a smybol,
but not for use, and in the homes of
all the reformed Jews bread is not en-
tirely dispensed with in Passover time. |
But among the orthodox Jews the cus-
tom to use nothing but wunleavened
bread is strictly adhered to, and the
matzoth consumed by the orthodox
Jews are nearly all made on New
York’'s BEast Side, because the larger
establishments do not conform strictly
snough to the rabbinical laws govern-
ing their making.

| cause the pieces which remain between
the disks as they are cut out are
kneaded over and over again, and that
causes fermentation and makes the
product useless from the orthodox point
of view. Our product is square, and
pieces as they are cut are baked and
nothing is worked over.

“No one tells his neighbor how much
he bakes—that’s his business. But any
one can figure out how much must be
baked by all of us. There are seven
!hundred thousand orthodox Jews in
| New York, and you can figure on ten
pounds for each person for the week.
That would be seven million pounds
required to feed our own people. We
require twice that quantity, though, be-
cause we ship our stock all over, and
sell much to people who are }Jot Jewu,
but. like what they call” ‘Passion
cakes.”

The baker pointed to a row of boxes
and said: “That is all going to poor
people who will never know who paid
for their matzoth this year.”

In explanation he told of a “rich
lady,” by whose order he was sending
the Passover bread to persons whom
he described as “poor, but they
wouldn’t tell.” The baker also volun-
teered the information that the physi-
cians who practice among the orthodox
Jews are always busy at Passgover
time. Matzoth as a,steady diet for a
week has a bad effect on the diges-
tive organs, which are taxed to the ut-
most at that time by ‘“goodies” and
delicacies, which are never served ex-
cept at Passover time. Among these
the most notable is the matzoth scha-
let, the quality of which may be judg-
ed by this recipe:

Three soaked matzoth, eight eggs,
two cups sugar, two grated apples, one
and a half cups seeded raisins, one
tablespoonful cinnamon, grated rind of
an orange and a lemon, a few pounded
almonds, and one and a half pounds
suet or rendered fat.

Beat the sugar, eggs and cinnamon
together until light. Then add the rais-
ins, apples, almonds and rind, and mix
well. Drain the matzoth, gradually add
them to the mixture and beat until
very light.

Melt the fat in the dish in whi(‘h
the schalet is to be cooked, and then
pour in the mixture. Bake in a mod-
erate hot oven from one and a half
to two hours and serve hot.

Practical Declaration of War
by Nicaragua

PUERTO CORTEZ, Honduras, Mar.
14, via New Orleans, March 19—A turn
of sinister and widespread significance
was given to the Central American
war today by the finding on captured
Nicaraguan soldiers of proclamations
promising them the loot of the first
cities which they can capture in Hon-
duras and Salvador.

Any doubk as to the complete-
ness of such a loot is dispelled’ not
only by -the wording of the proclama-
tion, but by the experience in 1894 by
persons now living in Puerto Cortez,
who were present at the looting of
Choluteca, Honduras. Nicaraguan sol-
diers, aided by about 200 of their
women, pillaged every house but one
in the . town.

The worst feature of the looting of
Choluteca was the horrible indigni-
ties offered to women and helpless
persons. About 250 carts were used
to carry away the loot.

The proclamation says: “The reward
for our valor will be found as we put
our feet on the enemy’s soil—and in
order that those opposed to us may re-
pent of their temerity in attacking our
liberal towns, we offer as booty the
first cities both of Honduras and Sal-
vador, that fall into our power.

“The hour has arrived in which our
glorious flag will go to exact reparation
for opprobious injuries to our country-
men in Los Calpules and Carizal. In
these towns our comrades were Vil-
lainously assassinated by minions of
the despot of Honduras.”

Vengeance is to be visited upon Sa.l-\
vador because of the attack upon Lon
by General Maleshin of Salvador, who,
it is claimed, violated Nicaraguan
homes; burned property and commit-
ted every class of robbery.”

The proclamation is ambiguous in
parts, first indicating that only one-
city is to be sacked in each country
and later apparently giving permis-
sion to loot more than one. It is
in the form of a “National bulletin”
and dated “San Pedro, Sula, March
12.?

Americans in Puerto Cortes, in view
of this prociamation, are preparing to
defend themselves. Some of them
complain because the TUnited States
has not sent naval protection here.

It is not true, as has been reported
that Americans have been impressed
into the service of Honduras or that
they are taking part in any numbers
in the war.

According to reports received here,
a part of the Salvadorean army is
fighting with Honduras. March 12 was
fixed for a general advance of the al-
lied forces. A recent telegram says that
seven boat loads of disbanded Nicar-
aguan troops surrendered to Salvador-
ean authorities and were concentrated
in the interior of Salvador. For sev-
eral days telegraphic communication
has been intérrupted with Truxillos,
Honduras, at which port President
Bonilla has ordered 8,000 land forces to
concentrate with the Honduran naval

forces.
