HIGH CHIEF RANGER'S ADDRESS.

In his address High Chief Ranger H.
W. Woods said, among other things,
that the past year has been a prosper-
ous one—three new courts were oOr-
ganized, one at Sunny Brae, one in
Lakeville and another at Burnt Land
Brook, while several companion courts
have been amalgamated with subordin-
ate courts. There are now 172 subord-
inate courts, and 18 companion courts.
The membership is 8277 in this juris-
diction, while in the several jurisdic-
tions the membership is 285,137, and
the surplus has increased to $12,012,-

847.714. He recommended that as there

is a mortgage on the Foresters’ hall
at Penobsquis, steps be taken to re-
deem the building for the order. He
spoke of the good work being done by
the officers and of the public meetings
that have been held. The financial of-
ficers, he said, are able to make a
report that is the best in the history
of the high court. ’

Mr. Woods spoke feelingly of the
mortuary list, and showed that 41
courts had been visited by death, and
61 members had died during the year.

The high chief ranger closed his ad-
dress with thanks to all who assisted
him during the past year.

HIGH SECRETARY'S REPORT.

The High Secretary F. W. Bmmer-
son in his annual report mentions that
it is the twenty-fourth he has sub-
mitted since he was dirst elected. He
reports that the Order is in a prosper-
ous condition and expresses regret at
the prosposed increase in rgtes. He re-
fers in terms of sorrow to the death of
the High Treasurer, E. P. Eastman,
who if he had Hved would have been
decorated with the Grand Cross of
Merit at this session.

Annexed to his report are the usual
financial statements and the mortuary
list.

From June 1st, 1907 to April 15th, 1908
the High Secretary received for sur-
plus $461.76 for High Court dues $3,946.-
35 making a total of $4,408.111,

The amounts due from the subordin-
ate and companion courts on 15th Ap-
ril were for supplies $143.67, for High
Court dues $918.40 total $1062.07. Since
the report was made up twenty-two
courts have paid in full and two courts
made part payments.
