THE NEW AMBULANGE
STRICTLY UP TO DATE

The VYehicle Which Arrived Yesterday
Looks Well and Appears fo be
Thoroughly Sultable,

The new ambulanca for this city ar-
rived by the Calvin Austin from Boston
yesterday morning and was taken to
S. T. Golding’s livery stable ofi Frin-
cess street. The vehicle, which 1s a
handsome one, was manufactured In
New York.

Several city physicians inspacted the
ambulance yesterday and Doctor Walk-
er stated that it was the best he had
seen anywhere, The price was $700, but
the city consider they have made an
excellent bargain.

Following is a description of ‘he new
ambulance:

It has “Warner” patent wheels, rub-
ber tired, fitted with dust proof axies,
with the “Collings” paient felt pad ofli-
ing device. The body, cutside, is rich-
ly painted maroon and ebony finish,
with word “Ambulance” lettered in
gold, on both sides, and over the driv-
er's seat. The body of the ambulance
is placed on full turn under gear, which
enables the driver to turn within a
narrow space, making it very useful
for wharves, etc, as it can be brought
close to the injured, obviating a long
carry. The springs are very resilient,
giving fullest possible ease to the In-
jured in transit to the hospital, or des-
tination. Two handsome  brass iamps
are fitted on the outside, in addition to
the surgeon’s lamp on the inside, which
through a specially placed glass panel
throws light on the patlent.

The inside is finished {n natural
wood, and is fitted with splint rack,
sliding bed, self supporting when ex-
tended, and flexible stretcher with
poles.

The sides and front are padded. The
division front is fitted with glass to
raise, and the surgeon can talk to the
driver through a specially fitted speak-
ing .tube. Adjustable plate glass win-
dows. also fitted with curtains, adapt
the ambulance to various seasons of
the year. The ambulance is leather
trimmed on surgeon’'s and driver's
seats and on sides. It is so arranged
that all parts can easily receive the
necessary sanitary cleaning or disin-
fecting.

The weight of the ambulance has
been kept down to within 1,000 pounds.
It has shafts for single horse, and pole
in addition for two horses, also brass
striking gong easily operated by the
driver. The whole ambulance follows
the New York hospital style, adapted
in weight, etc. to this city’s hills. It
presents a handsome appearance, and
with its rich painting and brass mount-
ing is complimentary to the city’s outfit
in the fire department.

The ambulance was imported through
Estey & Co., selling agents for Stude-
baker Bros., the makers.
