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SERMON.

Rev. P. G. Sears on Christ's Idea Q%

Salvation,

o 5

i 77 1 (Broklyn Eagle.)

In the Church of Holy Trinity, Clin-
ton and Montague streets, yesterday
morning the preacher was the Rev.
Peoter G. Sears, rector of St. Paul's
Church, Meridian, Miss. Although the
sermon was a brief one, preceded by
short morning prayer, the discourse
was well wrought out, strong and con-
vincing in its reasoning and delivered
in an eloquent manner, in full, round
voice. The theme might be termed
“Christ’s Idea of Salvation.”

Mr. Sears emphasized the thought
that the old idea of salvation as an es-
cape from 'the wrath of an angry God,
the anger dating back to the beginning
of all time, was now being, and should
be, relegated to its place among the
theoldkical drift of a past time.

The true idea of salvation was that
which Christ came to bring, the lifting
of man physically, intellectually and
spiritually, placing him in the realm
where he belongs, that of a child of
where hebelongs, that of a child of
God, the son of a loving Father, and
that Father is ready to treat all men
as children and give them a place in
His kingdom. 3

Mr. Sears took his text from St. John
x:10 , part of the verse: “I am come
that they might have life, and that’
they might have it more abundantly.”
Mr. Sears said substantially:

“Of the only ultimate purpose of our
Lord’s mission on the earth, of His
true purpose, there can be no sort of
question. ‘God so loved the world that
He gave His only begotten son, that
whosoever believed in Him shoulll not
perish but have everlasting life.’ ‘For
God sent not His son into the world
to condemn the world; but that the
world through fm might be saved.
Jesus Christ came to save sinners; to
seek and to save that which was lost.’
His purpose is clearly defined on every
page of the record, in every word He
uftered and in every work He brought
from the bgginning. He came not to
the saved man, but to the man in the
state of salvation. His purpose and
His ultimate;aim was the salvation of
human beingsi What is it we are to
understand by salvation?

“Because of the pain, suffering and
death in this world, man has con-
ceived God to be the great King, and
because of His infiinite character he
considers Him as a ruler outside of the
universe, apart from it, outside and
not in it in all its processes. The old,
old idea is that sometime in his his-
tory man offended God and that his
condition is one of sentence and con-
demnation and that salvation is his
deliverance from it. - The first man,
caled ‘Adam, for convenience sake per-
haps, was disobedient, disloyal to Gdd,
and so incurred the wrath and anger of
God, which expressed itself in the
utter corruption and total depravity of
his nature, so that he was constantly
tending toward evil and nothing but
evil, which changed the nature of his
teing, and the whole human race, man
born and unborn, brutal and diabolical,
was destined to be banished from all
communion and fellowship with God in
this world and to suffer misery and tor-
ment in the next.

“This is the thought of the West-
minster confession of faith in the doe-
trine of the total depravity of man. It
is no new voice. It is as old as that
which led Jonathan Edwards to say:
‘God holds you over the fire ready to
drop you in if you do not repent. You
are worthy of nothing else. His eyes
are pure, and in His eyes you are
as detestable as the most venomous
and hateful serpent is in yours.’ It
may be that such conceptions come to
us as the hollow echo of a bygone age,
that they are the result of base ideals,
but they cannot be eradicated from the
human mind by any quick process.
‘We cannot cut off the entail of such
an intellectual harvest, or the iresult
of planting weeds and vicious ' vines
instead of wheat and corn.

Mr. Sears went on to say that this
conception of salvation from the wrath
of God, had made it necessary for men
to strive for a change of relationship,
to seek through atonement an escape
from the old offended and indignant
attitude in which man believed God to
be, and yet there were millions of
Btruggling men and women tied down,
not knowing what was right, but in
an attitude of pleading with God to
take away His anger. Mr. Sears said
that with that thought uppermost in
the mind that Christ made he sacrifice
once for all men, that the Son of Man
represented the race of men, the old
fdea would be dismissed. Lying deep
down in the hearts of thousands of good
men and women there was the sure
and certain knowledge of Divine love
and compassion. Mr. Sears continued:

When you and I stop for a moment
and remove the theological and meta-
physical mist from our eyes, listen to
those words spokén as never man
spake, and think of His self-sacrifice
compassion. and God’'s limitless love
such a thought can never come into
our minds as to associate salvation
with the old idea, that men must seek
to be let off from the curse of God.
Man was made in the image of God,
and it is a glorious truth that God is
bound to man under the laws of
Fatherhood, and that He has pity,
sympathy, changeless and unending
love. We are not creatures of His
whom He is always mechanically op-
pofing. We are of spiritual genera-
tion and partake of a Father’'s spirit as
‘the children of men partake of the
spirit of their fathers. Man is the
child of God by creation, and he has
the right to lift his eyes, not to see an
offending God, but a  loving Father.
He has a right te expect His hand to
be over him, and to smite but.to lift
Him up, that he may know the - Way,
the Truth and the Life. - The Father
has a duty to the child, as the child
has to the Father. Christ inspires, en-
nobles, saves men and odes not expect
the hopeless and despairing to look for
some strange process of divine power
to let them off from future hell.

Mr, ‘Sears spoke of. the life of some
men, speaking of them  as hustling,
treading down others like ,hyenas,
crawling along, leading dried up, frag-
inentary lives, using life simply as a

'cOw, a calf and a sheep,
farmers have

A

conscience, rubbing out and blurring
out the image of’ God and making a
counterfeit of what God intended
should be a full man and said: = To
Save man from that was the object of
Christ’s coming, to glorify all that was
in him and thus glorify God.. When
you and I come to the conception of
life marked out by God for us, gradu-
ally, steadily, more and more enter
into Christ’s idea for us, become more
and more tripartite, physically, intel-
lectually and Spiritually developed,
Wwe._can fully realize the purpose for
which were created.

There is such a thing as physical
salvation, the divine ideal of a splen-
did bodily life, healthy muscles, the
body brought into subjection, insures
better life. With a sound body there
must naturally be a sound mind.
There is such a thing as a spiritual sal-
vation. There is such a thing as a
man having in this world spiritual pos-
sessions, and being thus possessed he
can look through the shadow and see
the substance, he can reach out and
touch vanished hands, see the faces of
those whom he has loved and lost
awhile, can come into close fellowship
with Godrand belfig pure in heart can
see God.

TRAIN HELD UP BY DOG.

Engineer Dare Not -Run Him Down
On a High Trestle.

A big black deg held up a train on
the river trestle near Rochester, N, Y.,
and caused not little embarrassment to
those who were watching the actions
of the canine.

The dog could easily have been run
down and killed by the engine, but the
engineer did not propose to take any
chances, so he allowed the dog to hold
up the train. Passengers on their way
up from the beach no doubt wondered
‘what the train stopped on the trestle
for, and why after it started it went
across the trestle at an unusually slow
rate of speed.

The dog started across the trestle
from the east'side. He was on a slow
trot, evidently being careful for fear
of tumbling. and falling between the
ties to the river below.

When the animal reached a point
about midway across, the train from
the beach, which arrives at the State
Street station about eight o’clock, pull-
ed on to the trestle from the east side,
and as it rapidly approached the dog

But When Time Was Galled
the Yankee Defender

>

Was a Mile or Two Ahead of Sir
Thomas Lipton’s Trailer—Sham-

rock Hl. in Four Trials Has Never

—

Shown Her Heels to the Other Boat

NEW YORK, Aug. 27—With the Re-
liance less than a third of a mile from
the finish and Shamrock III. hull
down on the horizon fully two miles
astern of the gallant defender, the
fourth race of the present series for
the America’s cup today was declared
off because of the expiration of the
time limit of five and one-half hours,
a8 happened on Thursday last. At-
though officially, it was no race, rhe
defeat administered to the challenger
was so ignominous that whatever lin-
gering hope remained in the breasts of
the friends of Sir Thomas’ boat van-
ished into thin air. The Reliance’s
victory was in every way more decis-
ive:than that of last Saturday. Out-
sailed, outpointed and outfooted, it
was a procession from start to finish.

The Herreshoff wonder beat
Shamrock hopelessly in the fifteen
miles of windward work, rounding the
outer mark twelve minutes and thirty
seconds ahead of her, a gaim in actual
time of 11 minutes and twenty-nine
seconds, and down the wind she stead-
ily increased her lead. The Reliance
of the day was not against Shamrock,
but the exciting struggle of Reliance
in the last half hour to reach the fin-
ish line before the regatta committee
fired the gun which should announce
the expiration of ‘the time limit. Had
the wind freshened twenty minutes
earlier than it did the cup series would
have ended today with threae straight
victories for the defender, ‘and Fife's
famous light weather boat would have
sailed back to Albian shores one ‘of
the most disastrously worsted challen-
gers in the history of the cup contests.

Fully as discouraging as the sailing
qualities displayed by the challenger
was the atrocious manner in which
she was handled. The Yankee skipper
not only outmanoeuvred his rival in
the spectacular battle for position at
the start, as he has done every time
they have met, but worse still for the
down-hearted suppo ‘tersof Shamrock,
Capt.  Wringe repeated his blunder of
Tuesday. He grossed the line in the
wake of Reliance: with a handicap of
61 of the precious seconds for which
Fife had sacrificed so much in sail
spread for time allowance. Both, it
is true, went over after the smoke of
the handicap gua but, where both are
handicapped it is cnly the sternmost
craft which actually suffers.

It was not a pleasant day on the
water and the observation fleet which
rut out to sea to witness the race, was
bhardly 'more than halt as large as on
the preceding days. There was a chill
in the atmosphere. Low, wet clouds
shut out the sky and the mist wreaths
on the sea made everything look ghost-
like and indistinct. The dark water
of the ocean was as smooth as a floor
and a light breeze of about four knots
blew out of the southeast. The ¢ourse
was laid 15 miles dead into the* wind
and return.

At the end ofthe” first hour Sham-
rock was beaten and the interest
waned. After rounding the floar for
the run home and setting big balloon-
ers, the wind, which had strengthened
to six or seven knots on the beat, died
down and the towering clouds of
canvas drifted lazily down an ocean
lane a mile wide between the two divi-
sions of the excursion, fleet
Even in the light air it
was  astonishing how ~ the  de-
ferder slipped through the placid
seas. With the gentle breeze distend-
ing the surface of her pure white sails
and her stern crowded with tars to
hold her head ‘up, she moved along
serenely, steadily widening until two
miles separated them. Half an hour
from home, when the spectators had
abandoned any idea that the finish
line could be reachel in time, the wind
suddenly freshened and the Reliance
czme bowling down at a merry clip.
But the wind had come too late and
when still a few hundred yards from
home the gun on the tug Navigator
boomed across the water.

-The excursion boats held on until
she crossed to give her a rousing wel-
come and then scampered for New
York.

Sir Thomas who heretofore has al-
ways followed his champion into the
Hook, sent his steam yacht, the Er-
in, ahead at full speed, as if to drown
out the memory of the inglorious
licking he got today.

The next race, which will be like the
one attempted today, fifteen miles to
leeward or windward and return, will
be sailed on Saturday. 5

SANDY HOOK, N. J., Aug. 27.—Both
boats came up ° quickly to the Hook
after the fallure to finish and took up
their anchorages. Mr. Thomas, speak-
ing of today’s affair, said:.

“I am willing to repeat what I safd
this morning. I still have hope, slight
though it is.

They con-
sider that the rggoiution which was
ultimately adeptdd after the fullest
discussion at the time, and which was
unanimously careled, distinctly indi-
cates the views of the conference.”
