Mr. Nosse, the Japanese consul gen­
eral, is a regular visitor to Parliament 
Hill, and never forgets to call at the 
jpress rooms, where he is a most wel­
come visitor. He is a full fledged type 
of the little brown men who are now 
making things warm for Russia. 
Genial, talkative, yet self-restrained, 
Mr. Nosse knows how to extract in­
formation from every possible source, 
and newspaper men who interview him 
14 discover that the tables ’ are be­
ing greatly turned and that it is the 
consul who is actually doing the in­
terviewing. He has made the personal 
acquaintance of every man in the gal­
lery worth knowing, and can call them 
all by name. He speaks English flu­
ently and clearly. He supplies the 
press blackboard with typewritten 
copies of his daily war news from the 
Japanese headquarters at Washington, 
sending them up by special messen­
ger as soon as received, and this' week 
added to the illustrated walls three 
large Japanese war cartoons and a 
splendid war map, with the names of 
the towns and rivers in both English 
and Japanese. Most consuls avoid 
newspaper men at the capital. Mr. 
Nosse fraternizes with them and is 
thereby enabled to give some bent in 
Japan’s favor to the comments sent 
out from here to the Canadian press. 
If Mr. Nosse can be taken as an aver­
age specimen of the Japanese race it 
Is no wonder that Russia has struck a 
hard problem in the present war.

Under date of May 23rd, R. A. Estey 
has issued a statement to the effect 
that he has thought it best to stop 
payment. Those whe have done busi­
ness with Mr. Estey deeply regret that 
he has been forced to take such a step, 
but they consider that under the cir­
cumstances the move was most judi­
cious.

R. A. Estey has been in the lumber­
ing business for quite a number of 
years, operating on the Tobique and 
Rockaway rivers. He has had large 
connections and was always consider­
ed a good business man. A short time 
ago Mr. Estey suffered from a stroke 
of paralysis, and since that time his 
general health has been such that he 
could not give to his business the per­
sonal attention formerly devoted to it. 
This, combined with the general de­
pression of the lumber market, has led 
to the present difficulty, and Mr. Estey 
has thought it best to call a meeting 
of his creditors now, rather than run 
the risk of having his affairs in a less 
satisfactory state later.

He has now 10,200,000 feet of logs, 
4,000,000 of which have been sold at 
$11 a thousand. The total value of the 
logs should come to at least $95,000. In 
addition to this, there are mill pro­
perties, and sixty or. seventy miles of 
timber limits, the whole being valued 
at about $15,000. This will give total 
assets of from $105,000 to $110,000, and 
the total liabilities are placed at $105,-
