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HER MAJESTY'S VIS TO Ci .
Her Mujesty and Prince Albert, attonded by
Lady Caunving and Loady Guinsworth, the Fnrl of |
Aberdeen, Mr. Anson, Col. Wylde, and Sir James
Clarke, embarked ut Woolwich, at quarter pust five
o'clock on Satarday afivruoon in the Victoria and |
Atbert yacht. which shortly afierwards steered away |
for the Beheldt ; the Porcupine and Black Lagle, fol- |
lowed in the wake of the Royal yucht, "I'he Light-
ning and Monkey steamers with the Royal carringes 1

on board, arrived at Antwerp on Suturday niorning,
Flie Royul squadron snchored in Sea Reach, ou
Saturday eveuning, and at fuur o'clock next morning
weighed anchor and proceéded to Antwerp, where
her Majesty arrived between live and six o'clock in
the evening. In all her Majesty's previous escur
sions sithur by sea or land, it has been remarked
that the weather has gencrally been most favoura-
ble; sueh, however, was not the case on the present
oceasion.
