The Grand Trunk has several hun-
dred thousand dollars invested in its
terminals hers, includ two grain
elevators with a total capacity of
3,000,000 bushels and it {8 known that
plans have recently beey made for an
immense. concrete grain bin to hold
a million bushels which can be used
with the predent elevators.

POLICE BAFFLED BY
INTENSITY OF STRUGGLE

Cars Are Wreckédl in All Sec-
tions of City and Many Are

* Injured---Company Hopeful
of Situation,

s

Philadelphia, Feb. 20.—~Rioting in
every section of this city followed the
attempt of the Philadelphia Rapid
Transit Company to operate its lines
here today.Passengers and crews were
driven from the cars by infuriated
mobs of strike sympathizers and in
nearly a score of instances the aban-
doned cars were burned or otherwise
destroyed. At nightfall every car was
withdrawn from service.

Stern measures were taken by the
police to quell the disorders and near-
ly five hundred persons were arrested
charged with inciting to riot. Two
women were hit by stray bullets and
:mlmy people were removed to hospi-
als,

Additional Police:

Mayor Reyburn tonl‘h't ordered Di-
rector of Police Clay to swear in 3,
000 additional policy and issue a pro-
clamation enforcing the riot act.

The executive committee of the cen-
tral labor union, at a meeting this af-
ternoon pledged both moral and fi-
nancial support to the striking car
men. They also decided to call a sym-
pathetic strike of every union in the
city in case the authorities put In ef-
fect their threat to operate the cars
with policemen and firemen.

During the morning hours, cars were
run on every line with little difficulty
in the mill districts of Kensington,
where carg were stoned by disorderly
mobs, At 11 o'clock the transit com-
pany officlals announced that cars
Wwere running on their regular Sunday
schedule.Shortly afterwards riots were
reported from scores of widely separ-
ated locaiittes. At 20th afhd Wharton
streets, in the southern section of the
city a mob of boys drove the conductor
and motorman from their posts and af-
ter the four women passengers had
left the car, set it on fire with waste
taken from a nearby freight car, The
following car was also stopped and
was being set on fire when a detach-
ment of police and a chemical engine
reached the scene, In this same see.
tion Mary Devlin, aged 16 years, was
shot in the leg when the police fired
their revolvers in aun effort to check
the mob.

Police Baffied.

In the usually qulet residential sec-
tion of West Philadelphia, mobs were
formed which for a time, baffled the
police. Iron bars and stones were
piled on the tracks and several cars
were wrecked.  Mounted police were
powerless to disperse the mobs here
and a fire hose was finally bronght in-
to play.

Contradictory statements are made
by the opposing forces as to the num-
ber of men on strike. The leaders of
the Amalgamated Assoclation of street
and electric rallway employes say that
6,200 of the 7,000 employes of the
transit company have left their cars.
The officlals of the company say that
3.000 of their employes are loyal and
that regular service will be resumed at
daybireak tomorrow.

The importation of 175 strike break-
ers from New York, led to an attack
on the barns and main offices of the
company at Highth and Dauphin Sts.
today. Windows were broken by
stones hurled by the mob which was
finally dispersed after 25 arrests had
been made, ¢

Those Injured.

The persons most seriously injured
in today’s rioting was 13-year-old Viola
Beayan, who was wounded in the ab-
domen by a stray bullet from a police-
man's revolver as she was stepping
from her home in North 13th street
while a mob was attacking five trol-
ley cars In front of the house.

George Feltsaup, a nurse In the
Friends Asylum, was also struck by a
stray bullet while hastening for a
train. His condition is not regarded
as critical.

The transit officials say that 297
cars were wrecked, two were com-
pletely burned and one was partially
burned by the mobg today. Two thou:
sand six hundred and eight car win-
dows were smashed. The officials of
the company charge that the rioting
was directed by union men and was
the result of a plot to intimidate the
loyal conductors and motormen. They
say that all their lines except those in
the northeastern sections of the city
where the rioting was the most sev-
ere, will be in operation tomorrow.

To Arbitrate.

The labor leaders say they will
force the company to arbitrate. They
charge that the company has for
months, by a serles of petty persecu-
tions, been endeavoring to force the
union to strike and finally by  dis-
charging a large number of union
men practically declared a lockout.

Wonderwul attention to detalls was
shown by those engaged in wrecking
and burning cars. Before the car was
burned at 26th and Wharton streets,
a freight car on a nearby siding was
forced across the street blocking the
possible arrival of fire engines. - The
pins were drawn from the cars
whels and every possible precaution
was taken to prevent the car from be-
ing moved after the torch had been
applied to the cotton waste with
which it had been filled,

C., counsel for the plaintiff. -Evidence
was brought out to show that the in-
vestments in Northwest lands were
properly authorized and agreed upon
by the board of directors, with the
concurrence of the representatives of
the Foresters, that Mr, Stevenson -vas
not opposed to these investments and
fully approved the Kamloops lunber
Company transaction; that Mr. Foster
made no objection to foregoing large
profits on account of Mr. Stevenson’s
dislike for even an appearance of imn-
propriety and that the calls made by
Mr. Foster for more funds were no
more than the ordinary ~alls for pay-
ments on stock of the trust eompany,
which was almost exclusively held by
the I. O. F. The valte of the invest-
ments made under Mr. Foster's direc-
tion was well illustratedd by the re-
sulting profits, as givea by Mr, Steven-
son,

SUDDEN DEATH
OF DR, DEAGON

St. Stephen, N. B, Feb. 20.—A sud:
den death that occurred in Milltown
this evening has cast a shadow of
gloom over the entire community. Dr.
J. M. Deacon, one of the best known
and beloved physicians on the river
passed away at his home in Milltown
almost without warning. On return-
ing last evening from his daily round
of calls, he complained of feeling un-
well. Today he did not leave his bed,
and while his wife was sitting beside
him, about five o'clock he had a sink-
ing spell and passed away before
brother physicians could be summoned
his death was attributed to heart
trouble.

Dr. Deacon was born in St, Stephen
about forty six years ago, a son of
the late Joseph D. Deacon, his mother
and one sister survive. His wife Is
a daughter of Ven. Archdeacon Newn-
ham, rector of Christ church, and sev-
en children also survive, the youngest
being a baby in arms. He graduated
from the University of Vermont in
1883 and for a time ‘practiced on
Grand Manan before establishing at
Milltown. Two years ago he opened
a private hospital at Milltown where
many difficult surgical cases have
been successfully treated. He was a
past president of the Provincial or-
ganization of physicians and a past
mayor of Milltown, the present chair-
man of the board of school trustees of
that town and a member of the Ma-
sonic and Pythian bodies.

In 1909 the amount received
from vendors was $9.628.7) while at
the close of the last fiscal year an in
veéntory of the books in the hands of
the department at Fredericton and the
vendors with ten per cent. deduction
from the latter was $17,659.65.

The figures quoted above showed
the deficit on handling the school
books under the government's poliey
had been just $530.30 in eighteen
months, and the matters had been
handled so carefully that the postage,
stationery, cartage, freight and salary
of the man in charge had all been
chrged up against thé-school book de-
partment. The books were bought at
the cheapest possible price and the
ten per cent. was added so that when
they got that back they had about the
net cost of the book.

Answering Mr. Robinson he sald
that the inventory price was practic
ally the cost of the books and there
was no allowance for interest

Answering Mr. Tweeddale he said
that the inventory was made up from
the regular returns forwarded to the
depatment by the vendors showing
the books on hand.

At the last session of the house the
member for Westmorland had criti
cised the government because the
French reader was not on the lst of
those being sold at greatly reduced
prices. “He had at that time cau-
tioned the hon. member not to pro
phesy but to wait and the govern
ment would work out its policy in re
gard to the school books so that all,
or practically all would be sold at the
reduced prices,

H,

At Same Price.

It would have béen better had the
hon. gentleman followed his advice
and he was glad to be able to say
that the French people were now able
to buy the readers at the same ro-
duction in ‘price that the English-
speaking people enjoyed.

He was sorry to hear such an as-
tonishing statement from the last
speaker as that the ordinary business
man’s loss on bad debts was ten or
fifteen per cent. It was well known
that the ordinary business man's loss
from that score was from one to two
per cent. The government expected
to meet with the same loss in the
handling of the school books through
vendors, but that loss would be creat-
ed by handling to the poor man the
school books for his children's use
at the lowest possible prices, and it
the opposition wished to criticige this
gvernment on that ground they were
welcome,

Regarding the St. John Valley Rall-
way the Opposition speaker had plac-
ed great stress on the fact that Mr.
F. B. Carvell must take a wonderful
interest in the subject and that was
why the Premier of Canada instead of
addressing his reply to the proposi
tion for the building of the road tc
the company or to this Government
or to the delegation which waited up-
on him at Ottawa, had sent it to th.s
Mr. Carvell to read at a political n «.»
ing.
