1 can give assurances also re-
garding the heavy artillery and smaill
arms. From the first of January to
the 15th of May, the production of
quick-firers was doubled. The curve
for the other essentials of the war is
equally encouraging. We are deter-
mined to pursue our enemies, whatever
arms they may employ.”

M. ‘Millerand paid homage to the
civil and military physicians, whose
devotion and patriotism had aided so
materially the organization of the san.
itary service, and added:

“‘None better than I know tife errors
and weaknesses, but we must not let
details blind our vision All our Allies
publicly recognize the excellence of
our military industries.
