large steamers have been sold at rid­
iculous prices. News has also reach­
ed London from Gibraltar to the ef­
fect tflat the American steamer Kana­
bec, of 2,474 tons gross, built at Jack­
sonville in 1919, had been sold for 
£ 1,070.
