Progress Thus Far Warrants Belief

of their time.

The concrete work was begun yesterday,
and within a few days the wood stave. sec-
tion will be commenced, as word has been
received that the wooden pipe was. ship-
ped from California some days ago. It
is expected that the wood stave work can
be put in in about forty or fifty days, if
the trench is opened fast enough,and from
present indications it will be.

About 300 men are at work, and yester-
day there were thirty-five teams actually
on the road hauling concrete and other
material to the scene of operations. The
Galicians have been found to be sober and
industrious workmen and are doing good
service. -During a heavy thunder storm
some days ago they were seen to climb
hurriedly out of the trenches and fall up-
on their knees in prayer. The heavenly
bombardment was harmless on this occa-
sion, but the devout foreigners were scared
and their first thought was of their de-
votions. The others were less devout or
less scared. They did not kneel.

The engineer feels satisfied that with reas-
onable luck from this time forward the
whole work will be completed by the end
of November. This means that the pres-
ent situation of affairs is highly satisfac-
tory.

1t was only about a year ago that Mr.
Barbour first came here to examine the
water supply problem. Once his plan was
accepted the whole scheme has gone
smoothly. Bids were called for_and ac-
cepted in a business-like fashiot’, and it
is now seen that the local contractors can
handle all of the work as well as any of
the other tenderers could have done. It
looks now as if the city would have a
plentiful supply of the purest water, with
a fine pressure for fire purposes, before
next winter.

cluster of professional and technical
schools, or with the British as a collec-
tion of colleges devoted to a liberal educa-
tion, we shall find that the university is
a factor in the state rivalling the church
in its power of moulding the national life.”

After pointing out the necessity which
compels a university to adapt itself to the
needs of the times or die, the lecturer
declared that it is folly to lament over the
disappearance of the obsolete or the en-
trance of the useful. Yet a greater ques-
tion arises: What are the important ele-
ments in that environment to which the
universities must conform?

“In the environment of man the achieve-
ments of industry, the trappings of wealth,
the gifts of nature sink into insignificance
beside those expressions of the human
spirit in literature, in art, in philosophy, in
those social, political and religious insti-
tutions, which are but the mind of man,
writ in forms which strike the eye and
satisfy the touch. An institution, devot-
ed to education—devoted to the develop-
ment of the mind of man—which ignores
these things and becomes engrossed in
what men have made, but forgets what
man has thought, felt, and been; which
thinks only of the toys and tools with
which men have played or wrought, but is
blind and deaf to the longings and the en-
deavors, the joys and the sorrows, the vis-
ions and the hopes of man, can never help
him towards perfection.”

But he added, the “truth of Humanism
does not- exclude but includes the truth
of Commercialism. There is a place and
a necessary place for each; but the place
of Commercialism is not the upper, but
the lower seat. The old antipathy to
overlooked the fact that science is

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Chatham, Mass, May 30—Light mouth winds;

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a product of the human spirit; that the
gifted mathematician, the patient chemist,
the imaginative geologist penetrate to that
inner reason which pervades the universe
of men and things no less than the poet,
the philosopher or the theologian. It is
not. Science that the later critio-assails,
but that tendency of men to prize only the
things of sense, the machinery of life, the
products of man which may be bought or
sold, bequeathed or stolen.”

As an illustration of the ways in which
a university may serve the state, the lec-
turer described the changes which had
taken place in the University of New
Brunswick within the last twenty years.
He contrasted the short and restricted
course of study of 1885 with the longer,
more varied and more serviceable courses
of 1905; the school methods and meagre
appliances of that time with the laboratory
equipment and university methods of to-

| day; the college of that time restricting

the scope of its work to preparation for
admission to the study of the learned pro-
fessions and the university of today of-
fering to both sexes equal privileges and a
preparation for an industrial career as well
as for success in a profession.

The leading characteristic of all these
changes is an increasing eagerness on the
part of the university to adapt itself as
fully as possible to the needs of the prov-
ince. The permanent embodiment of this
spirit is the School of Engineering, which
from small beginnings—a few lectures in
surveying, given in 1888—has developed
into a well attended and efficient school of
civil engineering.

Of the service, which the university is
rendering the province by providing tech-
nical education, the speaker spoke briefly,
urging, however, the great importance of
basing technical education on a strong and
sure scientific foundation. Power—power
to acquire new knowledge, power to apply
knowledge—is far more important than in-
formation, more important than a ready
gkill in the use of formulae or mere man-
ua} dexterity. The practice of the best
technical schools today seems to be mov-
ing away from what we may call shgp-
work and manual skill to the more thor-
ough study of the scientific basis.

But the greatest service which a uni-
versity can render a state is not assistance
in harnessing nature, not increase of power
in extracting wealth from soil, forest, fish-
ery or mine. In the words of Plato “‘if
we knew how to convert stones into gold,
the knowledge would bz of no value to us
unless’ we also know how to wuse the
gold.” The greatest service which a uni-
versity can render its people is by making
them better citizens—teaching them the
true meaning of life.

Reference was made to the development
of this tendency in our religious life, our
industrial, our commercial and in our po-
litical life.

Not 50 many years ago our public men
bewailed the corruption of the electorate.
Today the evil has spread from the con-
stituency to the legislature, from the
elector to the representative. A county-
side, alive with politicians, none too scrup-
ulous in their electioneering, is a sight
that pales in the presence of a legislature
whose lobbies are thronged with greedy
contractors,with insatiable promoters, seek-
ing oftener by foul means than by fair to
secure some valuable concession, some col-
ossal monopoly, some priceless privilege,
which our children and our children’s chil-
dren will fight and fight desperately to re-
cover but in vain.

The fact is patent and cannot be gain-
said. What is the remedy? Constitutional
tinkering, legislative enactments, adminis-
trative changes can afford no permanent
amelioration, unless there is in the hearts
of men a disposition to deal fairly and to
live uprightly.

Qur hope in a people lies in our educa-
tion—not our technical®education, not in
our acquirement of skill or-knowledge, but
in ‘our education o aracter.

From the uni ties must flow those
saving influe; hich must permeate the

body politj d make us just, as well as
strong, st as well as great, generous
as s bold. The universities receive

o uth at the most impressionable age,
en their minds are open to new ideals,
hen their impulses aré generous, when
their ambitions are noble.
The proceedings were brought to a close
by the singing of the mational anthem.

Prof. Clawson.

The address on behalf of the faculty was
delivered by Prof. Clawson, who spoke
for more than an hour and was listened
to with close attention. He paid eloquent
tribute to Sir Howard Douglas, founder of
Kings College, and also spoke highly of
members of the commission and the legis-
lature through whose efforts it was con-
verted into a. non-sectarian institution.
The professor commended the study of
Tatin and Greek and expressed the opin-
ion that steps should be taken by the uni-
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versity authorities to improve the study
of English literature.

He thought if the number of students
kept on increasing it would soon be mneces-
sary to establish.a chair of modern langu-
ages. He 'elieved steps should also be
taken toward a chair of chemistry and
more attention should be given to ‘the
study of modern history. !

The speaker regretted that the work of
the university was restricted by lack of
funds, and suggested that if it wes mot
possible to procure assistance from the
government the alumni should make every
effort to increase the endowment by sub-
scriptions.

The presentation of prizes and confer-
ring of degrees was mexf proceeded with.

Theodore R. McNally, of this city, the
winner of the Dauglas gold medal, read &
portion of his essay on Science and War,
and received the medal at the hands of
the lieutenant-governor.

The alumni gold medal was presented
by Dr. Murray MacLaren to Mise Edne
Bell, of Moncton, who read a portion of
her Latin essay.

The governor-general’s medal was
sented to Miss Alberta Roach, of St.
John; the Ketchum silver medal to Allan
R. Crookshank, of St. John; the Brydone-
Jack scholarship to David R. Cliff, and
the Montgomery Campbell prize to Miss
M. M. Winslow.

The degrees were then conferred by
Chancellor Harrison.

John E. Palmer.

John E. Palmer, of Hampstead, deliver-
ed the valedictory for the senior. i
and his effort was heartily applauded.
He alluded to the progress made by the
different college societies during the year
and urged undergraduates to maintain
the ancient customs and unwritten laws
of the institution. He_ expressed regret
at the retirement, during recent years,
of Professors MDavidson, Stockley and
Jack, and made rather a significant ob-
servation that other members of the
faculty, whose duty it was to procure
students, take little or no interest in the
work, but still remain.

He thought the establishment of aj large
residency would be the means of bringing
students into closer fellowship and there-
fore increase the efficiency of the institu-
tion. He made a strong appeal to the
local government to use a part of the sur-
plus of $16,000 in increasing the grant to
the college.

RUSSIA MAY ASK JAPAN
FOR AN ARMISTICE

steamer Daisben, of 700 toms, off Hokkai-
do, and placed a prize crew of thirteen
men on board, with orders to take the
vessel to port. By mistake the Russian
commander of the Daisben, headed for
Gensan (Korea), and met & Japanese
transport. The latter seeing the Russian
flag flying from the Daisben, attempted to
recapture the vessel, when the Japanese
captives on board the steamer, on seeing
their compatriots, attacked the prize crew,
recaptured the vessel and eventually took
her to Gensan. The Russian prize crew
have been taken captives to Sasebo.

Roosevelt Ready to Assist.

‘Washington, June 1—Russia will know
officially how ready this government is to
assist her in commencing peace mnegotia-
tions with Japan at the earliest possible
moment if Count Cassini, the Russian am-
bassador, carries out his intention of see-
ing the president tomorrow. For two days
the ambassador has planned calling at the
White House and would have asked for
an appointment this afternoon, but for the
fact that the president was engaged in
opening the Lewis & Clark exposition.
The ambassador said tonight that he hoped
to make an appointment for tomorrow.

The whole situation was thoroughly dis-
oussed in an informal way by Count Cas-
sini with his personal friend, the German
ambassador, who dined at the Russian em-
bassy tonight after having had a confer-
ence with the president early in the day.
Indicative of the importance of the two
conferences of the German ambassador
was'the statement of the Russian ambassa-
dor late tonight that he hoped to see the
president within the mnext twenty-four
haurs.

Meantime it can be stated on ‘the best
authority that the 'Washington govern-
ment it bidding its time, believing that

Russia must be given time fully to realize
the crushing character of her defeat,

First Steps Towards Peace.

Paris, June 2—Strong imfluences are be-
ing exerted between Paris and 8t. Peters-
burg towards securing the realization of
peace, hopes of which, for the first time
assumed definite form within the last few
deys.
