Wrestlers in the Ring _Evenly Matche
ed Champions—A ¢Draw?’’ is Des
clared. $ :
; PITTSBURG, Pa., Aug.lle
This aftefiioon & wrestling mateh “6f
the ‘catch as catch can” style, for a
purse of $1,000, between Michael Tuney,
an Irishman,.and Edmund Law,ex-Cham-
pion of England, took place in the the
woods, abont six miles from this city
on the Shaepsburg road. The men at.
tempted to wrestle at Friendship Grove,
about a week ago, but as there were
roughs of the very worst description
present, who cut ‘the ropes and - rushed
into.the ring and crowded about. the
men so that they were almost suffocated,
they had given up the thing for the
time. The referee notified the men to
keep in training, and fixed a day for the
renewal of the struggle.

A party numbering about fifty persons
left the city in carriages and reached the
spot selected at about three o’clock, and
in fifteen minntes afterward the princi-
pals were in the ring, stripped and ready
for work. Both men were in excellent
form, Tuney, especially, who was the
heaviest of the two, and whose muscles
on the back and arms stood out promi-
nently. Law was a sinewy, trim built
young fellow, was in fine condition and
supple as a ballet girl. John Grant, ‘the
referee, then addressed the men, saying
that &'~ er must not resort to any unfair
means to win; that there should be no
choking, biting or striking. The crowd
was also notified that the first man who
attempted to enter -the ring would be
shot, and from the wicked countenances
of the ring keepers none were disposed
to try the experiment. There was con-
siderable exeitement attendini the bet-
ting at this - period, money being Jaid
evenly. Law was attended by Ralph
Wolfendale and Charley Mendiza, while
Dan Early and William Herring did the
honors for Mike.

At half past three o’clock the men
clinched, and in an instant a _desperate
strugg'e for the fall ensued, Law, who
was the most scientific man of the two,
trying the cross-buttock on Tuney, but it
was not a success; and in turn he was
shot off his feet, but fell on his elbow
and knces and remained there, despite
the efforts of the others to dislodge him.
There was no resting and no breathing
spell, but up they .came again, panting
for breath, and, with the sun sending his
fierce vays down on their overheated
bodies, they clinched again and struggled
for the fall, each grinding his teeth in
vexation and rage at the failure of each
other’s efforts to secure a fall. After
wrestling for three quarters of an hour
without a fall on either side the men
asked for water to quench their thirst,
but this was refused by the referee, who
would not allow a drop. of anything to
either of the combatants.

Law at this period was bleeding from
a wonad on his eye, and the blood was
running from his breast irom the deep
sératches in his neck, while his oppon-
ent’s knees were as raw as beefsteak.
They had been wrestling now for one
hour, and inthe judgment of the erowd
the men were so evenly matched that a
fall “com either was hardly possible.Their
bod'es, legs, and arms were wet with
perspiration, and a good hold was out of
the question. = They kept at it, however,
and savagely, too, for another twenty-
five minutes, when the backers of the
men eame to the conclusion that it was
no use to continue the struggle, so they
called a draw. Law, on the termination
of the contest,said that in fifteen matches
in England, all of which he won, he never
encountered a person who stood up be-
fore him like Tuney. The crowd, which
was of a bad stripe, was comparatively
orderly, and returned to- the city quietly
after dark.
