The gold mines of California and
Australia are of no acconnt, as producers
of money, compared with the Congress
of the United States and the printing
presses ‘of the Treasury Department.

Could
Congress refuse to remedy it? No; for
what do Congressimen get $5000 a year
but to remedy all the evils their consti-
tuents’ flesh is heir to? If money
should become scaree people might be-
gin to look after the amounts appropriat-
ed by ‘Congress—might, perhaps, hing
that Congressmen themselves were get-
ting too much—and so Congress con-
cluded that money should be scarce no
longer. Easier to conelude this than to
.achieve the conclusion? Not at all
Easy as winking. Arvethere not green-
back presses in the Treasury building?
Ave there not engincers and pressmen
ready and , waiting _for orders? Of
course, and all that is required is the
order to get up steam, place the plates
on the press, and go to work. “Let us
inflate,” said the House. Thanks,
don’t care if we do,” responds the
Senate. So the Iouse “otes toraise the
volume of legal tender, of greenbacks,
to fonr hundred million dollars, and the
Senate votes the same. The engines
snort. the presses revolve, and the
«“money” is made at great speed.
“Tlip, hip, hurrah! Congress forever!
Houp-lathere! Money for them illion!"
How easy it is made! How foolish
to allow the country to suffer forit when
a few chaldrons: of coal, a few tens of
bank-note paper, and the labor of a few

‘men a few days, produce all that is

needed! Money will no longer be searce,
speculation will once more be untram-
meled, and business men may inflate on

their own account in patriotic imitation |

of Congress. This 100,000,000 is no
sham money. no toy currency, but real
legal tender. The man who owes $190
can pay it with a one hundred
dollar note. The Government that is-
sues .it will not, to be sure, accept it
from the people to whom it is given!
It would be unreasonable to expect the
Governmenttodoso! Shall the treasury
o to the trouble of getling this money
ready, and issuing it to the people,
and then turn around and take it back
from the people? This would be absurd!
It is an insult for the people to offer
to return the money that has been
made to supply their wants! The Trea-
sury, therefore, accepts nothing but gold
for import duties, utterly refusing to
deprive the people of any portion of the
greenback boon conferred on them by
Act of Congress! Gold has gone up;

In the House of Commons, Friday, Mr.

Vetey, of Ottawa, be summoned to the
bar of the House to-morrow to give tes-
timony. Carried. He also moved that
Mr. Riel attend in his place to-morrow.

The question of Easter Holidays was
mentioned. The Premier said he would
%ndeavor to consult the desire of mem-

ers.

The Minister of Customs laid on the
table trade and navigation returus.

The House then adjourned.

LEGISLATURE OF NEW BRUNSWICK

FrEpERICTON, March 31— Afternoon.

The debate on the Crystal Glass Co’y.
bill was resumed. :

Mr: Maher thought the limited liabil-
ity clausc in this and other bills was a
means of many persons being losers. The
bill was agreed to. ’

Mr. Alward recommitted the simulta-
neous election bill, Mr. Palmer in the
chair. He referred to the objections
which are naturally raised against the
removal of old landmarks and referred

o o

't yihe old law of 1791, upon eleetions
tor the legislature, which were made to
continue over fiftcen days. In 1848 the
Liw was amended so that polling extend-
ed only over one day in each county as at
present. ‘By the proposed law the tur-
moil of attending these elections will be
shortened and considerably abated, and
he hoped the house would unanimously
agree to the bill. .

Hon. Mr. Crawtord opposed the bill
and said Mr. Alward had said nothing to
induce him to fayor it. The bill dil not
include Mr. Alward’s own constituency,
and he should like to hear better reasons
why such an important change should be
made. Ile claimed that it was muoch
better to allow the Sheriffs to bring on
clections when it was Dbest suited to
_their respective  Countics.. The writs
being issued reach Yerk, St. John and
the near Counties first, and the elections
are brought off and turmoil avoided by °
not having to wait for the time to elapse
necessary to bring off clections in dis-
trict Counties. It tak's aswvay the rights
of non-resident voters and allows taxa-
tion without representation. lle moved
the consideration of the bill to be post-
poned for thre¢ months. *

Mr. ’Leary favored the bill because it
would keep undue influences from being
brought to bear from outside Counties.

Mr. Lindsay opposed the bill and
thought no change was necessary. A man
should be allowed to vote on his property
wherever situated

Mr. Coram believed that the free hold-
ers of the Counties should be the judges
of their representatives who had property
in their Countics but would not care to
interfere in elections outside of his own
C(Iunty. e would therefore support the
bill.

Mr. Beckwith opposed the bill and
thought a man thu rizht to vote where-
ever he had sufficient property to entitle
him to the privilege. The objections
urged against the bill were merely senti-
mental. *

Mr. Nowlan thought it would be better
not to pass the bill this year although he
was rather in favor of it.

Mr. Irvine believed the bill was one of

the progressive measures of the age.
There was a time when property alone
was represented ; when it ruled the Coun-’
try; swhen-men, no matter héw intelli-
gent, were_not permitted, without pro-
perty, to edercise the franchise. Govern-
ments bring on clections in their strong-
holds to unduly influence electors in other
districts. The bill will tend to putity of
government, and he hoped this Govern-
ment would recognize the good principle
of the measure. ;
* Mr. Ryan opposed the passage of the
bill at present, unless-it was made not to
take effect beforc one year after its pass-
age.$

Me. Adams thought the reason given
by Mr. Alward for the passage of the til
were good. What was good for cne
County was good for the Province at
large. He believed the turmoil of elec-
tions would be abated by the bill. If the
argument is good that -a mgn who owus
property in two Couuties should vote in
both, then a man who has property in five
parishes in a County should have five
votes for one candidate. He would vote
for the bill.

Mr. Napier opposed the bill, because,
he said. it would cut down ‘his support
very considerably. P

Mr. Maher thought the bill should be
considered outside of auy raference to its
effect on individual members. He thought
the present system cut considerably into
the business and kept up the excitement.

The Attorney General said the question

was not one of very great importance.
Nearly all.hon. members had a desire to
tinker at the constitution, but he thought
vhey should not do so to too great an ex-
tent. Ile did notthink the present sys-
tem was to the advantage of the Govern-
ment, for sheriffs are left free to act, and
if they bring on elections in Counties
adverse to the Government first the ef-
fect is bad, for pegple say the Govern-
ment have failed where they expected
success. In St. John the Citv and
County elections are not, under this bill,
to come off on the same day, SO an ex-
ception is set up. Many persons take
great pleasure in voting out of the county
they reside in, and the privilege should not
be taken from them without better reaso! &
than had been adduced, though notfeel- -
ing very strong on either side, he could
not support the bill. He did not think
the rights of Government were at all in-
terlered with by the mover of the bill in
bringing his measure. If there was any-
thing in the argument in reference to one
county’s influence on another what would
be the weight of the results over the
whole Province thrown on St. John City,
in which the elections would be fixed by
law, to come on a,day behind all the rest
of the Province.
. Mr. Hanington said he thoughf tke
principle of the bill was “correet, he fa-
vored the principle of allowing residents
of the several counties to clect their own
representatives, though he could not say
he was wholly in favor of the bill. The
old system gave candidates a chance to
2o to all the polling places and become
acquainted with the people; and yet that
system had to give way to the present
one. If the hill is the correct thing this
House should pass it, dnd go to the
country on it for the pcople’s approval.

Mr. Robinson introduced a bill to estab-

Mr, Wedderbarn committed a bill, Mr,
Harrison in the Chair,to abolish tlLe Legis.
lative Council and to make other provi-
sions in view thereof. He agreed with
the Attorney General that the constitu-
tion should not be unnecessarily inter-
fered with, yet he thought .that when
Confedération became a fact the Upper
House should have bgen done away with.
The Council had not played a very im-
portant part in our Legislation of late,
their fanctions being exercised with but
a few exceptions in the mere crossing of
a T, or the dotting of an I, and the fact
that several vacancies have remained un-
filled for a long time, while important
Legislation has been effected is evidence
that importance commensurate with the
cost of that body.does not attach to it,
There had been a vacancy for York for
two Sessions, for Charlatte one Session,
practically for two Sessions for Northum-
berland, for King’s one Session, and for
Supbury two if not four Sessions.
During this time an Election Law, a
School Law, a Procedare Act, an’Attach-
ment Law, a Railway Subsiding Act, and
a law for the abolition of imprisonment
for debt, have been given to the
country, while Better Terms, the re-
adjustment of the debt of the Dominion o
Maritime Legislative Union, and this
present amendment to the Constitution
have engaged the attention of the House
and country, and ‘yet the Legislative
Council has not been called on in any of
these to be a check on the Lower House.
1t is fair to say that if the Legislative
Council did not exist measyres would be
more carefully considered in the Lower
House.
