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\fter this notice of the introduction of Methodism iato the
West Indies, Mr. Warrener relates his own appoiniment to
Antigua, and the first visit of Dr. Coke, in the ‘ollowing termis :
“In the year 1783, I told Mr. Wesley that I was at his and
the Lord’s disposal, to go to America, or wherever | might be *
wanted, ~ At tho Conference held in Bristol, the following
year, I was appointed to go to Antigua, as an assistant to Mr,
Baxter. My sppointment was the first that had been made by
the Methodist Conference to the West lodies. Dr. Coke wus
proceeding at that time_to Halifax, in Nova Scolia, and two
Missionaries, Messrs. Hammet and Clarke, with him, who
were intended for Newfoundland. The ship in which they
were about to snil being ready for sea, the Dustor proposed to
me that | should accompany them in it. It was his intention,
on our arrivalat Halifax, to take a vessel for the more southera
States of Americd ; and it was mine to embark in another
for the West Indits, We sailed from ‘Gravesend on the 24th
of September, and, in pursuing our voyage, we encountered,
for ten weeks, the most dreadful storms, All reluctance be-
ing overcome by the peril in which we then were, every one
on board rejoiced, when instead of persisting in our course,
our vessel bore away for the West Indies. While we strove
to make Halifax, the elements seemed to be in league against
us ; but no sooner had we put about for the West Indies, than
we seemed to ‘ride on the wings of the wind :* we were borne
rapidly along our new line of voyage, and soon made the island
of Antigua, where we all joytully landed on the morning of
Christmas-day.”

The following are, as nearly us can be ascertained, the
dates of the first Migsienary appointments, to the stations
now occupied by the Missionaries of the Wesleyan-Methodist
Connexion, acling under the direction of the British Confer-
ence.
