It happened, however, that the volume 
which contained them fell into the hands 
of a Germain by the name of Giebort, who 
had resided for many years in Uruguay, 
and who had seen the immense plains of 
central South America strewn with the rot- 
ting carcases of oxen, which the dealers in 
hides had discarded as refuse. He was at 
once struck with the feasibility of the pro- 
jeot evolved in the mind of the chomist, and 
in the spring of 1862 went to Munich to 
confer with the Liebig.

proper aliment for warm climates. But, 
above all, its cheapness will make it a bles- 
sing to the poorer masses of Europe.
