The Restigonghe
fisheries is the greatest source of revenue
the government, there being a large extent of
ungranted territory, the greater portion of
which is now leased. But there are on many
other rivers in the province a large amount
of ungranted fishing grounds where exists

- deavor to have these ungranted
fishing Wghts leased, especially on rivers
that are s yet comparatively unknown to
fishermen and tourists.

John, who has purchased a lease from the
mouth of the Savogle down. Thisis the
first lease that has been taken out on the
Miramichi. Mr Almon intends fishing here
this year with a number of his friends.

Every sum-
mer the club lets stretches of their fishing
rights to tourists, for which they receive
handsome prices Last year a number of
Oanadians, including Lady McDonald and
Judge Brooks, fished Mr. Leckie’s grounds;
and a large number of New York and other
American gentlemen spent the greater por-
tion of the fishing se son on Mr. Adams ter-
Yitory. Messrs Spurr and Kinnear also let
their grounds, so that altogether there is
now a large number of visitors

Fishing Annuslly on this River,
giving employment to a great many settlers
whom they employ as canoe men and boat-
men, and the most of their supplies are pur-
chased at Bathurst. Lesseea on this river,
a5 on all the other rivers, are compelled to
employ at least one guardian for the protec-
tion of the waters during the open season.

On Jacquet river Messrs. Cox and Sargent,
of Newcastle, have the lease of all the un-
granted fishing rights on the river. A good
mdny Americans fish on thisriver, obtaining
the right from these gentlemen. About a
mile below the mouth ot the Jacquetriver,
along the bay coast, Mr. Barkley has a large
hotel, very pleasantly located, which Mr.
Phair claims to be the finest watering place
in the province. This place is getting to
be a

Famous Summer Resori,
and last year the proprietor, during the
whole of the months of July and August,
had upwards of seventy guests, and had to
turn a number away,being unable to accom-
modate them. He has built a large addition
to his hotel this spring.

Mr. Phair states’ that there are several
other rivers in the vicinity of Bathurst on
which there are excellent salmon and trout
fishing, but most of the lands are granted.
The Tabusintac and big and little Tracadie
are celebrated for their trout fishing and are
visited by & good many tourists. There is
cogsiderable ungranted lands on these rivers
{}hich no leases have been taken out yet,

1 the ungranted fishing rights on these
rivers are visited annually by the fishery
comfissioner, Mr. Phair, whose duty it is to
appoint guardians and to look after the pro-
tection of the rivers. He generally spends
about two months during the fishing season
on theserivers. He intends this summer
after his return from the north to take an
extended tour on the waters, which have
hith sbeen mostly uncared for, on the
Mira¥%hi and its branches.

Besides the rivers above mentioned there is
now g
river both on the granted and ungranted
lands. A good many of the American
tourists go up the Tobique river and portage
to the Nepisiguit and the Upsalquitch lakes.

On the Green, Orand and Madawaska
rivers and the numerous lakes in their vicin-
ity there is, as is well known, good trout
fishing and large number of tourists find their
way to these rivers every summer.

In the southern part of the province are
also some good fishing waters. Three years
ago there was no salmon caught in the St.
Croix river, but the headwaters of this river
and the lakes in the vicinity have now be-
come a fayorite fishing ground, the salmon
fry having been placed in the waters by the
State of Maine. TLe New Brunswick railway
company are appreciating the advantages to
be derived from such alarge influx of tourists
in the province and are having the lakes and
waters aloug their line carefully looked
after. In many of the lakes, such as the
Magaguadavic and Oromocto lakes, the com-
pany have had what is known as land locked
salmon placed in them. On Skiff lake and
North lake are excellent trout fishing, and a
fish breeding establishment is now talked of
for the former lake, which lake is at present
under lease by an English gentleman.

New Mode of Planting Potatoes.
To the Editor of Tie GrLeaxer:’
Sir:—A novel mode of raising potatoes
without plowing or harrowing the ground,
and also without hoeing or digging, is to
drop the seed upon sod land in the ordinary
manner, in hillg, drills, or broadeast, then
cover with straw, bay, or straw manure,
or rubbish of any kind that is found about
the barns of most farmers at this season of
the year. Cover sufficiently deep to kill the
grass that it may rot and impart heat to the
potato, which had beiter be planted whole
if not too large. The benefit 1o be derived
from this mode of planting is a saving of
labor—killing the =od, especially if it
is couchey, and rendering it easy to
plow the next season, when the cover-
ing of straw or rubbish is sufficiently
rotten to be plowed in as a coat of manure.
The harvesting is done with a rake, and the
crop will be as clean as if washed. Try it,
farmers, on & small scale and report to
Tue GLEANER next autumn.
