An amount of $22.,00 to bde used for wages for road work
done on the Pasqua Reserve last summer. With respect

to this expenditure for road work I have asked Mr. Booth
to forward a vouoher to you and this is forthooming.

An amount$ of 950,00 was requested by the Hand to be held at the
Agency Office for use by the Chief and Couneillors of the Band,
I have deleted this because I feel that they oan do without this,

The tosal expenditure requested, thevefor is about $160,00, I
would recommend that this bde lpprovod.
