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DEFENCE. MR. CHAMBERLAIN said that the Principal
Delegates would within the n&xt day or two have to 
deal with the (Question of Defence. He asked if it 
would he acceptable to the Principal Delegates if he 
were to circulate draft paragraphs as a basis for 
discussion. If so, they would be drawn up on the 
same general model as those for Foreign Affairs.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN1S proposal was accepted.
