J., the priest who
has had London Society on tbe rack
for sometime past :

A fiery-tongued speaker is Father
Bernard Vaughan, of London, and so
ciety breathes more easily since the
conclusion of his series of Lenten ser-
mons which were delivered im the
Farm Street Chapel during February
and March. His general subject ' The
Sins of Society as Gauged by the Pas-
aion of Obrist,’”” gave scope for the
most scathing denunciation of the
London fashionable world, which yet
took ite castigation in eager spirit and
packed the church for every germon.
The genera! trend of his addresses
may be seen in the topics of two of
them : ** The Worship of Caesarism’’ and
«Phe Sin of Herod and the Disgrace of
Modern Society.”” In the course of his
gsermon upon the first-named topie, in
directing attention to the character of
Pilate, Father Vaughan exclaimed,
¢ Behold here a great character and a
great position utterly undone and ruined
by that fatal element called compromise.
Pilate was pre-eminently the man of
lost opportunities. His mistake was
asking the people to make their choice
between Jesus the innocent and Barab-
bas the murderer. That step lost him
all his self respect, and left him practi-
cally as much at the meroy of the mob
of Jews as loss of self-respect in any
man in society leaves him at the mercy
of the mob of his own passions.”’

In one sermon Father Vaughan made
aome scathing remarks concerning *‘cat
and dog worship,” as he called it, and
was oriticized by many persons 2nd
newspapers for exaggeration. Before
his next sermon, accordingly, he de
livered himself of the following vehe
ment rotort :

 Many correspondents have told me
that what I sald in previous sermons
about cat and dog worship among
silly women is not true. I therelore
refor them to the servants who have to
stay up half the night petting and
nursing these littlo beasts ; to the
aooks who bave to cater for them ; to
the veterinary surgeons who have to
take care of their diseases ; to the
andertakers who have to furnish their
funerals.

¢ It this is not enough, let them go
%o the printers who issue meworial no
tices edged in deep black, inviting
{riends to a memorial service in the
drawing-room, with the notification that
it is not to say ‘adien,’ but ‘au revoir’
—whatover that means. I suppose it
means that they are all going to the
dogs.

“] have no patience with these
people who ought to be dardling chil-
dren in their laps and nursing their
little ones instead of scandalizing every
geotion of the community by pouring
out their 1ove upon these creatures that
are not meant to be treated as their
own offspring.

“ Fie upon them, and upon those who
encourage them ! [ have seen a lot of
trashy garbage—I cannot call it litera
ture—on this subject of the intelligence
f dogs and of cats. Why do not they
go on to rats and wice ? If one animal
has a right, all others equally have
it.”

Father gave a short. eloguent
address to the children, rejoicing with them on
the great happiness they were about to enjoy,
and reminding them of the duty of consecraiing
their hearte to the love and service of thelr
Creator. He placed before them the advan
vages of frequent union with our divine Lord
in this holy sacrament, and ur od them always
to prepare for it8 reception a8 *arvently as if it
were their first Communion or their last, The
first Communicants then spproached within
the sanctuary and received the most Blessed
Sacrament.
Ab 9.30 o'clock the Grand Pontifical High
Mass was celebrated by His Lordship, Right
Rey, F. P. McEvay, D. D, Bishop of London.
The Bishop, with the assisting and visitant
clergy, entered the chapel proceesionally, pre-
ceded by the cross bearer and acolytes, and
after ascending the throne, proceeded to as-
sume the full pontifical vestments. The clergy

The daughters of
St. Angela have continued for more than four
hurdred years the work 8o humbly begun in
Brescia, following these wonderful counsels
which the dying saint “proclaimed to her
religious sisters and which breathe most elo
quently of the wisdom of God. Thne reverend
spenker alluded to those heroic pioneers of the
Ursulines in America, the little band at Que
bee, brought out by venerable Mary of the
Incarnation. the first nuns to labor among the
savages in the wilds of the new world, He
spoke from his personal experiency during
many years of the grand work accomplished
by the Ursuline Sisters of the Pines, He told
of the poverty and difficulties under which
the house was founded forty-six years ago,
and of the early struggles through which it
had passed Other orders of religious men
and women have come to . hatham, remained
for a time and then withdrawn. Not so the
Ursulines, They have perscvered through
every discouragement overcome every ob-
stacle, and happlly brought thelr institution
to its preaent flourishing condlition All over
the Dominion and beyond its confines are 1o
bLe found noble, virtuous women. pupils of
the Pines. in whose souls have been implanted
that love of prayer, zeal for the glory of God
and spirit of charity towards the neighbor, t0

eminoently characteric of thel sainted
foundress of the order. In no other
school do the pupils bear away with

them more deep and lasting memories of the
good legsons imparted ; to no other school
do they turn in after lif2 with more filial love
and devotion, The I Father dwelt with
emphasts upon the fperfection jof fthe educa
tion sfforded by the Academy, wherein heanrt

DISTRIBUTION OF LEGISLATIVE
GRANT.

RURAL PUBLIC AND SEPARATE SCHOOLS,

The L>gislative grant tor vhe rural, Public
and Separate schools in the organized coun-
ties will be apportioned this year on the basis
of the salariea paid the teachers, the valae of
the equipment,the character of the accommoda.
tions, the grade of the teachers' professional
certificate, and the amount of the assessments.
Formerly the grant was distributed according
to the average attendance, and will for the
present, be distributed in that way among the
urban schools,

The grants to rural Separate schools will
hereafter be pald in & lump sum to the couniy
treacurers, aud by them to the trustees on the
warrant of the Separate school insp:ctors con
corned.

The grants to rural Separate schools will
hereafier be paid in two instalments. one some
time after Auguat lst, the other some time
after Dao, 1av The (i's% stalment, and the
chief part of the grani, will b>m ado up a8 fol-
lowsa: firat, a fix «d grant where the average
see ion assess nent of the township is less than
$50 000 this amount of grant is graduated from
$20 (0 £30 according to the assessment ; second,
10 per cent. of the excess of the teacher’s salary
over a given sum with corresponding provis
jons in the case of assistany teachers, Third,
an additional grant of $20 when the teacher
holds a professional second class or first class
certifioate.

In the large sections, that ia those having
assesaments of over $60000 the grant on ac
count of teacher’s salury will by 40 per cent of
the exoosg amou
to 3600; In tho 8 o o in
which the assessment is less than @30 000 the
grant on account of teacher's salary will be
10 per cent of the excess amount of galary over
€150 Teacher in this paragraph 1s used with
the meaning of principal teacher ; in schools
having one or more assistant teachers a grant
is given on salaries of assistants, the details
differing slightly from that given ave.

The accond instalment of the Lgislative
wrant will be paid somotime after Doc. 18t and
will be apportioned on the value cf the equip-
meont and character of the accommodation,
§60,000 of the general Logislative grant will be
apportioned on the value of the equipmeont
and the character of the accommodation This
will be divided amoag the diftarent inspector
ales in proportion to the number of teachers
in the rural schools of each. Kach county
shall add at least the equivalent of tho L gis-
lative grant ; out of the combined Logisl aive
and county grants each achool will receive
10 per ¢ont of the approved value of its equip-
ment up to & specificd maximum and & grant
on the character of accommodation uos to a
gp-oified maximum. To put the method of
distributing this part of Lhe grant in other
words ; $30,000 will be divided by the total

CHILDREN FOR ADOPTION.

Toronto, June 3, 1907,
Editor CaTHOLIC RECORD :

Sir—Ingave me great pleasure to read the
editorial in last week’s issue of your paper on
the placing out of young children I have been
trying lately, in a modest way, to asslst in
finding homes for some young children now in
our Catholic orphanages. It must be confessed
that the applications for children under four
yeare of age are not numerous, but if thia move-
ment were to have the approval of she clergy
generally; if it were made known that it is the
policy of those in charge of the orphanages to
place all children, no matter how young so
soon a8 good homes can be obtained for them
and if the laity will co-operate and give them
encouragement, I feel that a greater number
of applications can be recelved.

In-
stances have been met with where the amount
of time spent atschool by the child was counted
a8 & 1038 to the guardian. On the other hand,
it would be difficult to suggest a motive for the
adoption of a baby, one, two or three years of
age other than pure love for the child. There
are childless Catholic homas In Oatario that
would be the be.ter of a busy footed, prattling
babe. anc thore are babes in our orphanages
who would ba the better of homes where they
could be mothered and loved, not because of
charity, but for their individual selves,

There is one obstacle in the way of the free
placement that will bear a little discussion.

orphanages may exercise over the children
placed in their charge. Some pecple who
place their fchildren in orphanges are of the
opinion that these institutions are for their
spoecial benefit, that they may shirk ‘he obliga.
tion of caring for their children duriog the
years that they will be a burden, and can claim
them when they have arrived at an age to be
of service. Many good foster-homes have been
spolled because of this indefiniteness I speak
of. Children who have been left in institutions
tor some years and not only has nothing been
contributed toward their maintenance, but the
parents have not called to see thelr children for
two and three years, yet after the children are
placed in foster homes the parents suddecly
appear and make a demand for them, and in

Fogtunately instances of this
are not many and would
tound f equently among the very young
children. However It wou'd be well to try to
have the law amended 20 that this particular
abuse could be lessened. In the roeantime,
sir, I h pe your words may bear good fruit and
that there may be more children placed from
the orphanges and more homes cpened to re-
cieve them.
