THE EARLY BRITISH CHURCH,
‘SEmmvrceey

In our last issue we bad oecaston to
point out the gross fakifications of history

#hich was lately dellyered by Rev, H. D
Steele, of Goderich, on the “Early British
Church.” We would not deem {t neces-
“ary to continue s review of this lecture
it merely this gentleman were concerned ;
but it has become so common with the
Church of Eogland clergy to mis state the
character of the Chureh in Eoglaud, before
the Reformation, that we deem 1t useful
to our readers to put this matter in a
clear light, The fact that they who pre-
tend that the Church of Eogland is a con-
tinuous body dissgeee so wofully on s
polat of history which ought to be so
clear, as the important matter of subjec
tion to the Apostolic See of Rome, s of
itaolf sufficient proof that their pretensions
are futlle, We have seen that Me. Steele
places the date of the establishment of the
Pope’s supremacy in Eogland in the reign
of Jubn, Buhop Ooxe of Western Now
York, in & lecture delivered 4n Toronto,
in Fobruary last, gives to this event quite
& difforent date, asserting that “emphati-
cally, there never was a Roman Catholic
Charch in Eogland;” though James I. had
attempted to establish such.
Oa the other hand, the great body of
English Church writers do not hesitate to
acknowledge that the Pope's suptemacy
was recoguized by 8t, Augustine, and
cousequently by the Courch as established
by bim in Eogland. They are undoubt.
edly led to this ackuowledgment by the
undeniaole testimonies to this fact which
history affords.
The historian, Bishop John Bale, is
animated with peculiar spleen sgainst St,
Avugustine.

If he
bad done so, England wmight still be
worshipping Woden and Thor instead of
the one true God,
Noone can read Bede's accoust of
the faith established in England, and ex-
isting down to his time, A. D. 506 to
the Sih century, without seeing the con.
stant dependence of the English church
upon the Pope. From a Pope St.
Augustine derived his jurisdiction. Tt
was a Pope who conferred the Primacy
upon Justus, St. Augustine’s sucosssor,
and upon Honorious, the successor of
Justus. 1t wasa Pope who gave author-
ity to and conferred the pallium
upon Paulinus, Archbishop of the
Northern part of the kingdom
We shall quote the letters of the
Popes which makes this evident, Thus
Boniface V, writes to Justus ;: ““Wesend
you by the bearer of theze, the pall, and
we permit you to ordain bishops where
it shall be needful ., , , that by the
preaching of many Chiist's gospel may
be promulgated among all the nations
not yet converted,  You must, there
fore, endeavor, brother, with stailess
sincerity of soul, to preserve what you
bave received through favor of the
Apostolic See.” Similarly did Honorius
write to King Edwin: ©We sre
preparing gladly to grant im-
mediately those things which you
desired would be ordained by us for
your priests, . . , We have sent two
palls to the metropolitans Honorius and
Paulinue, with the intention that when
either of them shall be called from this
world to his Creator, the other may, by
this authority, substitute another bishop
in his place.” It is therefore clear that
not the iocal monarch, but the Supreme
Head of the Universal Church is Supreme
in all matters of religion,
Bede further informs us that as soon as
Augustine and his clergy were established
in Canterbury, they *“met and chanted
and celebrated Mass, and preached and
taptized” in the Church of St, Mantin’s,
which had been bailt by the Britons, The
modern Church of Eogland calls the Mass
“a blasphemous fable.” This is the term
used in the Book of Homilies, It appears,
therefore, that both in its faith and ecclesi
astical government, the ancient Charch of
the S:xons differed essentially from the
modern Church of England, and agreed
with the Cburch Catholic aud Romap., ~
Bat Me. Stecle avd some other Angli-
cans pretend that at lemst the British
Church which already existed in England,
and which had been driven by the Sixons
into Walee, was Independent of Rome, arcd
therefore Protestant. If thls were the case,
what profit would the modern English
Church derive from this? Isit enough,
to conetitute a pure and Protestant
Church of Christ, that it be separate
fromi Rome?  If such reasoning be cor-
rect, the Church of England should hail
wilh delight the Mormons, the Shakers,
the followers of Johanna Southcote, as
preachers of the pure gospel. Surely
there should be some similarity at lesst
between the doctrines of L Taglish
Caurch of to day, and those of the early
British Caurch, bsfore the latter be
claimed as predecessors of the modern
Estabiisument, and as forming links of
one chain which unites the Establish.
ment with the Apostles.  Now the fact
is the early British Church oftered mass,

pretended succession to St. Augustine,
the first Archbishop of Canterbury,
Their orders and mission, therefore, are
either entirely vain, or they are derived
only from the source whence Si, Augus.
tine derived his : that is to say, from the
Roman Pontift Gregory: and as they
never tire of proclaiming that the Roman
Pontiff has no jurisdiction in Eogland, it
follows from their own principles that
themselves have no jurisdiotion, which-
ever horn of the dilemma they choose.
Further, it can be proved by most
indubitable evidence that the early
British Church was in communion with,
snd acknowledged subjection to the See
of Rome, and thus was in communion
with the whole Ohristisn world,
There is no evidence whatsoever that
8 Ohristisn Church was established in
Britain before A. D. 179, Favciful
writers have claimed an earlier date, and
bave stated even that 8t Paul estab:
lished the Church there. St. Jerome
says St. Paul preached in the West, and
St. Clement that he preached to the
‘‘extreme of the setting,” that is, of the
8un, to terma tes dusess: an expression
signifying no more than what St. Jerome
asserts. All this is & poor basis for the
elaborate defenders of a Pauline British
Church,
Now Bede informs us that during the
Pootiticate of Eleutherius, that is, be-
tween 179 and 194, Lucius, King of the
Britons, wrote to Eleutherius “entreat.
ing that by his command he might
be made a Christian,” and that “he
obtaned his pious request, and the
Britons kept pure and entire, in peace
and tranquility the faith they received
to the reiga of Diocletian, The Book of
Llandaft makes precisely the same
statement, and gives other details, viz.,
that Pope Eleutherius caused Eifan to be
ordained a Bishop, and Medwy a doctor,
tnd that by the Pope’s command (manda
tum) the ecclesiastical order was estab.
lished and Bishops were ordained.
Nennius relates the same facts, except
that the name Evaristus is found in
most copies instead of Eleutherius, This
is evidently an error, probably of the
copyiets, Some manuscripts of Nebonius
have Eleutherius, Gotoelinus also re
lates that the British Prelates in their
discussions with St, Augustine authorizad
their practices by the “authority of the
boly Pope Eleutherius their first
founder,”
We would extend this article to great
length were we to insert many of the
proofe of our position. Weshall therefore
coufine ourselves to one ‘more, St
Athanasiug testifies that among the bisbops
present at the Council of Sardica were
several British Prelates, At this council
the Pops is declared to bo the head, Osius
reprecented the Pope as President,
Rome is declared to be the See of Peter,
sud it is eaid to be “most proper that the
priests of the Lord of each province make
reference to thair hcad, that is, the S:e of
Peter.”
It is, therefore, cortain that the British
Church was, like the rest of the world, in
communion with, and subjsct to the Pope.
Communication with the Pope being dif.
ficalt, especially owing to the Saxon in.
vasion, it fs not wonderful that the
British Christians fell into & manner of
celebrating Esster on a day diffarent from
the rest of the Charch. This mere matter
of discipline and co-operation in the con.
version of the Saxons, were the chief points
of diffsrence between them and St
Auguetine. The fatility of the Anglican
claim that their church is in any way
linked with that of the ancient Britons fs
therefore evident and beyond denial,

The Rav. John Bapst, 8.J, died at
Mount Hope Rstreat, ten miles from
Beltimore, on Wednetday, 2od inst., and
was interred in the cemelery mnear the
Woodstock Jesuit's College, Maryland,
The Rev, Father’s death recalls to mind
an abominable cutrage of which he was
the victim thirty.five years ago.

teachers acceded to his wish, The school
committee, becoming aware of this, met,
and issued an order that all children at.

read the Bible in King James’ version,
The Catholics of the echool district, de-
termined not to submit to this outrsge,
brought the matter before the courts,
and obtained an injunction against the
tyranny of the school authorities, This
80 roused their fury and that of their
adherente, that a meeting of indignant
Frotestants was called, which passed
resolutions blaming Father Bapst for the
law-suit to which they were subjected;
and it was further resolved that *if the
said Bapst should be found again on the
soil of Eilsworth, he should be furnished
with a new suit of clothes such as could
not be found at the shop of any tailor,
and that thus apparelled he would be
presented with a free ticket to leave
Elleworth upon the first railroad opera-
tion that may go nto effect.” h
The two papers published in Ellsworth
published these resolutions with glee,
and added fuel to the flame by their
approbation.
