1. At time of initistion, a member
pays an sssessment in advance, and
thereafter be must pay the assessments
issued for the payment of the benefi
ciaries of deaths occurring after date of
said ipitiation,

He is not liable for the payment of
any sssesement issued for a death that
occurred prior to ssid date of his initia-
tion. s

2, It does not make apy difference
wiether you get n policy or not, your
heirs,or the person or persons mentioned
in your application, would receive the
amount of your beneficiary,

3. In regerd to Aesescments 4 and 5,
No. 4 was iseved for a death that occurred
March 2nd, 1889, and No 5 was iseued for
s desth thav occurred March 19th, All
members initiated pror to March 20d
s1e liable for the two Assessments.
Members initiated on or after Marcb 2.d
are not liable for No. 4 Assessment, but
are liable for No, 5 Acsesement if their
initiations took place prior to March
19th,

Of Sir Chnrles Russell’s great epsech
before the Special Commission the cable
reports gaye the merest outline, though
even therefrom it could be judged to be
8 masterly defence of the cause of the
accused Irish Natiooalists, Fuller re
ports have heen received by mail, end
these jastiy the statement which has
been freely made that it places the great
pleader in the catalogue of those who
have made the grandest contributions to
the literature ot the Euglish langusge,
The Loudon Standard, one ¢f the most
bitter among the Coercionist press, states
that it rauks with Burke’s world-re-
nowned atrack on Warren Hastings, and
Lord Broughsm's speech in the trial of
Qu=en Caroline, 3

The speech was not merely intended
for the judyes, or for the audience wio
listened to 1t within the narrow limits of
the room wherein the court was held. It
waa en appesl which the speaker koew
would reach the ears of the British pub-
lic It was not merely a defeces of
thoee Irish members of Parliament who
were falsely accused of complicity in
crimes the moust appalling, on tke
strength of letters which have been
sbown to be villainous forgeries ; it was a
vindicetion of Ireland in ter dewmand for
Home Rule, and an indictment of the
conzegutive Eoglish Governments which
for over 300 yeara have 1uled a generous
and liberty-loving peopie by means of
continuous and systematic oppresgion,

It was the first time thai {u the hesr
of Euglasd’s metropolis, Ircland had the
opporiucity of presenting her case fully
before the people of Euglard o all ife

Much time had ba:n eoneumed by the
Times in proviug that cutrsges have been
committed {n Ireland, Ia what country
have outreges ot besn ¢ wmitted then ?

Bug, it {8
arguol, the vutrages in Irelacd ave chicfly
agrarian,  Thev arise out of the harshuess
and ciaelly of the lJandloads snd the
msltreated tenauts trke revenge. Is it
sigolficative, theu, of a more criminal peo.
ple that some of them commit ourrages
and erimes upon terrble provocation,
than if they bhad done the eame in coid
bloed wivhout provocation, as has been
the csse 89 often fn London end though
out Eagland? Surely not. Tae differ-
cace between the two casea 13, therefore,
fufinftely lo favor of Ireland, Uader
euch circumotances, Ireland would deserve
sympathy rather than severe censure, even
if her crimes were largoly fn exces: of
those of England. A certain amount of
crime must be expected from any coun
try in the world, yet the whole people
must not be regarded as guilty of it, and
where the provocation 13 very great, we
onghs to be ready to coudone te the coun.

Sir Conrles bad In the vindication of
the cauce of Ireland a noble task, and
nobly be falfilled {r, Qomiug to the end
of his speech, he showed how the Irfsh
peasant serf of 1879, trembliog in the
pressnce of his laudlord and bailiff, bas
gloriouely becomo erect as the free citl-
zen of o free community, even though
bis freedow s not yet achiewid,
Todsy hope is strong and bary
ant in Irishk breasts Then they looked
upon the people of Eagland with
distrust if pot with hate ; now they hold
out the right haud of brotherly frlendsbip
to let bygonea be bygones. They are wili-
ing to bury forever the memory of per-
secution and past misery, He continued :

“My Lorde : I have come to an end. I
have epoken not merely as au advecate 3 I
bave epoken of the land of my birih, bat

Designed, prominently designed, to ruln
oue man, it has besn his vindication. In
openinyg this care I said we represented
the accased. I now cleim leave to eay the
positlous are reverced, We are tho,ac
cusers, Tne accased ere there, (Point
ing scornfully to M:. Walters and sfr
Maclonald of the Times.) But I hope
this inquliry, in its present scage and future
dsvelopments, will eerve even more than
the vizdication of individusls—that it will
remove painful misconcep'ions as to tha
character, aciions, motives and aims of
tce Irlsh peopls and of the leaders
of the L:ish peopie ; that it wili s:t earn
ost minde—and, thack God, there are
many enrvest and  honest minds
In this country—thicking for them
selves upon this question ; that it wili
remove grievons misconceptious and
hasten the day of true union and of real
reconc lation Setweea tha people of Ire
land and the peosle of Great Biitain, and
that with the advent of trus ualon and
reconciliation there will ba dispelied, and
dispelied forever, the eloud, the welghty
cloud, that has zested on the history of a
uchle man end cimmed the glory of a
mighty empire 1

The effcet was clecteleal, Many of the
auditors, a3 well as Sir Coarles himsalf,
gave vent to tbelr feelings with tesars
Eyen President Havren was 0 much
moved shat he ciuld woy spenk, but he
wiote iwmedistely to Sir Charles his
esrnest congratulationg,

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT ON THE
GRAND TRUNK.

TWENTY LIVE4 LOST AND MANY
FER<ONS WOUNDED.

Hemilton, Oot., April 28, —The limited
cXpress on the (Grand Truok Rallwey due
here &t 6:556 a. m, met with au accident
this morning whea about two mi'es west
of this cite, the result of which was fatal
to the lives of many people. Ths train
weas composed of au englve, two baggage
card, a smoking car, & Cuisago snd Grand
Trunk through paseenger cosch, a Wabash
coach, 8 Wagner fitst class coach, a Pull.
msn car and two Wroner sleeping cars, in
the order vamed Conductor Poole was
in charge of ths train, with J,
Watson, of London, engiae driver and
E, Caapman, of London, fireman. The
epgine jamped from the track asnd
plunged Leadlong fnto a water tark,
smashicg the tank into atoms, and turn-
ing the engine alwoat upeide down., The
baggags cars came directly afier the
enyine, and the first of these was pltcted
over the erglne aud thrown on the main
track, leaving its wheels behind it, The
other baggage car caught fi'e from the
eugine, and ine two were soon in flames,
The cosches followirg, with the exception
of the two Wagner cars in rear of the train,
were huddled togsther by the shock,
and eoon  cangh: fire from the
baggage  ear. The passcogers on
the wrein, who numbered over 150, many
of whom were asleep at the time, had &
terrible experience. The maj rity of
those ab.ard the train were enabled to
get ous of the coaches before the tire had
renched them, but in the confusion which
reigned it 13 not known how many victims
were left to the mercy of the flames,
pluned in by the materfal of tha wreck
and unable to extricats themselves, A
man nemad L 8. Guroey, of Brooklyn,
N, Y, bad his kead completely severed
from his body by & picce of flying dabrls,
snd another vamed Rudolph Edierer,
whoes address’ §s unkaows, was a'sy In
stantly killed

As goon as the engine rolled over, alter
strikirg the water tank, Euglneer Watson
tieman Chapman crasled cut from
underncath it, netther of them helvg muen
burt, Ao auxiliary train waes seut gut
from ths eity 1mmediately ou riesipt of
the news of the accideut, and the wrecked
pagsengers,  together  with  the  in
jured  who hal been yescuod and
wwo  killed, were { to  this
city, The two Waguner cars in the rcar
of the irain were vucoupled from the resy
eud were saved frem the flames. A Jarge
gaug of emyployes, uuder tho divec'ion of
John Hall Locomotive I'oreman, worked
urcensingly av the wreek, doivg their
Utost 1o quach the tire, Thed Meulty
of scouring water was mads very LroRr,
ORI to the tank beicg emashed, and
the fire held sway for maoy hours before

& thorough search could be made through
the debris, Up to five o'clock the

charred and burned remains of eighteen
victims had been exhumed from the
wreck. In no case was there sufficient
