CAP. I

AN ACT to amend “ An Act for Establishing
the Legal Value of certain British and other
Coins in this Colony.’

[Passed 10th April, 1858.]

HEREAS by an Act passed in the Nineteenth Ygar of the Preamiic.
Reign of Her Majesty, entitled “ An Act for Establishing the ™

Legal Value of certain British and other Coins in this Colony,” it is
declared to be necessary to Assay, atthe Royal Mint, certain Gold
Coins of the United States before the same shall pass current in this
Colony ; and it has been found inconvenient to carry out the said pro-
vision ; and it is necessary, for the immediate wants of the Trade of
this Tsland, to amend the said Act in this and other respects.

Be it therefore Enacted, by the Governor, Legislative Council and
Assembly, in Legislative Session convened, as follows :—

I. The Double Eagle of the United States coined after the First
day of July, in the Year One Thousand Eight Hundred and Thirty
Four, or which may be hereafter coined, containing Four Hundred
and Sixty Four Grains of Fine Gold, or Five Hundred and Sixteen
Grains of Standard Gold, shall pass and be a legal tender for Four
Pounds Eighteen Shillings and Six Pence currency; and the Eagle,
of the like coinage and proportionate weight and fineness, at the rate
of Two Pounds Nine Shillings and Three Pence currency; and the
Half Eagle, of the like coinage and proportionate weight and fineness.
