There is now a hydra-headed manage-
ment, each member of which is only a
quarter of a magpager. He must have
his special car, his own staff and all
the other appurtegances of a manager.
I don’t think the expense thus entail-
ed will be justified.

“If parliament had placed the Inter-
colonial Rallway in the hands of com-
mission, which was responsible to par-
liament, I would not have complained,

“but this matter }i1s not been a subject
#©f legislation. Not & pen stroke has
passed through parliament in regard to
this change. The Hon. Mr. " Graham
has simply r;ssl,; :«d a board of four
Managers whe FECRconld bave done,
and he is just as much responsible for
the whole policy and conduct of the
railway as ever he was.

“No doubt the board of management
is composed of good men, but [ main-
tain that the policy which they have
to carry out is & wrong one. You can’'t
suddenly make the water of Niagara
flow another way, and you can’t sud-
denly turn the Intercolonial into" &
Success from a strietly commercial
point of view. That is what the pres-
ent policy is now directed to doing,
and as a result cutting down is going
on all over the I. C. R. system. T don’t
think it is wise to discharge a man
here and a man there, for instance,
because perforce the railway can be
run without them, and neither do I
think it wise to cut down renewals
and repairs as is now being done. It
may make a big showing the first year,
but we shall have to pay dearly for it
later on.
