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Cold, Calm and Clear Days Show the
! Pupils at Their Best.
» Teaching children is not the easiest
t,r.mg in the world. It presents a prob-
lem complicated by many and diverse

beginning to be properly ‘appreciated.
One such is the influence or we-ther
conditions. :

_Investigation has' shown that the
state of the weather has a marked ef-
fect both on the children’s conduct
and on their mental and phs:g]cal pow-
ers. :

This was first clearly brought out a
few years ago by an Americin psy-
shologist, 'Professor BE. G. Dexter,
whose researches still are among the
most exhaustive and informing that
have been made in this novel field of
inquiry. :

Professor Dexter, studying condi-’
tions in the schkools of cities at sea
level, like New Yors, Boston and Phil-
adelphia, and of others at high alti-
tudes, found that in the former the pu-
pils were best behaved ¢n cold, calm
and clear days. Muggy Gays were pro-
ductive of the greatest unrvliness. A
marked tendency to misbehavieor was
also noted on hot days and on wirdy
ones. ’

In high altitude schools, such as
those of the city of Denver, where
mugginess is seldom in evidence,
windy days were found to have the
most disastrous effect on conduct.
Cold, calm and clear days were again
the days of best behavior.

With respect to working ability the
same results were observed. Both
mental and physical tasks were best
performed on cold, calim and clear
days. — H. Addington Bruce

Homemade Wire Solder.

Wire solder is made by punching
small holes from one thirty-second to
)ne-sixteenth of an inch in diameter
n the bottom of a sheet iron pan along
e side, holes to be one-half inch
wpart. Set the pan upon a flat plate
)t iron or a flat stone slab, pour in the
wlder and tip the pan so that solder
will flow through the holes, drawing
‘he pan along the slab fast enough to
eave trains of solder cooling in the
form of wires. This will require a few
irials to succeed well and make the
wire even.
