After The Great Freeze.

c k Howard, Florida.

The following account of the effect of 
the late disastrous freeze in Florida to 
the orange groves in particular, is not 
sent forth in any spirit of pessimism, 
nor with any thought of shaking the 
faith of any who im-y have indulged in 
the fascinating dream of some time be­
ing the proud possessor of a grove of 
golden apples. For. as demoralizing 
as the effects of the freeze have been to 
many, the man of philosophic mind re­
gards it simply as one of the many risks 
to be taken in agriculture, horticulture, 

my other pursuit, and consoles him­
self with the thought that as many years 
have passed since so great a destruction 

thin visited the state, a generation 
will likely come and go ere another 
freeze sweeps over this fair land. The 
freeze of December last caught the 
orange trees with little sap in them, 
thus killing only the tonderest twigs, 
which in i'self was not so damaging as 
the loss of the crop, except in the case 
of nursery stock, which was in many 
places cut to the ground. The fruit 
iterally froze on the trees and soon 

after, with the leaves, fell to the ground, 
in many places so . covering it that it 
formed a carpet of golden oranges, 
startlingly beautiful, but none the less 
sad to see. These oranges wore gather­
ed and thrown *into furrows drawn be* 
tween the trees, to seive as fertilizers. 
The grower felt hopful, notwithstanding 
his loss, sure that a month’s sunshine 
would clothe his trees with anew growth 
of foliage, and that the usual time for 
blooming would arrive. “Nipped in the 
bud” does not express the freeze of 
February. Now the trees were filled 
with sap, the growing season being 
farther r.dvanced, leaves were forming 
and buds swelling. Like a demon of 
death came the stroke that not -only de­
stroyed the tender leaves and blighted 
the prospect of fruit., but nearly killed 
t he goose that laid the golden Nay, 
in many cases did kill to the ground. 
The freeze was a grçat blow to the 
trucking industry throughout the south­
ern states. Early vegetables were gan* 
erally killed.

The Wonders of Wood Pulp.

In the United States in 1890, the pro­
duction of wood pulp was 97,000 tons. 
In 1894, it probably exceeded a million 
tons. In Germany it increased 60 per 
cent from ’90 to ’93. Norway exported 
about 200,000 tons in 1890, and over 
300,000 tons in 1894.

With regard to Canada, it if somewhat 
surprising to find the pulp-nmnufaclur- 
ing industry so far behind. As a suit­
able country for the production of the 
material Canada stands among the fore­
most in the world. It might be n great 
national industry. They possess cnor* 
mous forests of suitable wood. It seems 
almost incredible that paper manufactur­
ers of the United States should go up 
into Canada for large supplies of wood, 
manufacture it into paper, and then ex* 
port the paper into Canadian markets. 
The UnitedStates manufacturers exclud­
ing, perhaps, those of the New England 
States, are fully aware that to Canada 
they must look for their future supply of 
raw material. Canadians are certainly 
masters of the situation, and with the 
requisite enterprise and capital, they 
may yet become one of the largest pro­
ducers of pulp and paper in the world. 
It is to the interest of Canada to 
manufacture on a large scale both pulp 
and paper. It is satisfactory to lind that 
one or two Canadian firms have been 
enterprising enough to commence ex­
porting pulp to England, and have most 
successfully faced the competition with 
Scandinavia. The quality of this Cana­
dian pulp is of a very high standard and 
is certainly equal, if not superior, to any 
European make. The paper imported 
into Canada from the United Staton alone 
amounted in 1893 to $730,000.

Although wood pulp was originally in­
tended for the manufacture of paper, its 
adaptation for other purposes has gained 
a wide range. It has been successfully 
employed for the manufacture of all 
kinds of furniture, carriages, wheels, 
portmanteaus, kitchen utensils, barrels, 
waterpipes, floor coverings -and orna­
ments of every description. The libres 
are now being spun and woven into var­
ious garments, which for warmth and 
softness are almost equal to wool. Blank 
ets and rugs are made at about half the 
price of those of wool. Quite recently 
some beautiful specimens of artificial 
silk fabrics have been made from cellu­
lose fibres. At Hamburg a complete 
hotel has been built of wood pulp, and 
matches, bricks, doors ahd window sash­
es are now being made from this ma-

If British paper makers wish to retain 
this particular branch of the papermak­
ing industry, they will certainly have to 
take immediate steps and provide fur 
the future. If I might be here permit­
ted to make a suggestion, I would advise 
our makers of this class of paper to turn 
their attention to Newfoundland or Can­
ada, and there secure their future sup­
ply of raw material before it is too late. 
By selecting the most suitable localities 
they could manufacture their own pulp 
and supply their paper mills with * the 
raw material at- a very much lower price 
than they now pay.

D. article silk being small, it follows 
that the fibre will open out a large and 
profitable new field to manufacturers, 
affording encouragement to them in the 
production of an unlimited variety of 
both, choice and saleable novel tits in 
fabrics of almost every description

The intention wa» first to manufacture 
the raw material in England, but as a 
large quantity of alcohol ia consumed in 
its manufacture, and the tax on alcohol 
in England is almost prohibitory r.r 
manufacturing purpose», the company 
decided to establish the factory in a 
country whore spirits used foi tin' arts, 
science and manufacturing purposes nre 
untaxed.

Tim art ificial 
silk is thus forwarded in a raw state to 
England, and there manufactured into 
textile fabrics.—Scientific American.
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
