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of the old charges against the Conncil, 
and concludes by calling the majoritv 
of the Counci lors, (myself included, no 
doubt) outlaws and dynamiters. To 
prove his indictment he says he is com­
pelled to bring to light what he is pleas­
ed to call “ that unfortunate resolution.’’ 
For my part I am quite ready and will­
ing at a ,y time, to have that “ unfortu­
nate resolution" brought again and again 
to the light of day, and I will discuss it 
section by section with Professor Mc­
Curdy. But such is not part of his plan, 
as there are some stubborn facts in that 
(for him) unfortunate resolution, that 
be can't get over.

There is one charge in his former 
letter that he does uot dare to reiterate in 
his latter epistle, viz: that “the Curious 
Circumstances" of the introduction of 
that resolution was prol) bly owing to 
the internal necessities of the Council 
or to some other occult cause unknown 
to outsiders." Prof. McCurdy here evi­
dently wished to leave the false impres­
sion on the public mind that the resolu­
tion in question was framed and carried 
at the dicta1 ion of the rumsellers and in 
the interests of rum. I trust my letter 
of 14th inst. in the Advocate has dispel­
led any such impression. And now al­
low me to take a brief glance at the pro­
fessor’s latest epistle. He tries hard to 
make some capital out of the expression 
“ Scott Act and Dominion Liquor Li­
cense Law" In the first section, and “ the 
said Acts’’ in the succeeding sections. 
Well now, Messrs. Editors, when the 
ratepayers of this County permitted a 
minority of the electors to Impose the 
Scott Act alias C. T. Act on the people 
of this County in the supposed interests 
of Temperance, they bargained, I pre­
sume for a good prohibitory law; but 
the Scott Act had proved itself a con­
temptible failure, a miserable farce, and 
when weighed In the balance was found 
wanting, Well then, when the Liqutr 
License Law of 1883 was passed, some 
of its machinery (the famous Board of 
Commissioners and the much abused 
inspector) was introduced, imported, if 
you will, to help enforce or “ run" the 
Scott Act. Like the greedy nigger, they 
wanted a “little of bofe." They got a 
little of both, and for this little, this very 
very little, the taxpayers of this County 
have paid dearly, as they kuow to their 
cost. Well, this explains the use of 
the expressions “ Scott Act and License 
Law" and the “ Said Acts" and the 
“Scott Act etc.” I may say that the 
etcetera includes the machinery mention­
ed above. But Prof. McCurdy concludes 
that the Scott Act is the “ object of at­
tack,? and asks “ why strive for its re­
peal if its legality is doubtful?” Hold, 
good professor, and try to be straight­
forward. If I did not think the Scott 
Act legal would I ask for its repeal? 
Don’t yon know that resolution passed 
the Council January 2!)th, but that the 
decisions regarding the Scott Act were 
glveu at Frede icton on the 5th of Feb­
ruary instant? Ah, you arch hypocrite ! 
You say that I am “ grossly in error in 
stating that the Scott Act is of doubtful 
legality.’’ I said nothing of the kind, 
sir! I said that better men and better 
informed men than you have been and 
were (at the time of my writing) in 
doubt as to the legality of that Act. I 
referred to the judges of our Supreme 
Court, and surely ; our egotism will al­
low you to admit that there are better 
informed men than you, in law at least, 
on the “ Supreme Bench” of this Pro­
vince? And can you deny that there 
have been doubts, or that there were very 
recently, doubts as to the validity of the 
Scott Act? So doublftll, indeed, that 
the Gleaner was of opinion that the de­
cision of the Court “ was a severe blow 
to the value of the Scott Act as a piece 
of temperance legislation." Here is the 
abridgment of the decision referred to : 
“ Judge Palmer even went so far as to 
say that it (the License Act) authorized 
the granting of licenses to sell liquor by 
wholesale within Counties where the C. 
T Act is in force.” After pointing out 
the difference between the provisions of 
the two Acts he went on to say that be 
considered that the prov sions (in ques­
tion) of the latter Act (the License Act) 
have been substituted for those of the 
former Act (the C. T. 4ct,) and that 
therefore the convictions in cases under 
the C. T. Act are null and must be set 
aside.” Thisjwas my authority tor saying 
to Mr. Bill that the Courts had virtual­
ly repealed that Act."

The professor says “ again, the de­
cision of the Supreme Court of New- 
Brunswick was made apparently without 
reference to the decision of the Supreme 
Court of Canada," but Judge Wetmore 
la reported as having said that “ the de­
lay in deciding the liquor cases now be 
fore the Court was unavoidable, as the 
Court waited to learn what the Supreme 
Court of Canada would say touchlug the 
constitutionality of the License Act. 
Now, I referred Professor McCurdy to 
this decision of the N. B. Supreme Court 
to show him how the C. T. Act, the 
•• law of the County" was regarded by 
the judges ; to the decision of the Cana­
dian Supreme Court to show him how 
unconstitutional and impertinent are 
these intermeddlings with Provincial 
rights and local affairs; and to the 
Premier’s admissions, to show how that 
“ great Constitutional lawyer" views the 
situation. At any rate we should be glad 
to know that the Supreme Court of Ca­
nada has rebuked this impertinent in­
terference, and given some recognition 
to Provincial autonomy. Yes, in the 
words of Professor McCurdy, “ they 
have declared that wholesale licenses 
belong to the Dominion and retail aid 
tavern licenses to the Provincial legisla­
tures.” Not the licenses, but the author­
ity to regulate the licenses. Your sen­
tence cannot be “grammatically constru­
ed,” professor, but we understand you.

The professor goes on to say that 
though the second paragraph of my re­
solution cannot be “ construed gramma­
tically" the probable sense of it has al­
ready been well dealt with in Mr. Bill’s 
able letters.” Well as the grammar, I 
have only to say that the hasty substitu­
tion of the words “thereby depriving” 
for what should have read “ thereby de­
prived," destroying the sense; and ow­
ing, I presume, to an error of the type 
in the Advance office, the figures $2,500 
were magnified into $25,000; and I un­
derstand that Prof. McCurdy was mean 
and unmanly enough to take an unfair 
advantage of this error to ridicule the 
resolution before a Chatham audience. 
Fortunately he is known inChatham as an 
egotistical blatherskite, and all he says 
or does is taker cum grano salis. As to 
that “ interesting discussion,” I have 
only to say to these champions of 
“fudge,” “Come one, come all, come 
early;’ but as a certain king who, 
wearied with a tedious address read to 
him by the mayor of a certain city, and 
hearing an ass bray near by, exclaimed
* One at a time gentlemen if you please,’ 
so would I request them • one at a time 
if you please.’

The professor, after ranting about the
* want of intelligence of the * majority’ of 
the Councillors, finally compares the 
recent action of the Council and my ex­
planations thereon to the “ doctrines of 
all outlaws and law-breakers, from the­
oretical Communists up to actual dyna­
miters.’ There is an indictment, a 
most formidable indictment for you ! 
And so the poor old man has at last 
scented dynamite at the bottom of the 
whole transaction ! It is said that 
‘ much learning maketh a man mad,’ 
and I have beard that Professor McCurdy 
is a very learned man. It may be said, 
for my benefit, that ‘ a little learning is 
a dangerous thing.’ but I re ort that 
« where ignorance is bliss ’tis folly to be 
wise,’ for, whereas there is positive 
bliss in 1 ignorance,’ and only danger in a
* little learning,’ in much learning there 
is downright madness. This fact, taken 
with the professor’s belief that any sort 
oicriminal, from a 'theoreticalCommun­
ist to an actual dynamiter’ may be found 
among the Councillors, may have 
wrought injuriously on his ’extra-concil­
iar mind’ and unseated his reason. If 
such a catastrophe could possibly happen 
to the professor, I should never forgive 
myself for having introduced that dyna­
mite resolution. It is to be hoped that 
his extra-concilier mind will not wax

! any more extra-con-sillie’’ or extra-sillier 
■ or even sillier than it is at present.
