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POOR DOCUMENT

THE ABUSE OF ANÆSTHETICS.

It is open to doubt whether the pain 
alleviated and the surgical cures made 
possible by the aid of chloroform since 
its introduction some thirty years ago 
have not been exceeded by the iiyury 
done, both mentally and physically, by 
the too free use made of the compounds 
of that valuable ansesthetic. Medical 
men, it is true, show increased caution 
now in prescribing chloral and other forms 
of the same dangerous class of soporifics, 
even though the maladies of insomn'a 
and nervousness grow more and more rife 
in this age of overworked brain and keen 
life-struggle. But, unfortunately, the 
supposed means of relief can be obtained 
all too easily without medical interven­
tion. Not only do chemists supply them, 
but even grocers dispense the deadly 
draught in the guise of patent medicines 
as readily across their counters as if the 
bottle contained fish sauce. Every one 
can with ease recall numerous instances 
even within the past twelve months in 
which, sometimes through accident, 
sometimes through intention, the result 
has been death from an excessive dose of 
chloral.

There might possibly- be two ways of 
demonstrating the danger for the suffer­
ing and the temptation for the despair­
ing, namely, to impress the public mind 
with a full knowledge and conviction of 
the enormous risk incurred, and to fence 
round with every possible precaution the 
sale of these medicines. The first of 
these has, however, been again and again 
attempted, without any visible effect. 
Medical men, struck with consternation 
at the extent to which indulgence in 
these sedatives is carried, especially by 
women, have uttered strenuous warnings. 
They have declared that the insensibility 
produced is due to congestion of the 
brain and not to. sleep ; that on some 
constitutions the effects are cumulative, 
and in such cases a small dose may ul­
timately prove fatal, whilst with all the 
tendency is to increase depression and to 
weaken the mind. There is another re­
sult, less dwelt on perhaps than its value 
in checking a mischievous practice on 
the part of women might deserve— 
chloral if taken habitually produces an 
unhealthy condition of the skin on the 
face and shoulders.

With regard to increased care in its 
sale, a step in the right direction has just 
been taken in a kind of test case at Ham­
mersmith. A chemist has been fined for 
the sale of a patent solution of hydrate 
of chloral without labelling the bottles 
“poison.” One bottle of sleep-producer 
contained two hundred and sixty-tour 
grains of a drug, thirty-five grains of 
which have been known to cause death. 
According to the directions a teaspoon- 
fill was the proper dose, but teaspoons 
vary in size, and even an ordinary one 
half filled again might, it appears, have 
rendered the draught fatal. When, how­
ever, it is Borne in mind that it is the 
nervous, sleepless, or excited invalid who 
measures out the dose, the gravity of the 
risk becomes apparent—London Morn­
ing Post.

STAVING OFF A RUN.

In times of severe panic people have 
been known to refuse Bank of England 
notes and prefer local notes. In country 
districts of Scotland the old one-pound 
notes were greatly preferred to sover­
eigns. It is said that when there was a 
run upon the Bank of England in 1765 
the device was resorted to of paying the 
country people in shillings and sixpences. 
One acute Manchester firm painted all 
their premises profusely, and many 
dapper gentlemen were deterred from 
approaching the counter. A story is told 
of Cunliffe Brook’s bank. When there 
was an impetus and unreasoning rush for 
gold, Mr. Brook obtained a number of 
sacks of meal, opened them at the top, 
put a good thick layer of coin upon the 
contents, then placed them untied where 
the glittering coins would be manifest to 
all observers. One bank procured a 
number of people as confederates, to 
whom they paid gold, then slipped round 
again to a back door and refunded it, 
and thus the effect of a stage army was 
produced. At another bank the chief 
cashier himself examined every note 
with the most searching scrutiny, holding 
it up tp the light, testing the signature, 
and making believe that, on account of 
alarm as to forgery, there was need of the 
most scrupulous care. When he had 
completed his pretended examination, 
he handed the note to one of his subor­
dinates very deliberately, with, in slow 
and measured terms, “You may pay it.” 
Other plans were to pay the money very 
languidly, counting it twice over, so as to 
be sure the sum was right, and to give a 
sovereign short, so that the customer 
should complain, and the counting have 
to be done over again. At one bank 
peck measures inverted were placed in 
the windows facing the street, a pile of 
gold upon the top, after the manner of 
the fruit exposed to sale at street corners 
in the summer. At another the coin was 
heated in shovels over the fire in the 
parlor behind and handed out as “new 
at a temperature of 300 degrees Fahren­
heit. The clerk in charge, accomodating 
his phraselogy to the occasion, cried out 
loudly every half hour, “Now, Jim, do be 
gettin' on with them sovereigns : folks is 
waiting for their money.” “Coming, sir, 
coming,” was the ready reply, and the 
“folk” thought the power of production

boundless. It is always the simple- 
minded and the uninformed who con­
stitute on such occasions the chief 
portion of the throng, just as the people 
who go to extremes are the half-educated 
ones. The crowd were easily persuaded 
—the proof that all was right was burn­
ing their fingers__London Society.

Trouble in a Silver Mine—A few 
nights ago a well-organized effort was 
made to jump the Centennial mine, 
which came very near being a success, 
The parties who undertook to jump the 
mine were two Rocky Mountain polecats 
with a bad record. Almost as soon as 
they entered the tunnel from the east 
the men in the mine began to be sus­
picious that somebody with a bad breath 
was in the lower level. The suspicion 
grew until it assumed about the size of a 
bale of hay. It was resolved to drive out 
the intruders. M«y. Downey went down 
and threw a chunk of free milling quartz 
at the enemy. Then the Mtyor went 
back to the rest of the party to hold a 
consultation. The rest of the party didn’t 
seem so tickled to see him as he thought 
they ought to be. They shunned him 
and evaded him, and told him that his 
presence wasn’t agreeable under the cir­
cumstances. Although the mine is a 
very valuable one, it was almost decided 
at one time to abandon it to the jumpers. 
At last, however, everybody made a grand 
rush for the tunnel and demolished the 
enemy with long-handled shovels. Maj. 
Downey handed the above information 
into the office with a long pole. He also 
told a friend that he would go out of town 
this forenoon to a quiet spot beyond the 
graveyard and change his clothes. The 
Rocky Mountain polecat, before it is do­
mesticated, is not prized as a songster 
very much, but he has a way of making 
his presence felt wherever he goes, and 
even in death you cannot forget him.

TJHE PANAMA CANAL

Detroit. Mich., Feb. 9__Rev. R. Copp,
of Panama, one of Win. Taylor’s mission­
aries on the Isthmus, who is in the city 
for a few days, being interviewed in re­
gard to the progress being made by the 
DeLessep Canal Company, stated that 
his own opinion and that of intelligent 
residents at Panama, was to the effect 
that the project will be a success. Mil­
lions of dollars had already been expend­
ed, and the idea of abandoning it was not 
to be thought of. The preparatory work 
is being pushed forward with great 
rapidity. All along the line houses are 
being erected for employes, and a large 
hospital erected at each end of the fol­
lowing points : Colon, on the Pacific 
coast ; Gatun and Empire, at suitable 
points in the interior, and at Panama, on 
the Gulf of Mexico. The length of the 
canal will be 45 miles, two miles shorter 
than the railroad, the general course of 
which is followed. The nature of the 
obstacles to be overcome in cutting the 
canal was over-estimated by the engineers 
in the first place, who figured for flint 
rock cutting in all cases where examin­
ation showed was not practicable, whereas 
the amount of cutting of that kind is 
found to be comparatively insignificant. 
The obstacles have also been greatly ex­
aggerated.

An Arkansas Peculiarity__There is a
politeness,a kind of cordiality in Arkansas 
that you will not find in many other 
States. Now, “colonel ” is a title of 
politeness. In Little Rock when ‘Colonel’ 
is introduced to you, why you at once 
know that the gentleman is perfectly 
willing to go with you and take a drink.

When ‘General’ is introdued you may 
know that he is willing to take several 
drinks. ‘Captain’ is less fortunate ; you 
only owe him a nice cigar. A character­
istic of Western people is the forgetful­
ness of proper names. In this city 
hundreds of people who associate to­
gether daily only know each other by 
titles. Yesterday a gentleman ap­
proached a group of ‘ standers around’ 
and extending his hand, began to receive 
congratulations.

PERSONAL AND OTHER NEWS.

Bishop Stevens, of the Protestant Epis] 
copal Church, celebrated the twentieth 
anniversary of his elevation to the Epis­
copate on January 2, in Philadelphia

The official report of anthracite coal 
tonnage for December of the various car­
rying companies in the United States 
was 2,724,726 tons, and for the year, 28,- 
500.016 tons, an increase of 5,062,774 tons, 
as compared with the previous year.

In Washington Mrs. Sartoris is always 
called Nellie Grant, for she is affection­
ately remembered there as % sweet, plea­
sant mannered girl, devoted to dancing 
and driving about in a phaeton. She is 
still a slender, girlish-looking matron. 
The English climate and country air have 
given Mrs. Sartoris a fresh, ruddy com­
plexion, which, with fine eyes and long 
dark eyelashes, renders her quite hand­
some.

Dennis O’Donohue, a Catholic parish 
priest of Brownsburg, Ind., has begun a 
suit against Bishop Chatard of that dio­
cese, claiming $5,000 damages for sus­
pending him from his priestly duties, as 
alleged, without just cause.

Dr. Furness, of Philadelphia, is credited 
with a “ new departure” in celebrating 
the Lord’s Supper without distributing 
the elements to the people. The bread 
and wine are to “ stand on the table as 
sacred symbols, to speak through the eye 
to the heart, the minister interpret­
ing."

The exporting of human hair from 
France to England and the United States 
is $375,000 a year, nearly all from the 
East—from India, Egypt, &c.

The Roman Catholic archbishops and 
bishops in England and Wales are four­
teen, not reckoning those of the Sees of 
Shrewsbury and Southwark, which are 
vacant There are also in Scotland six 
other archbishops. The priests in Eng­
land and Wales now number 2,036, serv­
ing 1,190 churches, chapels and mission­
ary stations ; in Scotland there are 295 
more, serving 286 chapels, &c., thus show­
ing that both clergy and chapels have 
doubled in less than 25 years. In 1858 
there were only 749 chapels in England 
and Wales, and 177 in Scotland, the total 
of the priests who served them being 
1,179.

“ A bride who would not be a boot-jack” 
is what the Boston Herald calls a newly 
married young woman who refused to 
pull her husband’s boots off when he came 
in from a shooting expedition. Then the 
husband shot himself.

The projt ;ted railway tunnel under the 
St. Lawrence will be nearly 15,000 feet 
long, 26 feet wide, and 23 feet high. It 
will be lined with brick masonry, the arch 
being 20 to 30 inches thick. Nitro gly­
cerine, dualin, dynamite, or other explo­
sives of the same nature, will got be al 
lowed in the excavating.

The Maine lumber cut is expected to 
be at least one third lighter than that of 
last year. The latter season was excep­
tionally favorable, lasting four months, 
during which 150,000,000 was cut on the 
Penobscott and its tributaries and turned 
into the streams.

Mrs. Commodore Vanderbilt is proba­
bly the richest unmarried woman in the 
United States. Her age is 36, and she 
has a $1,000,000 for every year, in addition 
to marked personal attractions.

Mile. Sarah Bernhardt is said to be al­
most worn out by her Russian tour. She 
has been playing twice a day for several 
weeks. In Warsaw she was to have played 
fifteen times in seven days.

The “ latch key” is the rather sugges­
tive name given by the soldiers to the 
crowbar so often used in evictions in Ire­
land.

Two distinguished men have just died 
in Paris from a singular cause. Colonel 
Adan, Director of the Institute Cartogra­
phique, thought he had a chair behind 
him, and in sitting down fell with all his 
weight on the floor. He died within a 
short time from the effects of the acci­
dent. About ten days before M. Pirson, 
Governor of the Bank Nationale, went to 
a dinner party at the Spanish Legation, 
and sat beside the hostess. She rose from 
the table, and, then continuing a conver­
sation, resumed her seat. M. Pirson fol­
lowed her example, but a footman had 
meanwhile removed his chair, and in his 
fall he injured his spine and survived 
only a few days.

While a landlady watched the empty 
trunk of a suspicious boarder at Jackson, 
Mich., he escaped with all his extra lug­
gage in his pockets and high hat She 
overhauled him at the railroad station, 
pulled off his hat, and amused the spec­
tators by taking therefrom a shirt, a pair 
of socks and some collars.
