the incommensurable, invisible, 
floating ocean of air, over the 
bodies even of animals and of 
plants which have eaten the 
humiliated remains of the man 
king, a blast will pass, terrible 
and vibrating, like the sound of a 
divine trumpet; a supernatural 
meteor impelled by the archangels, 
will overthrow the universal 
world, carrying away all things 
awakened in a mighty whirlwind 
It will pass over all souls, and 
each one will retain in its flight 
that which was the substance of 
the body.'

We shall not seek to prove the 
resurrection of the body, but, be­
lieving it upon the word of reve­
lation, we shall here endeovor 
to picture the state of the risen 
body in the light of the body of 
Christ, risen.on Easter Sunday.

We have seen, we have heard 
and we have touched through the 
apostles the risen Christ. He, 
our flesh, our head, had died 
like one of us a veritable death; 
He had been placed in a sepulchre 
like all the dead; He had been 
wept for “because He was no 
more.” The holy women had 
mourned Him in anticipation of 
the miseries of corruptioti They 
came to His tomb bearing spices 
to retard the ignoble work of 
death. The stone of the sepulchre 
had been sealed. They had be­
wailed that Life so merciful and 
so beautiful, cruelly out off. Not­
withstanding the formal promises, 
the categorical and precise pro­
phecies concerning His resurrec­
tion, His best friends, having 
seen Him dead, no longer believed 
in the triumph He had foretold. 
To them it was a wild hope. He 
was dead; all was indeed finished.

But He arose from the dead 
and appeared to His disciples, 
and thus St. Paul could say; "If 
Christ is risen from the dead, 
how do some among you say that 
there is no resurrection from the 
dead?"

The resurrection of our Lord 
U the first cause and commence­
ment of cure. It is also a type 
and model, The Incarnate Word 
came forth from the tomb as 
from the womb of His mother 
The stone was intact, He had 
not to roll it back; He passed 
through it as a ray of light 
passes through a clear crystal. St 
Matthew expressly narrates that 
the angel rolled back the atone, 
At that moment Jesus was no 
longer in the tomb. During the 
forty days that followed He 
entered and went out mysteriously 
“the doors being closed,” without 
requiring any door to be opened 

A e soon as risen, Jesus appears 
ip the most diverse places, passing 
over the spaces which separate 
them with a rapidity swifter 
than thought. He is at one 
time in Jerusalem, at another 
time in Galilee, then on the 
road to Em mans, then on the 
Lake of Genesareth. He makes 
Himself manifest everywhere 
He is apparently a phantom 
His divine body is imponderable. 
It moves with the rapidity of 
thought, and weighs no more up 
on the waters which sustain it 
than the mists that wander 
their surfaces.

Thus, too, with the body of 
man, risen to glory in the end of 
all things. The glorified body 
will shine during perpetual

ternities; being agile, it will, 
follow the Lamb withersoever 
He goeth; being subtle, no door 
will close to him in the mansions 
of the Father; being incorruptible 
and freed from the vile laws of 
nature, he is delivered from the 
infirmities of the flesh, he will 
issue to death a challenge, which 
death will not be able to take 
up.

We shall again live in our 
flesh, We stxall find ourselves 
again the same, except for our 
imperfections and infirmities. 
We shall meet again in our bodies
