“ A Gigantic Struggle
of Endurance.”

“A gigantic struggle of endurance”
is how Mr. Asquith characterizes the
Great War.. In such a struggle the
essential factor is to prevent the ene-
my from delivering crippling blows
such as the Germans delivered to the
French in 1870. The effort to do so
in France was frustrated at the be-
ginning of last September, and since
that time the line has been extended
until it stretches from the Swiss bor-
ders to the Straits of Dover and has
been held intact ever since. With
the soldiers dug in along this three
hundred miles and ever increasing
reserves of men and munitions be-
hind it, there is little chance of the
Germans being able to round up any
of the armies of the French and Brit-
ish in this theatre of operations. On
the Eastern front, great operations
have been conducted and immense
losses have been sustained by both
belligerents. But the Russians in all
their retreats have been able to keep
their armies together, the line has
been bulged in greatly, but no great
rounding up operations have “been
successful on the part of the Germans
and Austrains. With the immense re-
serves of men which Russia possesses,
such warfare must be more destruc-
tive to the effective forces of the en-
emy than to our allies. To maintain
such a struggle the element of popu-
lation enters largely. The popula-
tion of the British, Russian, French
and Italian Empires far exceeds that
of Germany, Austria and Turkey. An-
other factor is the silver bullet. The
financial resources of the entente
allies exceeds by far that of the en-
emy. This is material in the matter
of purchasing munitions and food
from neutral countries. Moreover in
this connection, it should be remem-
bered that the British and her allies
have established a complete ascend-
ancy at sea, and she is.able to con-
trol imports of Germany from abroad.
The entente allies can thus draw up-
on the whole world for food and muni-
tions, while Germany, Austria and
Turkey are much handicapped in
this direction, and are limited to what
they can draw from Norway, Sweden,
Denmark and the Balkan States, and
as to the latter Roumania is refusing
to allow munitions to pass through
her territory to Turkey and the ef-
fects on Turkey are now beginning to
be felt in the Gallipoli operations.
Outside these spheres of action, Ger-
man forces have been destroyed ex-
cept such as may still exist in Came-
roon and East Africa. As the: sup-
plies to these places are cut off, and
as the German population in these
places are small, they can do little.
A few years ago, the white population
in Cameroon was 1,455, 1,311 being
German, and in German East Africa,
the . white population was 4,227, and
of these 3,113 were Germans. Both
-countries are populous so far as na-
tive population is concerned. In East
Africa the native population exceeds
10 million, and that of the Cameroon
over 2,700,000.

“L. Blin DesBelds, lecturer in
aeronautics at the Royal Military
Acadenmy at Woolwich, is the real
leader of the campaign to create a
gigantic air fleet. He is supported
by H. G. Wells, the famous English
novelist; C. €. Grey, a London aero-
nautical editor, and a score of ex-
perts in aviation.

The plan is to organize public sen-
timent through the lectureg and news-
paper articles behind the idea that
England’s salvation is in the air.

“Batter down the Rhine bridges by
daily air raids, and trench warfare
in France is ended,” said a statement
issued in support of the new move-
ment to-day.

“Send 1,000 aeroplanes, carrying
five bombs each, over the Krupp mu-
nition works, and the German armies
will be paralyzed.

“Destroy the nine bridges over the
Meuse over which supplies are trans-
norted to the German armies, and
the Kaiser will be on his knees.”

What Could be Done.

Collabdrating with other experts,
DesBelds has prepared a. table show-
ing that an average of one military
train every ten minutes crossed each
of the fifteen bridges spanning the
Rhine. This means that every twen-
ty-four hours 2,160 trains-laden with
food, ammunition, and reinforcements
for the German armies in the west
cross the Rhine, later passing over
the nine bridges that span the Meuse.
One thousand aeroplanes, within a
week’s time, could destroy every
bridge over the Meuse and the Rhine,
DesBleds estimates.

H. G. Wells summed up his argu-
ment for 10,000 aeroplanes with this
statement to the newspapers:

“If we can smash the Krupp gun-
works by aeroplane raids, we can
hamstring Germany. We want aero-
planes going to and -coming from
Germany like ants about an ant hill,
but going each with 300 pounds of
explosives and coming back empty
until the war ends. We want a daily
service of destruction to Germany.”

THE LAW

The Consolidated Statutes says:—

There is a law providing that loaves
8 oz. and above shall be made in the
following weights: four pounds, two
pounds, one pound, and eight ounces,
and shall have stamped or marked
thereon the initials of the maker and
the weight of the loaf. Bread offer-
ed for sale may be seized by the pur-
chaser, intending purchaser, or any
peace officer and delivered to any Jus-
tice, who shall dispose of it for the
benefit of the poor if the law is in-
fringed.

Canada’s Capacily
in Shell Making.

Frederie Nicholls Proposes *stablish-

ment of a Assembling
Plant.

Ottawa, July 11.—The British Gov-
ernment’s new purchasing agent
Canada and the United States,
Thomas, is expected to be 1 Ottawa
this week, and one of his first ta
will be to take up with the Milit
Department’s Shell Committee
with Canadian manufactursss
question of placing further orders in
Canada for shells and fixed an
munition. A number of iron and
steel manufacturers have been in con-
ference with the Shell Committee dur-
ing the past few days with a view to
finding out the Canadian capacity
shell and ammunition making. These
are willing to considerably* enl
present equipment and output if
is a reasonable assurance given tha
the orders will be forthcoming in suf-
ficent volume to warrant
for new machinery.
