" Owi ing greatly to the rigours of the,
Gallipoli campaign and other exposure ,
at the front some of our soldiers and |

~sailors are being invalided home with

incipient tubercular trouble. In con-
nection with this the Ladies’ Recep-
tion Committee have undertaken a
mest necessary branch of Red Cross
work, viz.: that of erecting a camp in
which ‘these. of' bur*soldiers and sail-'
crs may at once be treated and if
possible quickly cured. We under-
stand that the camp is almost ready
and will be cpened in a fortnight’s
time. Private Phil Jensen whose
efforts in aid of the Red Cross are so
continuous, is most willingly giving
tlie proceeds of his lectures to the
erection of this camp which is. so
immediately needed.
