ADVANCES.
| ^RAFTS authorised against Consignments to

Caution to Reeves and Deputy 
Reeves.—By one of the amendments 
to the Municipal Act just adopted by 
the Legislature of Ontario at its re­
cent session, reeves and deputy reeves 
of towns and townships, and aldermen 
of cities, are required, before they oan 
act as magistrates, to qualify as such 
in the same way as magistrates ap­
pointed by the crown, by filing the af­
fidavit of qualification with the Clerk 
of the Peace. Those interested will 
do well to attend to this matter, oth­
erwise their judicial acts will be very 
apt to be set aside ; while they will at 
the samè time be liable to the penal­
ty imposed by statute, namely, a fine 
of one hundred dollars for every of­
fence, one moiety of which goes to 
Her Majesty, and the other moiety, 
to such persons as will sue for the 
same, to be recovered, with full costs 
of suit by civil action or information 
in tiny "court ofcompetent jurisdiction.
TtiiS requirement does not apply to 
mayors of towns and cities.
