Telegraph, wiring Aug. 19, re-asserts 
that the empress dowager fled east­
ward, and adds: “She has a body­
guard of 1,500, and as the mountainous 
character of the country would pre­
vent artillery following, it is believed 
she will not be pursued.” This cor­
respondent reports everything quiet on 
the date of his dispatch, but a tele­
graph to the same paper from Tien 
Tsin, dated Aug. 24, asserts that a 
thousand Russians, Germans and Jap­
anese had pushed forward from Pekin 
with the intention, it is assumed, of 
pursuing the fleeing empress dowager.

Shanghai advices say that the re­
port of the capture of Emperor Kwa-ng 
Su by the Japanese was erroneous. It 
was a case of mistaken identity.
