STEAMER HOLYROOD LOST.
The British steamer Holyrood, from 

Portland, Maine, March 15, for London, 
sank on Marell 27, as a result of a col­
lision with Leyland Line steamer Ber­
nard Hall, from Liverpool, March 26, 
for Barbados and Galveston, Texas. 
The crew of the Holyrood, numbering 
twenty-eight men, boarded the Ber­
nard Hall, which has arrived at 
Queenstown with her bows stove in.

The collision occurred at 8 o’clock in 
the evening in a dense fog at a point 
175 miles west of fastnet. Both vessels 
were going slowly at the time. Cap­
tain Fenton and Captain Cassentine 
were on the bridges of their respective 
steamers, and a careful lookout was 
being kept, but the danger was not dis­
covered until it was too late. The 
Bernard Hall struck the Holyrood 
amidships on the port side. Boats were

The Boers tried to get through several 
openings, but on each occasion were F 
forced to double back until they ulti- 
mately found a gap and passed out of
the British lines, within sight of 
Klerksdorp- Night fell before the pur- 
suing columns could overtake the 
Boers.

ITHE STORY OF THE AUSTRALIANS

The story told in these dispatches 
several weeks ago about the trial and 
execution of Australians for atrocities 
in retaliation for Boer outrages has 
reached Melbourne and caused excite­
ment. The details have been known 
in military circles here through a leak­
age from the war office, but have been 
kept out of the newspapers. Lord Kit­
chener’s rigorous enforcement of dis­
cipline can hardly escape observation 
when parliament meets. The Austra­
lian officers were arrested, tried by 
court-martial and sentenced either to 
imprisonment or death.

Simla, India, March 31.—The plague 
situation is growing worse in the Pun- 
jaub, where 70,000 deaths are reported 

monthly.
THE PLAGUE’S DEADLY WORK.
London, March 31.—The most horrible 

tales are being received of the mortal­
ity from plague in the Punjaub. Whole 
villages have perished, and the dead 
go unburied because there is no one to 
attend to them. The authorities are 
powerless to deal with the deadly visi­
tation otherwise than by isolating its 
victims, and this has added starvation 
to other horrors, the stricken commun-

quickly lowered from both vessels, 
and the crew of the Holyrood 
scrambled out of the steamer, which 
sank twenty minutes after being 
struck.

In a letter from Athens, published 
this morning in the Times, the corre­
spondent says there are many indica­
tions that grave trouble is coming in 
Macedonia and Albania.

Still, owing to 
Russian machinations and the jeal- 
ousies of the powers, which prevent the 
execution of the reforms stipulated in 
the Berlin treaty, the outlook is dis­
quieting.

MANY KILLED IN CHINESE RIOTS

Chinese officials in Pekin say that 
1,000 people have been killed in riots 
at Ta Ming Fu, the southernmost pre­
fecture of the Province of Chi Li. This, 
perhaps, is an exaggeration, but the 
loss of life was undoubtedly great. The 
riots were due to attempts of local 
officials to collect indemnities for the 
Catholics, as arranged between the of­
ficials and the priests.

The officials warn the missionaries to 
keep out of the disturbed district. Such 
resistance to the payment of mission­
ary claims is to be expected in locali­
ties where the population is poor and 
large sums are levied.

deathbed has not been fulfilled. Those 
who disliked the masterful influence 
of the great imperialist in political 
affairs at home and in the empire are 
discreetly silent, although unconvinced. 
He might well have craved deliverance 
from the outburst of blind eulogy and 
adulation which has not been a use­
ful service to the memory of a unique 
and picturesque Englishman. Imperial­
ism has known no more expansive irony 
than the sudden apotheosis of Cecil 
Rhodes, after six years of obliquity and 
denunciation as a millionaire intriguer, 
responsible for the Jameson raid and 
Great Britain’s enormous toll of death 
and taxation by the Boer campaign.
