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ARRANGEMENTS CONCLUDED.

It is an open secret mow that all the
difficulties which arose with regard to

culties were due to the fact that Messrs.

the terms proposed by Messrs. Macken-
zie & Mann, the other was not. Thére
the matter lay. "It is understood that
this difficulty has been got over. to the
satisfaction of : Messrs. Mackenzie &
Maun, and, certainly, to the satisfaction
of everyone else, by giving the Canadian
Northern railway the power to come in-
to Victoria independently of the Esqui-
malt & Nauaimo railway altogether,
And this action has been taken by a

‘When
any contract is entered into where there
is no mutual advantage, that contract
is robbery on the one side, and victim-
ization on-the other.” It makes it worse,
and not better, -if one of-the:parties al-
lows himself' to be vietimized ‘through
aroused cupidity and the belief that He
is placing himgelf in a position to vie-
timize some ope ' else.  ‘We know, of
course, that insurance companies make
very large sums of money from policies
forfeited by persons either unable or
unwilling to continue the Payment of
Premiums.  This analogy is' frequently
used to defend the principle of ‘the ‘dia-
mond contract system, but it is', abso-
lutely invalid. A ‘man who forfeits his
life insu\'rauce has at least had the pro-
tection given by that policy in case of
his death during the time he was pay-
ing the premium, Subseribers to the
diamond contract scheme have no status
at all during the time they are sub-
scribing, - . If they continue to the end
they may profit at the expense of delin~
quents, or at the expense of other per-
sons paying in from weekito week. Any-
one subseribing -to ;this secheme knows
that while he'is subscribing his money is
going directly into someone elge’s pocket.
It - he = thought about it «he would
also know that he is dependent: for its
return with a profit upon Someone else’s
money coming directly into his ‘without
any - possibility ' of any advantage
to him who has paid = it, except
by a repetition of the process on his
part. The consequences of such a trans-
action are as certain as its character is
immoral. These consequences may be
indefinitely postponed, but they cannot
be ultimately avoided. In one particu-~
lar instance they have arrived, that is
all, and a severe lesson has been read to
those who have been the dupes of “this
ingenious contrivance.

being that the amateur statistician falls
into the most ladierous blunders imagin-
able. Meanwhile; merely for the edifi-
cation of the editor of the Mining World,
1t may be remarked that, first, the Britisn
Columbia government js not alone cul-
pable in the matter of publishing statisti-
<al information in the form of advance
approximate estimates—other culprits
are, for instance the governments of the
Dominion - of Canada and of the United
States of America; and, second, aecord-
ing to a recently reported speech of the
minister of mines, “the estimate of mijn-
eral production for the Year, as made
by the provincial mineralogist, proved
to' be a very close one,” the increase of
tonnage having been rather under-esti-
mated, while values were slightly over-
estimated, but in neither case is the dif-
ference material.

A NARROW VIEW.

Sir 'Wiilfrid {Liaurier, who is Premier
of the Dominion of Canada, and sup-
b to be a statesman, has made the
following declaration in pariament when
challenged on the gronnd that his goy-
ernment had; refused to take advantage
of ‘an obvious opportunity at the time
'of the negotiations between' Great Brit-
ain and thé United States over the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty, 'to procure a settle-
ment of the vexed Alaskan Boundary
dispute: ‘‘Canada has no direct interest
in the ClaytonBulwer treaty; Qanada
has 'no direct interest in the Nicaragua
‘Canal; ‘Canada has no more interest in
the negtiation of a treaty which affected
the Nicaragua Canal than she would
have in a treaty in reference to the Suez
‘Caunal; or in any other question between
reat’ Britain, and a foreign power in
which she was not interested.” Canada,
it“would seem to us, has a large direct, as
well as-a large indirect interest in the
Nicaragua Canal. This canal will be a
Very important factor in modifying the
great trade routes of the world.. It will
also come’ into direct competition with
transcontinental railway lines whether
these wre situated -in- the ‘United States
or Canada.” As Canada is becoming and
must become.a great trading and manu-
facturing .and ' commercial nation, not
merely with much local wealth and a
magnificent home market, but possessing
unequalled opportunities fot the develop-
ment of foreign trade, Premier Laurier's
argument that she has no direct interest
in this canal is a little difficult to follow.
fThe indirect. interest which ‘Oanada had
1 the 1fegotiations which led to the abro-
gation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, are
much fbetter expressed by Lord Lans-
downe _than they could be by us. In
an official despatch \to Lord Pauncefote
under date of 22 February, 1901. he
said: “Shortly afterwards Lord Her-
schell intimated that the difficulties in
regard to the guestipn of the Alaskan
boundary Seemed insuperable, and that
he feared it might bhe necessary to break
off the negotiations of 'which he had
hxtl}erto ha_d the charge, Upon this Lord

informed Mr, ‘White, that he
ot see how Her Majesty’s govern-
ment could ‘sanction any-convention for
mmend;ng the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, as
the opinion of thig country 'would hard-
Iy support them in making a concession
which 'would e wholly to the, benefit of
the United States, at a time when they
appeared to be so little inclined to come
0 & satisfactory settlement in regard to
the Alaskan frontier.’’

RECIPROCITY,

The Laurier government is being com-
pelled by the pressure of circumstances
1o adopt an independent and aggressive
attitude in reference to the trade rela-
tions - of Canada with the United
States. The pressure brought to
bear on the government from the ranks
of the Liberal party is a pressure Ihich
it wil} not be able altogether-to resist.
Action highly advantageous to Canadian
industry may be, and we hope will be,
the result. - But at the same time, a most
dangerous principle is involved in the ar-
gument on which this protective policy is
based. The argument ‘is that heavy
duties should be levied upon * United
States goods coming into Canada as a
lever to obtain reciprocity in  mnatural
products. Now what does reciprocity
in natural- products ‘with the United
States mean to Canada? It means pure-
ly and simply a good market in the
States for Canadian raw material, That
is something which the United States
will very shortly be glad enough to
grant  in ‘many impertant commodities,
for the reason that the supply at home is
becoming more costly then the supply
which can be obtained in Canada. Coal,
iron ore, and shingle bolts, may be men-
tioned as examples of materials in
which American industry is ‘becoming
yearly more dependent upon Canadian
production. 'Not that coal, iron ore and
cedar do not exist in large quantities in
the United States; but the Canadian sup-
ply ‘is more bountiful, and can be more
economically handled. The theory of the
Liberal party appears to be that Can-
ada’s destiny is to be always a country
exporting raw material and agricultural
products, and its objective point, to stim-
uiate home manufactures by protective
duties, with the deliberate intention 6f
selling out these manufactures, as soon
as, by doing so, it ¢an advantage the ex-
portation of raw material. What a
magnificent 'conception of national des-
tiny this is! The prosperity of Canada
is to be advanced through the farmers of
Canada selling their products to feed
American workmen engaged in manufaé-
turing commodities from Canadian raw
materials, for American merchants to gell
to Canadian consumers. We recognize
an old friend in this theory. It is the
old original Liberal heresy which the
ipeople of Canada have tried for a quar-
ter of a century to drum out of that
party’s head. _And yet the Liberal party
is still to be found, in a bhck yard cer-
tainly, with a watering pot, cultivating
this noxious and abominable weed. whose
odor may be dear to the nostrils of ‘some
doctrinaire politicians, but is revolting to
the general sense of the people of Can-
ada. 1If this theory of national prosper-
ity were carried out, the towns and cities
of Canada would 7Janguish. ' There
would be no need for towns and cities,
becanse American towns and cities
would be handling the manufactire and
distribution of Canadian products. . The
level of culture and civilization would
fall, because towns and cities are the
forcing houses of culture, and the cen-
tres ‘of civilizing fnfluences. The popu-
lation of Canada would be drafted off
into the manufactures and _industries
of the United States, a process of which
we have already had experience in Can-
ada, but which is bound to disappear as
our own manufactures ‘advance. Fur-
thermore, human labor in the production
of raw material is being largely dis-
iblaced by machinery, and the end iz not
yet . So that countries exclusively em-
ployed in the production of raw material
lose in population, and receive no ade-
quate retarn for the wealth which is
drained out of them. The country owes
a debt of gratitude to Mr. Borden for
the incisive way in which, as leader of
the Conservative party, -he exposed the
central fallaey of the government’s trade
policy. Manufactures skould be protect-
ed for themselves, for their influence on
the development of a worthy national
civilization, and their conservation of the
wealth of the country within its own
limits. . - Let us apply this Liberal trade
policy to a matter in which we are all
deeply interested, the production of lead.
The United States prevents the importa-
tion of lead-ore by a heavy duty.  The
Laurier Government, let us say, retali-’
ates by imposing ' heavy duty on man-
ufactures of lead coming into ‘Canada.
As a result, the manufacture of the vari-
ous products of lead is initiated in Can-
ada itself. 8o far, very good. That is
good, sonnd Conservatice poliey. But ob-
serve the sequel. The Laurier govern-
ment would only propose to retain those
duties on the products of lead, until the
United States agreed to give a free mar-
ket to lead ore. ‘Then, when the Cap-
adian lead manufacturing industry had
languished, when thé products of lead
and all the thousand and one articles into
the manufacture of which these products
enter, were being made in the United
States, when our mines were beifng drain-
ed of their wealth to feed these indus-
tries, and the Canadian consumer made
to pay for his lead exactly ‘what an Am-
erican monopoiy chose to - exact from
him, then would the Laurier government
stand back and admire -its handiwork,
and the magnificent results which its
