Large Sums of Money Sent’ To the States

‘¥or the Reifef of Members, :
The statement is made by “*A Workman”
that ‘the members of the A.0.U. W, are
again called upon to hacd over the sum Jof
$25,000 and upwards of hard-earned Cuna-
dian 'money ‘to the order in the United
States, Some time in February last & like
amount was sent out to thb same order in
the States. They have received in all some
$300,000 of Canadian money. Most of us,”
says “Workman,” ‘“think that it would be
as well just now to ‘call off’ 'Lhere is &
widespread teeling about this relief call,and
the sooner our professional grand lodgists
recognize the wishes of the general member-
ship the better, otherwise it will be in
order for members who feel aggrieved to
petition the Legislature- for such amend-
ments to the act dealing with benefit so-
cieties as will make such wholesale disburse-
ments as these an impossibility.”

Mr. F.G. Inwood, the Grand Master of
the A.0.U.W., in Ontario, whose attention
was called to the above statement, said:
“This matter has been threshed out by the
order in Canada, and by an almost unani-
mous vote it has been decided in the inter-
ests of the order that we remain in the same
position as we now occupy. It speaks well
for the management of this jurisdiction,”
said Mr, Inwood, “that we have not been
obliged to make's ‘religf call.” The mortali-
ty here is low, and our assessments run
only from 12 to 16 per annum. The maxi-
mum number of assessments in this jurisdic-
tion is 20, but not having reached that
number we have never been obliged to ask
other jurisdictions for aid. From Fébruary
of next-year, and running three years, our
maximum will be 16, There is a possibility
then that we will call upon the order for
relief, but it is to be hoped not.

“This relief call is our surplus, and this
jurisdiotion would weaken itself) greatly if
it should withdraw. Inall there are 31
jorisdictions, In the Southérh States, for
instance, the mortality is ater than in
most sections of the north,, There are a
number of jurisdictions acrosh the line simi-
larly situated as ourselves, and like our-
selves they are doing good work in assisting
the districts where the death rate is high.”

THE MUSK 0X

Now Being Hunted On the Northwest
Barren Lands,
[Edmonton Bulletia.]

Until a very few years ago the musk ox
was an almost unknown animal, but the in-
creasing scarcity of skins suitable for robes
has caused that of the. musk . ox toso in-
crease in value as to induce the Indians to
venture out on thejbleak Barren grounds
to hunt them. These Barren grounds are
an immense extent of treeless country more
than 1000 miles in length by 500 in breadth
in the widest part, and lie northeast of the
Mackenzie Basin between the laurentian
range, which forms the northeastern bound-
ary of that basin, and the Arctio Ocean and
Hudson's Bay. That any animal of the
same species as the domestic ox could exist
and thrive in such a country baving such »
climate is most remarkable. But the musk ox
is a remarkable animal. The skins belonging
to R. Secord, which have been stored in
J. A. McDougall’s warehouse for some
weeks past, average about six feet long by
six feet wide, although some are consider-
ably larger. They show that the animal
has a large short body mounted on very
short legs not more than a foot or & foot
and & half in length. The frobe shows a
thick layer of fine fur next the skin of the
animal, and on every part éxcept the
middle ot the back is ‘besides a growth of
long, dark, somewhat coarse hair, which
must reach nearly to the ground, even
when the animal is standing up. The tail
is very short, the head large and the mneck

Barren Grounds.  But last spring a large
number of the Fort Rae Indians took their
robes to Resolution on acoount of the better
prices offered there, 1'he number of musk
oxen killed has been increasing ‘every year,
but the country inhabited by them is' so
large and so inaccessible that there is very
little danger of their being exterminated
unless they are hunted in the summor time,
during which of course - the robes have no
value. As an article of féod they are of
little value on account of the musky flavor
of the meat.
