SHOKT ADDRESS BY THE PREMIER.

The Minister of 'Justice and
‘Manitoba Schools.

Bir Charles Replies to Mr. Laurier, Has
some Fun With Sir Richard Cart-
wright, and in An Address of Nearly
Two Hours Expiains the Policy of the
Conservative Party—Addresses By Hon.
Messrs. 3. C. Patterson, Clarke Wallace
and J. F. Wood.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper, Minister
of Justice, last night formally opened
ghe new rooms of the Toronto Young
Men's' Liberal-Conservative Club in Me-
linda-street. Wit hnhim were the Pre-
mier, Hon. ‘N. C. Wallace, Hon. J. C.
Patterson and-Hon. John F. Wood. Al-
though jadmission to the club was by
ticket, the available space was alto-
gether inadequate to accommodate those
who were desirous of hearing the Mini-
sters. The Premier explained that the
state of his throat preveuted his mak-
ing & speech on the political situation,
but in leaving the task to Sir Charles
Tupper he felt that he was leaving it
in good! hands. Sir Charles made an ex-
cellent fighting speech, replying effec-
tually to the arguments of Mr. Laurier
and Sir Richard Cartwright. In regard
to the Maniioba school question, he
gtated that dntil the Government
thoroughly counsidered the decisions of
the Privy Coumcil they would maintain
strict silence on the subject, and whilst
the task which had been placed pefore
them was an extremely difficult onethey
would meet it without flinching.

The president, W. B. Newsome, occu-
pied the chair, and wmongst those pre-

Haggart stated that he should be
pleased to make an engagement to
speak in Toronto a week hence.

President Newsome, .in opening the
proceedings, expressed the regret of the
¢lub that they had not a larger room
for this occasion. They had tried toiget
the Massey Hall, but it was not avil-
eble. 1f Mr. Laurier conld fill that hall
be “was sure the Cornservative Ministers
could fill Massey Hall, the Pavilion and
the Auditorium all together. (Applause.)
He referred in graceful terms to the
less sustained by tlg® party through the
death of Sir John” Thompson. Despite
this great loss, however, they were not
efraid of the party going to piecep, as
their opponents predicted. Men might
go, but the party platform, principles
sand methods remained. (Applause.)

The Premier s Address.

Sir Mackenzi eBowell was loudly cheer-
#d when he stood up to address the meet-
ing. He feared, bo said, to make a long
speech until his throat became better,
put he hoped that it would be sufficient-
{y.recovered by the time they had a mass
meeting at Massey Hall, when he might
sontribute his-mite to the political lit-
srature of the day. (Applause.)

The last time he appeared upon a plat-
jorm in this eity he. was in the company
of his latefriend Sir John Thompeon. He
was then introduced to the.audience by
Bir John as one of the youths of his Cab-
inet. <(Laughter.) He would have the
pleasur eon this occasion of introducing
%o them one of the oldest members of
his Cabiuet, the Hon. Sir Charels Tupper
who would address them on the political
{ssue of the dav. (Applause) Continuing
the Premier said he had a firm belief
in the greatness of this Canada, and the
futur ewith all its possibilities.

A Word to the Young Men.

The whole country depended upen those
who were mnow rising into manhood.
There were those who would lead them
into aline o! political action, which
would destroy the autonomy of the
whole of this continent, and lead them
into the arms oi those for whomt hey
certainly had no respect whatever, and
whose interestst hey certainly held at
u  less value | than  they did
the interests which governed
them to-day. When they looked at the
progreess: of this country for the lasst
fifty years, and the history of the coun-
@y ior the last seventeen years of Con-
pervative rule, he thought they had no
caunse to regret the fact that they were
followers of the Conservative party, and
that they. were following in the foot-
steps of that greta leader of Conserva-
tism, the, late Sir Jobn Macdonald. (Loud
applause.) -

The Minister of Justice. .

Sir ‘Charles H. Tupper wae thég ealled
upon by the chairman to formally open
the new rooms of the club. On rising
Sir Charles received a periect ovation,
the audience standing &nd singing “For
he’s a jolly good fellow.”

At the outset he said it was not neces-

sary for him to ask, as the silver-tongued
orator had to asi, whether this was To-
ropto—(laughter)— the cordiality of
their welcome, much to his delight, re-
mipded hila that this was Torouto, for
in b part of Cavads had be ever received
a warmer or more cordial greeting than
in Toronto, and it was with the very
greatest pleasure that he declared open
the new rooms of the Young Liberal-Con-
servative Association.

Whatever had been the faults of the
Liberal-Conservative party it had seince
1867 never been a small party, it had
vever heen a narrow party, it had
vever been a provihncial party, it had
above all things been a Canadian. party.
(Applause.) Referriug to the Liberal
mask meeting in Massey Hall, they had,
ke sajd, the eatisigction of knowing that
the loudest cheers and the grandest en-
t!;usmam that prevailed at that meeting
were when the Liberal leader signed his
uixrge nm‘l made declaration of his loy-

The Conservative party had had to fight

The Liberals had been long in learning
but they had at last learned something
and whether they had learned their les-
son correctly now orv not, they were on
the high road to-day. (Applause.) Whe-
ther they were making mistakes or
whether they were not making mistakes,
they were at least trofessing to be Cana-
dians and professing a Canadian poliey.

A Word For the FPremier.

In a few graceful words the speaker
paid a high tribute to thoe ability of
Sir Mackenzie Bowell. There was, he
said, a source of gratification and en-
couragement for Canadians as well as
Conservatives in the life of the present
Premier of the Dominion. He was
above all things a seli-made man; his
hopes and his character were jormed in
this country of ours, and all his efforts
and his industry aund his indefatigabil-
ity had met with deserved honors at
the- hands and with the approval of his
felljow-countrymen. He represented per-
haps more than any other man in the
Parliament of Canada, the prineiples of
protection, and when a man said that
he believed in the members of the Gov-
ernment presided over by Sir Mackenzie
Bowell he at that moment subscribed
to the doctrine oi the National Policy.
(Applause.) - <~ 5

“ There is talk about the general elec-
tion,” continued Sir Charles. ‘I have
heard something about it in the last
three weeks. (Laughter.) The leader
oi the.Liberals. has been in this city,
and he says: ‘Who's alraid, bring on
your-election at once.’ A month or
80 ago what were they eaying when
they thought it possible to iniluence His
Excellency the Governor-General, and to
convince him that the most awful vio-
lation of his duty would consist in
eljowing the people of Canada to turn
the Conservative Government out?
(Laughter.) They read a lecture to
him that he had no rightt o dissolve the
Parliament of Canada. But now these
gentlemen, and I don’t blame them very
much for thinking that an election is
near at hand, say, ¢ We are ready ; where
is the man that struck Billy Patterson?
(Laughter.) This is courage born' oi
desperation.”” - (Applause.)

Boastings of the Opposition.

There were other boastings oi the
Opposition  to - which he wished
to direct their attention. They
had talked about the Conservative
party being broken to pieces, having
lost ite leaders. ‘*‘Has Mr. Laurier no
memory?”’ asked the speaker., *““Has he no
recognition’ of patent facts? Does he
not know that this party im ‘Canada,
when it had to sustain the great loss
of the death of Sir John Macdonald,
presented the most strenuous front that
a political party was ever able to
present ; that we showed a front that
commanded not only the admiration
of Capadians, but gave a magnificent
picture to every politicjan the wide
world over?”

Reciprocity Incomnsistent With Free Trade

The Conservative policy, went on Sir
Charles, was the only one now advoeat-
ed in Canada in which reciprocity trea-
ties could logically be argued or were
possible of attainment. (Applause.) 1i
their opponents were sincere in their
advocacy of free trade, they were no
more able to arrange & reciprocity
treaty than Lord Salisbury or Lord Rose-
bery to-day in England. Reciprocity
treaties were absolutely inconsistent
with free trade. (Applause.)

Turping to Sir Richard Cartwright,
the Minister was quite humorous. He
had, he said, & certain amount of
sympathy for that gentleman. It was,
he said, a shame to see them hounding
bim out “ef the party and hunting him
from the' constituency that was pre-
pared for hijm. To what & depth
had he fallen! The only man he could
get to go with him to South Oxford was
Mr. John Charlton, a man in regard to
whom Sir Richard would at one' time
have exclaimed, “Save me %rom.my
friends.” iiaughter.)

Mr. Laurier and Sir Adolphe.

Mr. Laurier had pointed to a certain
matter in connection with the Canadian
Government that he could mnot allow to
pass. He wished to say that if the state-
ments of that gentleman in régard to Sir
Adolphe Caron were true, if they were
founded upon fact, he would not ask a
single Liberal-Conservative in the city
of Toronto or elsewhere to support a
Government of which Sir Adolphe was a
member. He branded all these statements
as calumnpious lalsehoods. Other chuarges
utterly foundationless, -yet of a most
atrocious character, had been made.

The leader of the Opposition had en-
deavored to prove that the condition of
the country had been anything but sue-
cessful under Comservative government,
and he had stated that Mr. Foster was

The Manitoba Scbool Question.

“There is one other subject upon which
I wish to say a few words,” said Sir
Charles. “I refer to the Manitoba school
question. Sometimes it suits little men
of little minds to call names, and some
people pretend that the Government of
this country, whatever the country may
be, is a Government that does not know
their own minds. I want you to remem-
ber, amid all the taunts that may arise,
I want you to remember that this Gov-
erdiment ha resolved and intend to
maintain this resolution, that when the
constitution imposes upon them a judi-
cial duty, they will sink the politician
in the judge,they will neither for the pur-
pose of - currying favor,nor obtaini g votes
forget that while they occupy that
position it would be most . in-
decent for them to endeavour to ascer-
tain the public mind or to discuss the
question from a political platform ; and
while some were induced, in thie young
nation of ours, to resort to a most in-
jurious course, either on one side or the
other, and advocate extraordingry views
—ultra Protestant views if you like on
the one side, ultra Catholic views on the
other--and to talk about the eifect ’ of
these various features in this province
or in another—you know as well as I
do, to the credit of the Comservative
party be it said that.whether we lost

hsupport or whether we gained, we stuck

straight to our duty, and il you like
we remained dumb, but we counted the
cost.

Will Be Discussed In Order aund in Decency

We must come before our electorate,
we must come beiore the people of this
country ultimately, not only for the
discharge oi judicial functiouns, but of
every political function, and we know
that as well as you, but we propose
in all  these troublesome and
difficult questions to rely upon jyou,
and relying upon you - to proceed to
the cousideration of them in due ordér
and in decemcy. It is an
traordinary reilection upon
Liberal party to-day, that while we are
indicted for resorting to the courts we
are resorting to the courts under the
machinery iaid down by Mr. Edward
Blake, when leader of the Liberal party
and machinery, unanimously adopted by
the House of Commons for solving these
very questions. (Applause.)

“I eay tro you in all sincerity that
when these questions come up—whether
either religion and religious questions or
race questions—I[ hope to God, as 8
young Canadian, we may use the courts
for all they are worth. We know how
hard poiitical feeling is, we know, too,
what respect there is for, the judicial tri-
bunals of this country and the judicial
tribunals of the empire and if we can
solve any part of auy question by a ju-
dieial decision, then I, at any cost, am
ready to go in for that solution above
a political or & party solution.

Mr. Laurler’s Profession and Practices.

It would be well for Mr. Laurier to
follow the principle that he lays down
in one part of his speech at Masseyr Hall
and that is endeavor to keep this ques-
tion out of the political arena. If he is,
sincere in that statement, why does he
wish to taunt us when we simply per-

formed our duty in a decent mgnner.

Ap soon as the decisions of the Privy
Council is on thi sside of the Atlantic
the Government will proceed to give
them its calm and deliberate consider-
ation, and when that consideration i8
given we must be tried at the bar of
public opinion. We are not in _the
slightest degree flinching from our duty,
in spite of all taunts, in spite of all
jibes, in spite of political considerations,
we will maintain adamantind silence
until the time to speak has come, and
when that time ha scome I belicve you
will find the:Conservative leaders ready
to stand by the constitution and by
what it teaches, and are willing to re-
spectiully abide by the verdict of the
people.” {

cheering was loud and prolonged. The

Enthusiastic Reception In Mas-
sey Hall Last Night.

STORY OF IS LIFE AND WORK.

Many Addresses of Welcome
Presented to Him.

The Li t ernor P des at the
First Big lleotlng—heneroun Tributes
By His Honor, Ald. Shaw, W. F. Mac
lean, M.P, and Rev. Dr. Potts—All
Temperance People Sung His Praises—
The General Graphically Describes His
Mission.

The long-promised visit of General
Booth, founder of the Salvation Army,
after an absence of eight years, Wwas
celebrated last night in Massey Music
Hall by a great demonstration. The
word great reiers to the enthusiasm of
his followers and the cordiality of his
welecome by all classes of citizens not
connected with the army. A mistake
had been made in charging admission
fees of 25 cents and 10 cents, the result
being that the vast hall was little more
than half filled.

Addresses of welcome were given on
behalf of the province, the city and. the
various temperance organizations. A
notable feature of the meeting was the
absence of most’ of the members of the
Ministerial Association.

William Booth’s Life Story.

The General was born April. 10, 1829,
in Nottingham, England. At the age
of 16 years he was converted in a Wes-

leyan Methodist Chapel. In 1849 he
removed to London. It was while
preaching at Clapham he met Catherine
Mumford, whom he married, and whose
life-work is so well-known in Memori--
als of Mrs. Booth.”

When the Rev. William Booth com-
menced his ministry amongst the Meth-
odist Reformers he had a salary of £l
(five dollars) a week. For several years
he was a noted revivalist, as traveling
evangelist for that body. The Reform-
ors became merged in the Methodist New
Connexion, and it was through the re-
fusal of their conference to reappoint
him to his iavorite post that he severed
his connection with that denomination
in 186L. -

Mr. Booth then became, as it were, &
free evapgelistic lance, and in company
with Mre. Booth he toured Great Bri-
tain, and both were eminently suc-
cessful. .
The Birth ef the Army.

This took place in 1865. In & Quaker
burial ground in Whitechapel, London,
Mr. Booth held his first east end ser-
vice. Hers the seed was sown which has
borne such an abundant harvest.

To use his own words, “Among the
vagabonds and outcasts who swarm in
East London he had found the lowest
level of the social strata, and had
driven his pickaxe into the grauite block
which was to form the basis of the Sal-
vation Army New Jerusalem.!’

He claims that the Salvation Army
is “God’s mnineteenth century miracle.
A Great Reception.

Massey Hall was decorated with na-
tional flags, . and suspended from the
front of the upper gallery was a life-

size portrait of (reneral Booth.

On the platform were His Homnor the
Lieutenant-Governor of Ontario, Capt.
Kirkpatrick, Rev. Dr. Potts, Rev. Dr.
Withrow, Dr. Maclaren, Commissioner
Coatsworth, W. F. Maclean, M.P., Ald.
Shaw, G. B. Sweetnam, J. S. Robertson,
Inspector Archabold, several ministers
and all the officers of the Salvation Army
in the city and adjacent towns.

There was a great “volley”” on the
entrance of the General. The opening
hymn was the popular one, ¢“Jesus, the
Name High Over AlL” Col.| Lawley of
England offered a prayer suggestive of
“The Sons of Thunder.”

The Lieutemani-Governor's Speech.

His Honor said the citizens were as-
sembled to give greeting to a very
distinguished man, one whose name is
a household word everywhere, General
Booth. Then the Lieutenant:-Governor
praised the zeal and fidelity of the
General and his lamented wife amongst
the darkest slume in the world’s
metropolis, which had won the admira-
tion of his fellow-men. A tribute was
paid to the General’s genius and admin-
istrative ability, his broad philanthro-
py, and His Honor referred to the re-
markable spread of the Army’s work all
over the world.

One of General Booth’s chief claims to
distinetion, and one for which his name
will long be remembered, is|that heis
the author of Darkest England, and the
originator of the schemes outlined in
that book for the upraising of the sub-
merged tenth. (Cheers.) His work asa
philanthropist. was noble. He not only
labored to elevate the fallen, feed the
hungry. reform the criminal, but to keep
them swhen lifted up. As he says him-
gelf, it is no use preaching to men with
empty stomachs. (Cheers.)

On all these considerations General
Booth is one of the mosi distinguished
men of the present age, and he receives,

as he deserves, +the heartiest weleome

from the people of Canada and the citi-

eeny of Toronto. . L
The Voice of Calumny.

Any man who thinks that General
Booth occupies a place of ease is very
much mistaken.
that such a man would not escape as-
persions. Of General Booth, it is true,
“though thou wert as ehaste as ice and
pure as snow, thou shalt not escape
calumny.’” Preachers, writers, scientists
bave spoken and written unfounded state-
ments about him; but he has come out

| of the ordeal unscathed.

In support of this statement His Hon-
or cited Archdeacon Farrar, and added
that the result of an examination of the
General’s books by a committee had not
disclosed one shilling misappropriated.
(Cheers.) L

The Civie Welcome.

Ald. Shaw, in the absence of Mayor
Kennedy through illness, gave the civie
welcome. The worthy alderman spoke
nobly of the work of the Salvation Army
in Toronto in its mitigation of degrada-
tion, misery and suffering. Said he:
“1 know of many homes in this eity that
have been made cleaner, purer and bright-
ér through the Army. May God bless
them for what they have donme in this
city and elsewhere.” .

5 The General’s Speech.

The General received a great ovation
on rising to reply to the kindly and
tordial greeting. He gaid he felt
humbled in the dust in view of the many
eulogies he was receiving wherever he
visited, He was® simply in his work
fulfilling his consecration vows. “1 have
gmid ‘amen’ to the prayers that my
days may be lengthened in order that
I may prove worthy of these encomi-
ums.” t
. Then the General launched into a
“gtatement ” of the desperate enter-
prise in which he’is engaged. He made
reierphice to the story of his life in
hopes that some young men might be
led to go and do likewise.

The Salvation Army, said he, has the
highest elements of engouragement for
all swho wish to work for God. It is
réipected by friends and also by foes,
for those who like us mot cannot but
respect our remarkable results. (Cheers.)
There are rumblings underground in
modern society, and the likelihood of
some sudden outbreak. . In such -an
outbreak the Salvation Army would be
ai great ally to all the forces of order.
In proof thereof he referred to Belgium,
where, carrying the Army flag, are
those who had carried the red flag of
revolution.

The Salvation Army should, he pro-
ceeded to show, be of great interest to
humaniterians. How it upliits and en-
nobles and puriiies he showed. Then he
spoke of the feeble origin and puny in-
strumentalities of the Army 290 years
ago. Its progress was - calculated to
inspire with hope all workers for the
good of man. (Cheers.) Thousands of
drunkards have been made sober, har-
lots reclaimed, criminals made honest
and the Kingdom of Heaven set up in
the darkest places of our great cities.

In reply to some abjections against
the Army, the General said, “] say to
the Methodists bave patience with us;

But I sure
vived and revived. He denied having ever
said a word against any ‘church, or
sought to injures any other organiza-
tion. No action of mine was ever in-
tended to damage any man who Wwas
strugling in the cause of my Master.

The Best Belied Man On Earih

Very few men, continued the General,
have been more reviled than I have. I
have been the best belied man on the
face of the earth. A great many people
sueer at my being a pope, but they
would all like to be popes themselves.
(Laughtery)

Next came a blood-curdling realis-
tic picture of London slums. A voice
came to! me, “Here is your parish—your
life work.” And so it is and shall be.
(Volleys of cheers.)

To show the progress made, he stat-
od that 20,000 hungry ones are being
fed in -London alone. (Cheers.) This is
a wonderfully convincing argument fto
those who eat and are sheltered, though
it may not be convincing to doctors of
Givinity. ! !

We can get monéy out of the poor.
It ischard to get money out of the rich.
(Cheers.) And the reason the poor give
us money is because so. mdny of them
have found that Jesus Christ is a pan-
acea for all the ills that flesh is 'heir
to. Such people do not want to hear
Dr. Flowerpot; they want gomething
to eat. They say to us, tell us some-
'thing that will make us forget our gnaw-
ing miseries.

My idea in the formation of the Army
wese to form a band of dare-devil peo-
ple—a. band of guerillas formed of des-
perate sinners.

In concluding his vigorous address,
which had been enlivened with many
flashes of wit, the General gave a hasty
review of the fields occupied. They are
still proscribed in Russia. The Army’s
progress in India reads like & romance.

As To Canada.

The General said, “In Canada we have
more than one-third more officers, mem-
bers and buildings than when I was here
eight years ago. We have had great
difficulties, but we have got all round
the corner. (“Praise the Lord.”)' We
have had difficulties in Canada such as
we have not encountered:in any other
