Laieus.— Doctor, are there any plain,
simple general rules of health which a
busy man like myself can easily com-
prehend and apply, and which would
make him a more efficient worker ?
am not asking for medical advice for
an invalid, but for bealth rules to add
to the vigor of a fair healthy man.

Doctor.— Yes; in the first place, do
no work before breakfast.

Jennie.— Good.

Laicus.--I have been accustomed to do
some of my best work before breakfast
— that is, before the family breakfast— |
rising at five o'clock and working u\'nj
or three hours on a cup of coffee and al
cracker or a roll.

Doctor.—The French work in that
way somewhat, but all such work is a
gpurt and costs an immense amount of
vitality. The result of antesbreakfast
work is two-fold - first, the body is in‘
no good condition for good the rest of
the day, and the draughts on the fut-
ture life are large and the wearing out
of vitality excessive. Rise betimes.
For most men a rapid sponge bath
every morning is a good thing of
course. ‘Dress leisurely, either throw
ing the.window open and breathing
the oater air, or after completing the
toilet taking tive minutes walk on the
piazza or the sidewalk outside, and
then sit down to breakfast, which will
paturally be a relatively light meal.

Jennie.—Should the bath be with
cold water ?

Doctor.—That depends: the water
should be comfortable, not so cold as
to give a chill for the purpose of get-
ting up a reaction. Each individual
must déternmine the question of tem
perature for himself.

Laicus.—And you
mend physical exercise before break-
fast ?

Doctor.—No, not for most men.
Somwe are so circumetanced that they
must do household or out.door work
before the first meal, and the body
accustoms itsell to the necessity, but
the other is the better way. Between
breakfast and dinner are the best
working hours of the twenty-four.

Laicus.— What shall the dinner. hour
be, noon or early evening.

Doctor.— It makes no ditference. In
tbe country the natural dinner hour
is one or two o'clock. The worker
should rest a little before dinner and
for an hour at Jeast atter dinner. He
may take a nap in the afternoon if he
is so inclined, and then from four or
five till tea-time may do light work.

Warm and Cold Baths.

The physiological effects of warm
and cold baths are thus noted by a
writer in an English medicul journal:
Warm baths produce an effect upon
the skin directly contrary to that which
18 brought about by cold water. The
cutaneous vessels dilate immediately
under the influence of the heat, and,
although he dilation is followed by a
contraction, this contraction is seldom
excessive, and the ultimate result of a
warm bath is to increase the cutaneous
circulation. The pulse and respiration
are both quickened in the cold bath,
I'he warm bath increases the temper~
ature of the body, and, by lessening
the necessity for the internal producs
11on of heat, it decreases the call which
is made upon certain of the vital pro.
cerses, and enables life to be sustained
with a less expenditure df force.
While a cold bath causges a. certain
stiffness of the muscles if continued
too long, a warm bath relieves stiffness
and fatigue. The final eflect of both
hot and cold baths, if their temper-
ature be moderate, is the same, the
difference being. to use the words of
Braum, that ¢ cold refreshes by stimu-
lating the functions, heat by physically
facilitating them, and in this lies the
important differences between the
cold water system and the thermal
mode of treatment.’

— There are some points in the Com.

No ice
is too cold to be swallowed with a
relish. Indeed it often does not satisiy,
and the ‘miners chew and swallow limps
of ice. " Yet it does not hurt thew.

The
temperature of the station where they go
to cool off is about 100 degrees. This tem-
perature—which  would almest roart a
surface man—appears cool to a man who
his come from & place where the thermo-
meter marks 110 to L6 degrees. .
