48, no person can be
admitted to vote who has not been in possession of -
stock for six calendar months, unless such stock
shall have been acquired by bequest, or by
marriage, or by succession to an Intestate’s Estate,
or by the custom of the City of London, or by
any deed of settlement after the death of any
person who shall have been entitled for life to the
dividends of such stock.
