The Pennsylvany|
farmers of 50 yosrs ago, who tenmed it long distances with thoir larg [
wagons and heavy Conestogn horsoes, fed them upon chopped rye straw apj
ryo meal, and they wero perhaps the smoothest and finest toam horsoes in th
country. Ryo straw, however, is a very poor, coarso foddor, but ryc med@i,
is a botter foud for work horses than corn meal, as it has a higher nutritin [,
ratio. For fast driving horses, rye could be used only as part of the ration |
For growing colts, rye moal would be much better than corn meal, but pan [
wheat bran ehould be added. Ryo aud oats may be ground togoether in tt,
proportion of one bushel of ryo to one of cats ; this would make a very fa
food for driving horses with common speed. It may bo ground with corn-J§
two bushels of rye to one of corn. This combination, with wheat bran ani
hay, would make a very fair milk ration for butter.”
