To take & fow
instances: in 1878 we had 61 ordinees ; in 1888
we had 102; in 1878 we had 7,244 confirmees,
and in 1888, 11,907. Daring the last ten years
fifty-three new churches have been consecrated
in different parts of the diocese. Oaur orgaui-
zation is becoming more and more complete,
and our seven School and College Missions re-
present an additional staff of a dozen clergy-
men, and an expenditure of upwards of $3,000
a year.

A Bmisror Surreagan’s Position,—The

Biskop of London points out in the diocesan
magazine as the reason why a Bishop Suffragan
should hold other preferment, that he retains
office only during the pleasure of the diocesan
Bishop who appointed him. A suffragan
Bishop can at any time be removed by the
Bishop of the diocese; and, at the voidance of
the See, his authority instantly lapses until re.
newed by a fresh commission granted at the
will of the new diocesan. In order, therefore,
that a suffragan may occupy & permanept and
independent position, it is necessary that he
should hold preferment in the diocese, besides
his episcopal office. That is to say, the Bishop
Suffragan is only a Bishop’s ourate. In refer-
ence to which the Family Churchman well says:
It appears to us that if this be the real posi-
tion of a Bishop Saffragan he ought certainly
to be paid for his episcopal services ont of the
personsl income of the Bishop who employs
him. To tell the truth, this notion of em-
ploying men to do spiritual work savours too
much of the mart and the exchange,
