Wichael Gavitt’s Release fohe Denanded

Loxspoy, March 30.—It is rumored, on gog{d
guthority, that the Government Land Biil
will not offer the Irish tenants fixity of tenure,
though it will afford increased stability of
tenure, and that it contains c}auses-dmwn on
the lines of last year’s Disturbance Bill,
incrensing the fiue payable by -land-
lords who are adjudged gailty by the
courts of arbitrary cviction. Courts .of
abitration  will  be  established, with
power to decide what is fair rent. When
disputes arise between landlord and tenant
she right of free sale will begiven to tenants,
subject fo the rensonable objection of the
landlord to tbe incoming tenant. Land-
lords, howerver, will be obliged to prove to the
satisfaction of the Court that their objections
to the incoming tenant are reasonable. Valid
facilities w1ll be given to tenants to become
purchasers of their holdings under the exten-
sion of the Bright claunses of the Land Act of
15870. Provision will be made for tha com-
pulsory fale of large tracts of wasto land,
which will be divided into small farms and
sold oa favoravle terms to tenants. Though
this programme will not, perhaps, satisfy
the more advanced andvocates of “the land
for the people,” it will, if carried out in its
entirety, produce a great revolution in the
condition of the Irish farming classes. Land-
lords will be deprived of arbitrary powers, and
tepanis will obtaia good security for their in-
terest in whatever improvements they mar
+nake on their farms. Under the operation? of
this proposed law it is probable thut t¥,e con-
{lict between the landlord and tenout classes
will rapid?y subside, and Irelard will enter on
a new era of prosperity and peace.

It is belleved that the Land Bill will con-
2ain the creation of a peasant proprietary
schome for the reforming of waste lands.
‘The clauee for fixity of tenure is said to bave
no place in the bill.

Loxpoy, March 29.—It has transpired that

the sudden calling together of the British
Cabinet yesterday afternoon was caused by the
receipt of alarming intelligemce from Ire-
land. Two questions were discussed by the
Ministers. One was the Basuto war, and the
pther was a confidentinl report of the Irish
CQovernyuex:. Mr, Forster anoounced that
the intelligence from Ireland was of &
most disquicting character, altbough the
attitude of the people appeared to be
tranquil on the surface. Ir. Forster stated
that according to information in the possess-
ion of the Irish Government, the tranquility
of the people had incrensed the uneasiness of
the authorities who regarded it as a lull be-
fore the storm, Informatish in the possess-
ion of tho Dublin Castle authoritiea caused
them to believe that insurrectivnary out-
bresks might be expected at auy moment.
Mr. Parrell's present attitude was regarded
with disquietude. His apparent Ipactivity
was thought to indicate that he anticipated a
movement of a different character from that
which he had been conducting. His two visits
to Paris arp regarded as inexplicable, the Gov-
ernment not having been able to discover any
sufficient ground for them,

Drruiy, March 29,—At the Land League
meeeting hald to-day the gubscriptions receiv-
ed during the weck Were annouunced as
amounting to £2,339, all but £100 being from
America. Mr, Dillon stated that the organiza.
tion was spreading rapidly and that there
were now a larger number of strikes against
the payment ot rent than at any previous
time.

Lonoey, March 30.—The Catholic Bishop
of Raphos, writing to a member of the Com-
mittee of the Dublin Mansion House Relief
Fund, says that he has endeavored to im.
press upon Mr. Childers, War Becretary, and
other English statesmen who have vlalted
Ireland in order ¢: study the wants of the
country, that the Government could essily
provide for the reclamation of waste lands.
He says he believes they could by this means
Scatter the people abroad from the over-
crowded districts, and obviate the nocessity
of emigration for less than an extensive
scheme of Government emigration would
cost.

Right Hon. M, E. Grant Duff, Under-Eecre-
tary of State for ihe Colonies, replying to an
Inquiry, said that the memorandum of the
Marquis of Lorne, Q@Governor-General . of
‘Canada, relative to Irlsh emigration, had been
referred to the Ir'sh Goverument.

Dunstix, March 30.—All the preliminaries
have now been arranged, and Friday night's
Dublin Gezette will contain the proclamation
Puitivg the Arme' Act into operation in Ire-
Iand. [t 'ie not intended to put the Act in
force all over 1reland at once.

Loxpox, March 31.—A Dublin despatch
announcing that the Land League is trying to
organize local branches in Dublin to bring
pressure upon fraders, says thut t1e League
commenced in an old quarter of the city by
establishing a branch where there is a large
population of the Jowest classes, capable of
supplying abundant materinls for mischief.
The council of the new branch have sent a
circular to merchants and traders who do not
sympathize with the League, but who are
largely dependent upon the populace fer
labor and custom and for immunity from in-
jury. The merchsnts and traders are unwil-
ling to comply with the circular and are
afraid to refuse.

LovNpoN, April 3.—There were collisions
between peopls and police at Coolavin, near
Ballaghadrin, Ireland, yesterday, whilst the
police were protecting process servers. Two
persons ware killed and a number wounded.

Dusnuixn, April 3.—At a land meeting to-day
Mr. Dillon spoke about the collision between
the people and police at Collavin,and declar-
ed that innocent men had been murdered by
English law. He expressed a hope that their
blood and the curse of their children might
reat on the Prime Minister and Irigh Secre-
tary.

Dupuiy, April 2 __The prisoners in the Kil-
mt_xmimm_ Gaol, after one day's experience on
prison diet, reported that they had accepted
it in len of ths fare supplied them by the
Land Leapns, Aeccording to the new ru'es
applica)le to these prisoners, lhey were
oblped to give two days' notice to the grol
authorities of their determination to take the
food supplied by the Government, and they
entered on the prison menu last Monday, but
breakfast and dipner of the new diet was
enough for them. They unanimously inti-
mated to the Governor their desire to go
baci: at once to the Land League bill of fare;
but of this décision the Governor had to get
two days’ notice,and they were, consequerntly,
unable to resume their choice of provisions
out of the Land League funds uutil Wednes-
day morning. They are now being supplied
from a ne'ghbouring hotel, The prisoners
complained principally of the quality of the
bread. One of the Irish members (Mr.
Healy) is to bring up the question in the
House of Commons. A sample of the bread,
neatly packed a in small box and labelled
4 Not dynamite,” was forwarded this evening
to the Chief-Secretary, in the House of Com~
mons.

Reports from Bullina state that a large
number of evictions have taken place on the
property of a Galway gentleman within the
last fow days. Some of the scenes were piti-
able. Over one hundred police accompanied
the bailiffs and sheriffs in two townlands,
where thirteen families wore put ont. Many
of these families were very deatitnte, Only
two of them were allowed to return; one as
caretuker, and the other paying rert. The
parish priest did all he could {o relieve the
wrotcned people, who prebably iefused or
have been urable to pay rent for somc years.
In overy cnse the evicted tenants carried
away the doors of their houses, nnd the sher-
iff's assistants had to build up the space with
stones. The latter obtained possession pence-
ably, however. It is stated to be impossible
for anyb-dy to live in these holdings even at
& much lower ront than has been put upon
ttose evicted. The district is very barren.
The police are engaged almost every day in
evictions and process.serving,

'The Master of tbe Kildare hounnds has
issned a notice that in consequence of the
hounds having been poisoned in different
parts of the country the pack will not hunt
any more this season.

A large numiber of processes for rent and
ejectments have been served on the estates of
Guy Lloyd, a Justice of the Peace at Crog-
han, and will be heard at the ensuiog Quarter
Sessions, when nearly a thousand processes
will be heard. Upwards of three hundred
and fifty civil writs and ejectments for rent
have been issued oun the estate of Col. King
Harman, M.P. for Stigo. The majority of the
tenants have rerolved to hold out against the
present rents until ejocted. It is stated that
the coming ejectments were discushed at the
last Osbinet Council, together with a possible
outbreak. :

A correspondent reports that the Land
League hnve taken precaution by removing
books and papers from their offices in antici-
pation of & descent by the authorities.

At n land meeting at Clough County, Kil-
kenny, to-day, Dillon read a telegram from
the branch League at Balleghaderin about
the sffray there yesterday, stating that the
police fired on the people without provoca-
tion and two were killed, two dying and three
others wounded. ‘

" Mhe detnils of the riot at Ballaghaderin
on Saturday were as follows :—The people
attacked the police, who were obliged to £re
in self defence. Two of the rloters were
killed and thirty-two wounded ; four so badly
that they are not expectéd to live. Oue police-
man was killed and seven seversly injured by
atoned.

Mr. Gladstone's promised Land Bil! is the
subject of large discussion in Parliamentary
circles. Many believe that the peimanency
of the Government depends on this measure.
It will be in the hands of members before
the meeting on the Transvaal question comes
up for discussion. If it iz uvsatisfactory to
tbe Irish party these threaten to nnite with
the Tories and further reduce the Liberal
majority on the Transvaal question, The
Home Rulers believe indeed that many
discontented territorial Whigs will op-
pose the Governmont on both points,
possibly causing a Government defuat,
but it 18 scarcely probable that
any section of the Liberal party will en-
danger tho existence of the Government at so
critical a moment. Naturally the Home
Rulers desire such a calastrophe, when an
appeal to the country at the present moment
would Tesult in considerable Conservative and
Home Rule gains, aed would give the latter
the balance of power; but public opinion
changes rapidly in Iaogland, and if the
Tronsvaal peace be maintained it is probable
that the present Government will asgcmble
after the Easter recess with its hands greatly
strengthened.

Lospox, April 4.—A committee reprosent-
ing all sectious of the Irish National and
English Democrats is forming bere to agitate
for the unconditions! release of Davitt, The
agitation will be extended to tho United
States, Canada and Australia.

THRT BUDGET

—

Loxpon, April 1.—~The first attack on the
Government's policy in tbe Trausvaal wes
wide by Lord Cairns (Comservative) in the
Houase of Lords last night, He alluded to
tho aunouncement made in the Queen's
Speech, #that the authority of the Crown
would be promptly vindicated in the Trans-
venl,” but he en‘ertained grave doubts that
in surrendering the territory the prerogative
of the Crown had not been stained. He em-
phatically protested against hunding bundreds
of thousands of British subjocts back to as bad
2 system of slavery as ever existed in tho
world, e argued that ihey had no security
that the Boers would accept the decisions of
tho Commission, e concluded by a general
denunciation of the terms of peace in a peror-
ation of striking cloquence, which elicited an
outburst of cheering.

Lord Kimberiy replied that thers could be
no doubt if the war had been coutinued the
greater part of South Africa would have been
involved. e said he was convinced that for
some years there had been no slavery in the
Transvail,

Lord Cronbrook mainly attributed the
rising in the Trausvaal to the epeeches of
Mr. Gladstone at Midlothian.

Lord Salisbuty said it was the eamo
wretched story of that of Candahar, and
worid raise a disgust which would be fatal to
our future power in South Africa.

The subject was then dropped.

HOUSE OF COMMONS,

Loxpo¥, April 1.—In the Commons, this
afternoon, Sir 5. Noithcote, amid loud cheers
from the Conservatives, intimated that Sir M.
Hicks-Beach intended to give notice of mo-
tion on the Pransvaal quection, but desired to
know first whether any more information was
necessary.

Mr. Gladstono eaid he could net give
positive iuformation as to whether England
will be 1epresented at the Monotary Con-
ference. ;

Mr. Maxwell moved that steps be taken to
ensure that such of tbose compounds resem-
bling butter, imported from the United States,
as are harmless, shell only be sold under dis-
tinctive names, and that the importation and
sale of those dangerous to lisalth be prohibit-
ed altogether.

Mr. Chamberlain said the result of the mo-
tion would be absolute probibition of the im-
portation of butter from other countries. There
was no need for alarm on the part of farmerr
for there was not tho slightest proof that the
introduction of substitutes for butter reduced
the price of good butter. The evidence
showed that some of these compounda were
wholesome a8 butter, and there was no proof
that any of them were injurious to health.
I'he motion was negatived by 75 to 59,

Mr. Harcourt read extracts from the ol
noxiong articles in the Freikeit, and vhinted
ont itg revillng character. Bo said its at-
tacks even included one on the President of
the United States. The Governmont thought
it would be a grave oFence from s domestic
ag well as an international point of view to
igpore the article. It was a domestic crimo
and breach of public morality to incite to
murder. No Government would do its duty
if it allowed & refuge in a freec Statoto be con-
verted iuto a hot bed of incitment to assassi-
nation, The Governmont acted on its own
accord, and was not instigated by a foreign
Power. Ue stated that logland will not
sead Representatives to the Iaternational
Monetary Confurence.

Loxpoyn, April 4.—Mr. Gladstone, in his
capicity as Chancellor of the Exchequer, be-
fore the House of Commons this evening, de~
livered the flnancial budget for the coming
fiscal year. Great interest and anxiety had
becn felt respecting this matter. It wus well
known that the expenditur 8 of the Govern-
ment had been unexpected and extraordi-
uarfly large the costs of wars in Afghnanistan,
Zululand and Basutolsnd having bren great,
and expenditures on account of the stute of
things in Ireland having caueed largs ex-
traordinary expenditures, but it bad been
noised abroad during the last fow days
that Mr. Gladstone’s remarkable skill
a8 o financier had enabled him to
devise methods by which the deficit could
all bo met, and even a surplus left. These
pleasing calculations were realized this
evening, when Mr, Gladstone, in one of his
best and tmost lucid speeches, lnid his bud-
get before the House, showing the country
how it might mest nll its outstanding and
overdue obligations for the year and still
have a surplns of £1,345000. The
speech was received with cheera from
Goveérnmeut benches. The Conservatives
bad given notice of their intention to
strongly oppose ceitaln features in the
budgut -and the debate upon it will be lively.
Mr. Gladstone, continuing his speech ex-
plaining the budget, said be found it would
be necessary to increase property, income
pott office and land taxes. This statement
was roceived with loud murmurs of dissatis-
faction from tbe Conservatives, but he added,
that in compensation for this the customs
would be decreased. He had always found
that the greater tbe rednction of duties on
imported articles the greator was the con-
sumptiou of them, sud the larger the revenue
consequently derived from them. In 1880
the revenue from land and houso tax pro-
perty was £2,670,000, income £9,230,000,
post office, £350,000, and Crown lands, £390,-
000; ull theee were to be mow increased,
but custom . duties, which last year were
£19,326,000, were to be decreased. He
said tbat expenditures for the fiscal
years 1881 nud 1882 were ostimated at L£83,~
308,000, ehowing a forther surplus of revenus
over expunditure of £933,000. He estimated
that tbe encuing year the surgplus would be
£1,285,000 ‘I'te budget remits n prany in-

comu tax; the duty on silverplato is rednced
to threepence per oz. till it expires; one per
cent. Jegacy duty is abolished, and one-half
por cent. is added to probate duty. Mr.
Gladstone, in concludiog,announced that this
wag probably the last budget that he would
1ay before the Commons.

Transvaal News Disqueting.

Nrweastir, Natal, March 33.—A Buoer in
imprisoned at Haidelbery, cha-god with tiwo
murder of Captain Klliott, who was killad
whily crossing the Vaual River in Jununry
last, nfter having been reloased from imypai-
sonment at Heidelberg.

their properly is now worthless. A resolution
was carried snmmoning tho linglish and
Dutch residents of Transvaal not to surren-
der any towns to tho Doers, and promising
support in the evont of civil war.

Loxnoy, March 31.—0f the English troops
sent to South Africa the 94th Foot will dis-
embark at Cape Town, and remain there;
the 86th I"cot and the Tth Hussnrs will re-
turn to Fogland; tho 102nd Foot will return
to Ceylon, and the 41st Foot will disembark
at Natal, anid remnin there.

Dunrnan, April 3, —The Boers express their
confidenco that, in the event of hostilities
being recommonced, the war will extend over
the whole of South Africa, a5 they affirm that
the Dutch populations, both of the Free
States and the British Colonieg, are rendy to
join them. It iz needless to point out that
the exiatence of such a spirit s one of the
strongest arguments against our giving way
now, since we shall, in a short time, have a
powerfal British force here.

Loxpon, April 2.—The Trangvaal news is
uncertain and disquieting. The public are
not convinced tkat the investing army at
Potchefstroom was unaware of ithe peace be-
fore they duvinanded the surrender of that
town. There ir n strong suspicion that the
Boers broke faith., General Wood telegraphs
to suspend jndgment. Complaints reach
Newcastle, Natal, that the Boers returning
from Laning's-Nek demnnded momey and
goods, and declare that Jouberi, who ia cer-
tninly not popular, betrayed them. Many
Epglish settlers nnd Boers who sympathize
with England have threatoned to enter Hatal,

Thsy coveider that the British Gom-
mander should break with the Foers,
if only t{o ioflict on them one defeat.

This would be intensely popular in England.
Though magnifinent shots, the Boers are an-
able to copse with the enormous force which
bas been concentrating lately. Moreover,
gome think that a Britlsh victory mav dissi-
pate tho fear of a general Dutch rising in
Bouth Africs. .
