He stood .in the eanctnary. with his Arch-
blshop’s robes, and his halr'as white as snow
on his head commanded respect, and his whole
frame quivering with emotlon as he spoke,
and tears dropping down his face, bhad such
an intense impression on those present that
many could not help themselves from weep-
ing. His soft, melodious voice rang through
the densely crowded edifice as ha spoke, and
not & whisper could be heard as he reiterated
his heartfelt thanks to the clergy and falthfal
for the great lovs ehown him. 'What he had
done for the hLonor  of God and' His
Ohurch, and witbont -the ald:- of
the clergy and the people he would
never have been able to accomplish what he
had. He bad always worked for the honor
of God, and he was sorry he could not ‘have
done more than hr did. He warmly ap

proved of the idea of foundlng a newspaper-
to farther the interests ot the dioceee, and he
hoped the olergy wonld give it their whole
support. He thanked God;for having permitted
him to accomplish what he had done, and Lie
wasg aware that shortly he would have to go
to bis Creator, and 1f he consldered him
worthy of entering the celestial Jerusalem, he
would not cease to pray for them all, acd he
asked them not to forget him in their prayers,
and conoluded by thanking them most heertily
for all their kindness.

Rev, Mr. Leblanc, a native of Boucher-
vllle, then presented His Grace with an
address in the name of the parlsh, It was
conceived in the most elcquent language
and had a desp eftect on the Archbishop,

At the oconclusion of the reading of the
address, His Grace was pregented with a mag-
nificent bouguet, in which there were twenty-
four branches, on each of which was attached
a fifty dollar gold plece.

-His Grace agaln refurned his warmest
thanks and sald-he wonld uss the gift to help
those In need.

- A banqust was then given In the pnbl[o
ball of the village, which :had been gaily
decorated with bunting, flowers, evergreens,
and inscriptions of the most appropriate na-
ture. The banguet was given by the ladies
of the parish, and they certainly deserve
many thanks for the mapner in whichk they
accomplished their taek. No speaches were
dellvered, but .'the convives were greatly
charmed with the tact and refinement which
presided over ell detalle. The menu wag ex-
cellent:

Archbishop Bourget, to whom all wish many

It 18 -exaotly - sixty yeare ‘8go, ln ‘the
9th of November, 1822, that Hlg Grace Arch-
‘bishop Bourget was ordained a. priest of -the
Boman ‘Oatholto faith ‘in-the great Church of
Notre Dame of Montreal, by Bis Lordship:Mgr.
Lartigue, tbe first Blehop of this metropolltun
clty of Canads.- To-day, the Oburch of Canada,
as well as the entlie population, turns- its

eyes towards the venerable Prince of the
Church as he goes to the altar of
God to renew’ the vowsa expressed by
him counslderably over half a century ago.
There is not at the preeent time In the Church.
in America; and - very :few in the:woild, any
who can better than him’ ‘point’ with more
legitimate ‘pride to such a lengthy carder in
the service of his Maker. To write the history
of the venerable Archbishop, woald be’ to re-
late the history of the Piovines of Quebéc:tor
nearly the ]ast one hundred years. The space.
at our command ‘mierely emables us to touch
on the principal polats which have illnatrated
such a brilllant and holy career as' that of
His Grace the Archbishop. Ignace Bourget
wag‘born on' the" 30th. of October, 1799,
in the parish of Poldt Lieyls, opposite Qnebeo.
