Bishop Marty of Dasots, Who is apending s
few days iu the city a8 the guecst of Archbishep
Heolss, imparted the informatica to the corre.
epondens of The Sun that he had succeeded in
converting the great {ndian chloftain Sitting
Ball to the Oathelic folth, and will recetve
bim into the Church the coming summer.
The chief, with about 140 cof hic followers,
haes beeu epending tbe winter at Fort Ran-
dall, on the Miserourl River, midway batween
Yankton and Chambeorlain, Dikota. Qn the
16t joet. he will joln his tribe, tho
Uncapepar, pumbering some four thonsand,
tn the Btanding Rock reservation. Bitting
Ball has anzonnced bla  iotentlon of
teking a far: on the Grand River, where two
hundred [ndisn families will benceforth turn
thoir attestion to agricultaral pursnits the
presoat seacon, Thers are two Oatholic
chapels on ike reservatlon, acd two more
will be erected this summer, one in tne
vioinity of Sitiing Bull's homs. Each chapel
has a 8chool houss, where the Indian youth
aro educated. The Bishop ‘had no diffi.
culty whatever In I{mparting 1eliglous
instructions to 8itting Bull, who naver
before had an opportunity to receive smoh
teuchiogs, Bshop Marty pronourcss the
ohlaf a thorough Indlan, sbout 50 years of
age, and of magnificent pbhysigue. He does not
gpeak any other bnt the Indian langusge, aud
toe Bishop characterfzes the many stori:a
published concerning Bitting Bull’s education
as mero fables, especially roeferring to the
story to the effact that he bad been educated
by a Father Bmith, and also had attended
colloge in Canada. He s very smait
and adroit, which 18 evidencad by his action
at the time of the surrender at Fort Baford
He bad often declarsd that he never wounld
surrender his gun, and, in a certain sense,
kept his word by handiag the wenpon to his
lttle eop, explaining that he did so fo teach
itbe boy to alwnys keep peace  with the
whites, He 1e sald to be thus oon-
siderate In all things. Bishop Marty
who speaks the Indian langusge fimently,
says be found 1t very easy to learn, bat ex.
ctedingly diffivult to exprees abatract and 1e-
ligious truths to the Indiams. They have
impifoit fafth in 8itting Bul/’s judgment, and
his commendable example In joining the
Church will in time unquestionably be fol-
lowed by mnearly all of his tribe, The
Blshop thinks {1rom the eatiefactory
regults  already  achleved in this
manner that it completely solves
the Indian problem, and s sat-
iafied that the Northern Indians will never
agaln don the war palnt, provided they are
lcoked after.

* GENTLEMEN,~There are {wo candidates be-
fore you, whose principles of the most import-
ant question that can engage your a'tention are
in direct opposition to those held by a consider-
able nuinber amongrt you., Mr Monnelly (an
alleged Catholics has declared himseif an op-.
ponent of My, Pyke's Bill, having rtated In his
firet speech during his canvass that. had he
been in Parliamen! last year he woold have
voled sgainst it. apd that If returned he will
vote against it should 1t be brovght forward
during the rext 1wo years—that is, during the
preseut Parliament. Now, Mr Pyke's Bill,
though exiremely meagre as to il8 prowvisions,
pruciaimed and embodied the just and equit’
abla prinelpls that men who educate thelr 6wn
children should not he compelled to pay for the
1ree education of well-to-do yeople's chlidren;
that Catholics, lor example, and all others who
build and sapgort rchools of their own. arnen'
titled 1o, at least, aid for thelr schools from the
taxes which they pay ; and thet 1t 18 monstrous
Injustice to cormpel them to pay [Or the iree
education of other people’s children, and refuse
them aid from thelr own mooeyssor thelr own
schools, This Is the princlple agrinst which
Mr, Donnelly declares he would have wvoled,
and wlll votu, If returned to Pariiament. And
yet Mr. Dopneliy blusbes not to s8k the sup’
port of Catholics and all others who objeot to
ihe present upjust and one sided system of edu’
catlon. Mr, Larnach, the other candidate isin
ravor of introducing Bibicreadipy into the pub*
lic echoolr, and thi-, scecording to his speech is
ikbe only change he would be dispoted to make.
All the other provisions of the present system
of education, 80 f=r a8 he is conrerned, are tore*
maln unchanged. He wishes to bring b ¢k the
old Otago system, under which Cathollc child*
ren were frequenily eompslled to read the an®
thorized version of the Reriptures, and ia not
a few Instances to remaln outslde shivering In
ithe cold and rain_ whilst the teacher apd his
Bible‘reading scholars were comfortably eeated
within around the fire provided by a genernus
public—-Catholic and Protestant. And to thils
oid Otago system would bo added compuision,
not merely by the influence of the teacher nor
the terror of hig came, but by law.

In the position in wbich I now place
mys:lf Ionly clalm to be regarded a8 s mun,a
citizen, and an elsctor of the Peninsula, and as
1he advooale of fair play and even-handed jus-
tice. I :ball eanvass no n.an; Ishall employ
no agentia; such as are willing to vete for me,
will come to the poll at their own expense and
purely for the. purpoee of protestlag again't 1n-
Jastice and advocating what 18 equitable.
