grocery salesruen, bookkeepers, and copyists
offer atill less promise o! satisfactory remun-
eration. )

And yet in spite of sll this farmers’ sons
will continue to leave comlfortable hdmes,
where, through patient industry and resson-
able economy, they can be sure of a compe-
tence and a life of comparative independence
to atill further swell the rank of pauperdom
In onr cilies, To the boy of eighteen the
near prospect of fouror five dollars a week
more than his board is too apt to be over
tempting. Looking no further then the’ pre-
sent and the very near future, he thinka only
of baving absclate freedom after regular
working houra and four or five dollais
each week with which he can do as
he pleases. The allorements of city
life invarisbly take a strong hold upon
the imagiontion of & country-bred boy
to whom rarsl enjoyments have become
such matters of every-day existence that they
are sure to be greatly undervalued. Could
he slwaye remain a boy and never bssub-
jected to ths wants and necessities of mature
manthood, the life to which his boyish fancy
has drawn him would nof be such a bad one
after all. But in a few yenrs he marries on
his small income, which, though sufficient for
his perecnal necessitics and comforts, falls
miserably sher! when be tries to spread it
over a wife and growing tamily. Every-
thinz that his wife apd his children est,
drink and wear has to be paid for out of the
small sum which he formerly expended on
himeelf, and his lite becomes one long and
miserable struggle to feed aand clothe his
family and keep up appearances that will be
as decent s circamatances Will permit. He
the top of
the tree 80 far a3 a salaried position in hie
particulor line i3 concerned, and his only
chance of bettering hia circumstances lies in
becoming an employer of underpaid workers
like himself, What his opportnnities are of
getting started in business for himself with
anythiog like a reasonable proapect of suc-
cess can be easily estimated. To start in
business he must have capital, and while
the cost of supporting his family absorbs
every cent he can earn, it is imposaible for
him to save anything with which to make a
commeocement. That a farmer's son, hav-
ing plenty of health and strength, as well as
a practical knowledge of farming, should thus
blight hls own future, is indeed & pity, es-
pecially in a country like this where unim-
proved homesteads can be had for the asking,
and where wild lands can be purchased at a
nominsl figure, Canada has land and re-
munerative work for everybody who wants
to be a farmer, and yet she has thousands
upon thonsands of half starved men, women
and children whose life is one long and bitter
struaggle with pinching poverty.

The
farmer who sells his farm produce in the
shape of grain, roots, hay, and even straw,
cannot expect tv induce an intelligent boy,
who hus any ambition io his composition, to
remain at home anl follow in the footsteps
of his father, Yecar by vear the annunl
farm product is swe to shrink, and
to the boy who looka ahead eight or ten yeara
the prospuct is a well nigh hopeless ope.  Let
such a furmer cense to skin his farm by sell-
ing off the raw material and dispose of the
manufactured product instead. Let him sell
hia farm product after it has been muanufac-
tured into 'butter, cheese, milk, wool, beef,
mutton, pork, or eggs. Ln this way he keeps
all the refuse on the farm in the shape of
manure, and besides annually improving and
enriching his land, instcad of depleting it, he
secures a better price for the manufactured
product than he could ever hope to realize
on the raw material. In improving his
farm and his finances by such a change,
the farmer would be much more likely
to interest his sons in farm work than
by adhering to his old improvident methods.
Nine lLeys out of ten will talke much more
interest in live stocvk than in inanimate ob-
jects, and a stock or dairy farm is much more
apt to excite the interest of the boya thana
grain farm,

But it is not merely the fact of baying live
stock thut ought to satisfy the farmer who
hopes to make farmers of his mons. He
shonld excite in them the desire to equal or
surpass the neighbors in the matter of farm
stock. If he. cannot afford to at once stock
his farm with fincly bred horses, cattle,
