road, a sell-surrender as complete aa that of
the hero of the Leper Islaud. Cloae to that
Isudmark of the 'bune msn *“ The Prinoe of
Wales,” stande & Home for Boys, and in con-
nection with it a bakery and printing works,
The place was founded by Kev. Lord Archi-
bald Douglas, a brother of the Marquis of
Queenxberry and of Lady Florence Dixte. He
braught his fortune and the fervor of his new-
found faith to his task. Even the Harrow
road is not without Ita romance, Lord Archi-
bald’s sfater, Lady Gertrude Dougias, joined
ber brother, and identified hersell with his
renanciation of soclety, perbapa too complete-
ly ; for durfng his absence in Canada, whither
he had taken wome of his walfs, she married
the head baker and became Lady Gertrude
Stock. Some five yeara ago Lord Archibald
found his increasing carea tco heavy for him.
He retired to quiet misslon llife in Scotland,
and kis place in_the Harrow road was taken
by his cousin, Father Douglas Hope. A
great-grandson, on bis father’s slde, of Lord
Hopetoun, and on his mother's of the Dake
of Buooleuch, he **called cousins” with all
tke blue blood of Scotland, Hin father, Mr.
Hope, of Luffness. was at one time member
for Windsor, and hls mother, » daughter of
Lerd Montagu, was an early bedchamber wo-
man %o the Qaeen. But Father Hope had
obliterated the traditions of hia family, and
the memoriea of Eton and Chrlat's church,
when he went to St. Vincent's home to be
priest, teacher, father and nurme to seventy
boys, mostly resoned from London streets,
Ha shared their rough food, and lived their
1ife in vohoolroom and playground, If he had
ever thought of himself, he might have knawn
that, in spite of his slx feet of atature and hia
brilliant physigue, he was not seasoned for
the rough life he adopted. Bis entire devo-
tion Iaclated bim from hiz fellowa in the ont-
er world ; but those who got glimpues of him
were not astonlahed to hesr that rhenmatio
faver bad oarrled him away Iast week. He
was laid to rest in the temetery at Konsal
Green—not far Irom the scene of hix five
yeers' labor of love,

Oar Holy Father ever solicitons about the
welfare of the Catholio family, cheerfully and
and graclously granted this request, and be-
stowed upon it many special favers and
graoes,

In virtue ot it dignity of an Archconira-
uity all Christlan mother socletiea and con-
fraternities already eatablished in s parish,
or to be established In the future, oan be ag-
gregated o It, after having obtalned the oon-
sent of the R¢, Rev, Bishop of the Dlocese, in
which such & soclety exists. Such a cancnie-
ally established branch-soolety becomes a
gharer in all the graces and privileges of the
Archoonfraternity of Pltteburg, P., just as if
