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ARTICLE 10:
THE SECRETARIAT

10.1 The Secretariat shali be the permanent administrative organ for theProgramme and shaih assist the Council ln the impiementation of its funct ions.
10.2 The Secretariat shail be managed by a Head of Secretarlat, appaintedpursuant to procedures approved by the Council.

10.3 The Secretariat shall take direction from the Council in the performance ofits functions, which include:

(a) conference services for the meetings of the Council and of its
subsidiary organs;

(b) administrative services cancerning generai correspondence, systemdocumentation and pramotional materiais;,

(c> technicai services Ineluding the preparatbon of reports as instructed bythe Council;

(d) liaison with Ground Segment Providers, User States and International
organizations; and

(e) such other services as may be required by the Council for theimplementation of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11:
GROUND SEGMENT PROVIDERS

11.1 Any State planning ta estabilsh and operate Ground Segment equipment shaliadvise the Council of its Intention ta do sa and shall:

(a> adhere ta the technIcal spechfications and operating procedures set bythe Council for the purpose af ensuring adequate system performance;
<b> endeavour ta deliver, ln accardance with procedures agreed with theCouncil, distress alert and location Information received through theCOSPAS-SARSAT Space Segment to appropriate search and rescueauthorities;

(c> provide, as agreed with the Cauncil, apprapriate performance data inorder ta confirm compatlbility ofiIts Ground Segment equipment withthe System;

(d) designate an organization ta carry out its respansibihities pursuant tathis Articte;

(e> participate in apprapriate meetings of the Programme, convened bythe Council, on terms and conditionis determined by the Council, witha view ta resoiving relevant administrative, aperational and technicalissues;
