10. Ve honc and belicve that the changes brought about by
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the new constitution for Jouthern Rhodecia, linlked with a

widening of the franchisc, will be bouné in time to lead to
an African majority. The new conctitution has incornorated
within it a Declaration of TFundamental Richts for cvery
serson in Southern Rhodesia bascd on the »nrinciple of racial
cquality and cnforcecable by the Courts. I understand that
this Declaration is similar to those incornorated in the
constitutions of lligeria and Sicrra Leonc.

11. Whilec some members of thisc Assembly obviously feccel that
the Southern Rhodesian Governnent is moving too slowly in
granting political rights to the African nopulation, it must
be conceded that it is at least moving in the right dircction.

If Southern Rhodesia is able to establish a truly multi-
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acial socicty its cxamnle could be of the greatest valuc in
solving the remaining colonial n»nroblems in Africa with which
the United lations is concerned. Its progress toward this
goal could be materially acsisted by coopncration and under-
standing within the United llations.

12, It is proper that the United liations should follow with
carc and intcrest developments in the Federation of 2bhodasia
and !llyasalané. However, in the view of ny Delegation, any
direcct intervention by the Unitced lations at this stage
would prejudice the success of cfforts which are being made
by Britain to bring thecse territories further alon~ the road
toward independence in a pecaceful atmosphere ané with the
willing consent of all parties concerned. It is not an casy
tas’.

15, It has been gaid in this debate that unless something
is done and cdone quickly "to save! the situation in Southern
