) At the invitation of the Prime Minister of Canada, the
Right Honourable Pierre Elliott Trudeau, the Prime Minister of
Falaysia, the Honourable Tun Haji Abdul Razak bin Dato Hussein,
and his wife. Toh Puan Rahah paid an official visit to Canada
frorm 6 to 10 Cetober, 1971. The Prime liinister was accompanied
by senior officials of the Gevernment of IFlalaysia.

During their stay in Ottawa, the Prime liinister and Toh
Puan Rahah stayed at Government House in Ottawa as guests of -
. Their Excellencies the Governor General and Mrs. Michener. _ .

The Prime Minister of Malaysia held discussions with
the Prime Minister of Canada and other Ministers of the
Canadian Government. 1In the course of the meetings, which
were held in the friendly and informal atmosphere characteristic
of members of the Cormonwealth, they discussed both bilateral
and international issues of mutual interest and common concern.

The two Prime Ministers noted with gratification the
existing close relations between Nalaysia and Canada and ex-
pressed their confidence that the visit of the Prime Minister
of Malaysia to Canada would further strengthen the ties of
friendship between the two countries. They expressed satis-
faction at the continued growth of co-operation between Canada
and Malaysia in the political, cultural and economic fields and
particularly in that of economic development. It was agreed
that such co-operation should be continued and developed through

regular exchanges of views at various levels between the two
governments, _

The Prime Minister of Malaysia expressed his appreciation
for Canadian technical and financial assistance extended to
lalaysia. He explained the goals and objectives of the Second
Malaysia Plan on which his Government had Just embarked and
invited both continued Canadian interest and participation in
the implementation of the Plan.

The Prime Minister of Canada expressed his sympathy with
the goals and implementation of the Second Malaysia Plan and
confirmed Canada's continuing interest and participation in the
development prograrmes of Malaysia. It is in this context of
close co-operation that on October 7 the two Heads of Govern--
ment signed the Loan Agreement of the West Malaysia Power Sys-
tem Extension. They also noted with satisfaction the recent
conclusion of an agreement relating to the insurance of
Canadian investments in lalaysia and expressed confidence that
it would serve to encourage such investments to the benefit of
both countries. '
