It would appear that Canada's domestie
exporta to the United Kingdoma were $35,001
more in 1934 than in 1930; but Canada'a
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total exporta, ineluding f oreign produce, to
the United Kingdom, were in fact lesa in 1984
than in 1930. This fa oniy a fraction of
Canada'a British trade. Canada'a domeatie
exporta to other British countries were
$29,23,894 lesa for the samne period. Can-
ada's empire trade, including importa, in 1934
was 3114,375,846 less than in the lait year
of the Mackenzie King government.

What benefits have been derived from the
Ottawa agreements? The resuits of the gen-
eral poiicy of this government and the in-
creaaed tarifas it has put into effeet are con-
tained in an officiai return made on February
4 by the Secretay of State. This document
atates that Canada'a monthiy importa and
domiestie exporta from. September 1, 1929, to
Auguat 31, 1934, were leas than for each
mnonth from September 1, 1929, to August 31,
1930. Ever since this government has been
in power the monthly figures for our trade,
both imports and exporta, show a decrease for
the corresponding month in the. iaat year of
the Liberai government. I should like to
quote some figures which give a coxuparison
between the montbiy importa and exporta in
1934 and in 1930. Mention wiii have to he
made of the lest four montha in 1929 because
these were inciuded in the figures of the lait
year of the Mackenzie King government. These
figures are:
